Under 1958 Defense Act 
The Floyd County Board of 

Education, in its regular meeting 
Tuesday, among several routine 
matters, adopted textbooks for 
social studies for the next four 
years. The texts were recom­
mended by the study group of 
teachers some time ago.

One species of the old-fashion­
ed Kentucky gambler was tpe 
card-pl.aying gentleman who rode 
the early packets on the Missis­
sippi, the Ohio, the Tennessee 
and the Cumberland Rivers. 

These riverboat gamesters had 
their own professional slang. 
Known as "blacklegs," they were 
on the lookout for victims, called 
"gulls" or "coneys" at every 
landing. In river g.aming, the ap­
proach to the victim was seldom 
direct: There were "cappers" or 
"coney-catches" which led the 
innocents to the fleecing. 

"Coneys" were duped by such 
underhand practices as "stock­
ing," "hold-outs," dealing "large 
hands," "raising hands," right or 
~eft snap roulette wheels, "vest­
holdouts" and the "bug" could 
produce extra cards at need. 

The card games were various: 
seven-up, cribbage, vingt-et-un 
(blackjack), loo, forty-five, faro, 
poker, euchre and three-card 
monte. 

One of the most colorful of this 
crew of greenhorn fleecers was 
Elijah Skaggs, "the preaching 
:llaro player," born in Western 
Kentucky. A gambler from the 
age of 20, the Reverend Skaggs 
took up many a fat collection 
with the cards. 

These sporting characters 
trolled the odds but, as they were 
superstitious, signs and omens 
often defeated them. A white 
horse on the boat boded evil luck. 
It took at least two more losing 
deals to end a losing streak. A 
barking red dog running to the 
landing could change a gambler's 
luck. Five-handed games bad 
luck. And so on. 

Frankfort's Theodore O'Hara 
wrote the "Bivouac of the Dead" 

· in memory of those Kentuckians 
who died in the Mexican War.

STRAWBERRY PLANTS 
Stra.w-benry plant orders · have been 

coming in at the same rate as last 
year. This means there will rprob-
3!bly be Hl acres set this year, includ­
ing 4-H and adlult .patches. '!\his 
acreage will barely supply <!Jh.e local 
market. The po:;;sibilities of straw­
berries are much greater than any 
other crop for Floyd cotiDt;y at this 
time. In strawberries we have the 
advantage of a crop that !l'equires 
a Slllillll amount of capLtal to get 
startell.. The return per acre is large 
which we need due to limited 
a:mount of lanq. Family labor is 
availS~ble to cultiwte and !harvest, 
this is important ·because strawber­
ries require a large amount of l~bor. 
Beside the local market, •a straw­
berrY marketing cooperative is in 
operation in tihe area 1to serve the 
growers. 

No other q·op offers Floyd county 
the opportmnity for increased income 
as strwwberries.

Alcoholics Come 
From All Classes 
0-f Population

What kind of people become 
alcoholics? 

It has been demonstrated that 
social background, economic 
level, education, religious affilia­
tions are not measurable factors. 

The most reliable information 
about alcoholics comes from in­
dividual members of Alcoholics 
Anonymous. These people are al­
coholics by their own admission, 
with the qualification that they 
are sober alcoholics. A recent 
study of a group of A.A. mem­
bers disclosed a wide variety of 
occupations •and origins. 

A bus driver, a securities deal­
er, a bartender, a physician, a 
sales manager of a heavy equip­
ment distributor, a factory work­
er, a secretary, a stenographer a . . ' receptwmst, several retail sales-
men, office and warehouse clerks, 
a farmer, a retired army officer, 
a school teacher and a restaurant 
ope11ator were members of this 
group. 

This is a typical cross-section 
of the kind of people who become 
alcoholics. Their drinking pat­
terns were so similar that by 
changing name and locality, any 
of their drinking histories could 
be substituted for another and 
have practically the same story. 

Not one of these people had 
any sound idea of why they be­
came alcoholics. They all agree 
their drinking became compulsive 
and consider this type of drink­
ing an incurable illness. They 
have shown this illness can be 
·arrested, that an alcoholic can 
lead a normal, sober existence. 
Of this group of 26, .the period 
of sobriety ranged from six 
months to more than ten years. 

To paraphrase a current tele­
vision commercial. These 26 peo­
ple have demonstrated. "It can 
be done." This small group is one 
of thousands of A. A. groups with 
a combined membership in ex­
cess of 200,000. A. A. has blazed 
the trail. 

While most publicized and very 
effective, Alcoholics Anonymous 
is not · the only successful ther­
apy. Many physicians, clergymen 
and some lay therapists are help­
ing alcoholics arrest the illness.

No. 34 in a Series 

CAPTAIN W. J. (BOLEN BILL) HALL, CONFEDERATE CAVALRYMAN 

Capt. W. J. Hall was typical 
of the mountain patriarchs of 
the feud-torn days of the 1880's 
who refused to become involved 
in clan differences and remain­
ed neutral to become a main­
s tay of society. His steadfast 
support of the 1aw and the in­
fluence of his strong personality 
prevented the reign of anarchy 
in a region. 

He was born May 11, 1826, a 
son of William J. (Gunsmith 
Billy) Hall, and was reared to 
manhood at Deane, Ky., on Rock­
house Creek, now Letcher coun­
ty. He married Florence Jones, 
July 14, 1850, at the mouth of 
Jones Fork, near the present 
Lackey. The marriage was sol­
emnized by a mountain minis­
ter under the spreading branch­
es of a giant sycamore. . His 
eldest son, Marion Hall, became 
the first Knott county superin­
tendent of schools. 

Building a home on Upper 
Right Beaver Creek, then Floyd, 
now Knott county, he began the 
acquisition of land o~ which he 
was possessed of over 3 000 

' acres late in life. While engaged 
primarily in farm~ng at first, 
he turned to storekeeping. His 
wagon trains were almost con­
tinually on the road bringing 
goods from London, Whitehou:?e 
and Prestonsburg. · 

During the Civil War he 
served as captain of Co. E., 13th 
Cavalry Regiment, C. -'S. A.. and 
was noted for his insistence that 
his troops refra~n from foraging. 
While in the service guerrillas 
overran his section and he 
reminisced ill later years that 
his wife bmied food in the gar­
den and sowed lettuce beds over 
it to cover the hiding plaee. 

Following the Civil War he at-

• 
tempted to bring peace between 
the feudists of the. area as he 
was a relative of both sides. He 
was serving .:ts Floyd county 

Assessor when Knott cow1ty 
was formed. He died, July 28, 
lll12, a respected leader of a 
wide section.

Payments in 1958 
Reached Record 

Frankfort, March 3 (Spl.) -
Nearly a quarter of a million 
workers filed initial claims and 
2.4 million filed continued claims 
for unemployment benefit pay­
ments in Kentucky last year, the 
State Department of Economic 
Security reports . 

In addition, said the agency, 
there were almost 10,000 initial 
claims and 131,000 continued 
claims filed by veterans a.pd ex­
federal civilian employees under 
federal unemployment programs. 

Each c1aims represents a week 
of unemployment, the depart­
ment ·explained, adding: 

Nearly 40,000 workers exhaust­
ed their benefit rights under the 
state program in 1958 and 3,400 
exhausted rights under the fed­
eral program. 

Benefits paid from the Ken­
tucky trust fund in 1958 totaled 
46.4 million dollars, exceeding 
the 1957 total by 15.4 million dol­
lars and the previous record high 
tota olf 1954 by 6.4 million dol­
lars. 

Although the 1958 record high 
total was due primarily to a 
high rate of unemployment, part 
of the increase oan be attributed 
to the fact that there is a greater 
proportion of high wage earners 
entitled to above-average bene­
fit payments during a recession. 

As a result, the average bene­
fit for a week of total unem­
ployment rose from $23.95 in 1957 
to $25.88 for the entire year of 
1958, reaching a high of $27.18 
at the end of the year.

According to law every food la:bel 
must cany this information: 

1. Name of the product. 
2. Name and address of manu­

fa-cturer, .paoker or distributor. 
3. Net content (or wt.) 
4. Information is requil·ed oon­

cerning variety, style, or pack, and 
packing medium. 

5. All information ;required by 
law must appear in the English 
language. 

6. Good labels will also carry the 
numher of servings, picture mustra­
ting use, recipes and other arvailable 
litemture when possLble. 

Good labeling is mainly respon­
sible for sawing you 1time as a ibuyer 
and they help t'he manufaoturer to 
tell you about the advan!Jages of 
his product. I

2. Manufactured plants must be 

clean. 
3. Workers must be supervised.

"While I was in town today I 
got 2 lbs. of coffee so I can have 
a good strong cup. They are at­
tempting to give us full rations 
but you know I love plenty of 
strong coffee. I paid 20 cts. for 
a hank of patent thread. I also 
bought pens and a bottle of ink 
and a lead pencil so look out for 
letters ... " 

Knoxville, March 24, 1864, 
Jones sent his wife $100 by the 
"State Agent of Ohio" and she 
was advised to receive it "at the 
Treasurer's office in Cincinnati." 

"I have been speculating a little 
and made something. I bought 
me a pair of boots for $10 and 
have $19 left to invest again ... 

"I received a notice that all 
paroled prisoners were exchang­
ed. They have placed us on duty 
again although the regiment is 
doing nothing at present but are 
here dismounted with the expec­
tation of going to Kentucky as 
soon as they see how they Inake 
out in front with Longstreet. It 
is thought he will go down into 
Middle Tennessee or in that 
neighborhood. . ." 

He had heard that when the 
regiment gets back to Kentucky 
that one-half would be allowed 
to go home for 15 days and then 
the other half would be given a 
furlough. 

Gus Smith's wife wrote him 
that small-pox was prevalent 
back home. He concluded by ad­
vising Mary: "If you should see 
anything that you think would 
be advantageous to Jones & Co., 
invest and I will be satisfied."
