FARM |
BOOST PLAN
ANNOUNCED

Program Long Studied
By Extension Council
Views Future Activity

A, “Plan for Increasing Farm
Income and Improving Family
!Living in Floyd County,” upon
‘which groups interested in the
farm program have been work-
ing for months was released last
iweek. The ‘program was chiefly
formulated by the Fleyd County
Extension Council.

The plan will be the basis of
farm work for many years in this
counfy. From it will come the
annual programs, according to
Robert M. Jones, county agent.
“The program includes a look at
the present situation and a look
into the future,” Jones writes in
the plan’s forword.

Problems studied by the Ex-
tension Council are approached
from three angles: Situation,
| problem and goal. A large amount
‘of statistical data accompanies
|the study, questions are asked
‘under “problems” and long range
goals are set up in each problem.
| Problems were studied in the
| following:

1. Forestry. It is noted that 75
| per cent of the county is in forest,
that 50 per cent of the acreage
‘was damaged by fire in 1952-53,
Jand that in 1954 there were only
67 farms of the 2,532 in the coun- ‘
ty had only an average income of |
$6.10 per farm. A long range goal
of setting 400 acres of trees an-
nually was projected.

2. Soil and water conserva-
tion. “Soil erosion has been ex-
cessive on hill land that has been
'cultivated,” the plan notes.
[ “Soils have been depleted of plant
food due to continuous cultiva-
tion, little fertilization and par-
ent material naturally is low in
essential elements.”

Goals are increase of pastures
and meadows, tree planting,
cover crops, reduced river bank
cultivation, soil tests, increased
e of fertilizersand lime, ¢nd
other soil conserving practices.

3. Cash crops. The plan notes
that 68 per cent of the farms are
,under 50 acres with less than 13
lacres of cropland. The tobacco
base is only 11 acres and straw-
berry growing that started well
in 1954 with 75 acres is consid-
ered profitable. Goals advocated
are increased strawberry culture,

Fewer men producing more
coal per man and the best fatal
accident record in 45 years—this
was the picture of Kentucky |
coal mining that was painted in
a report made this week by |
chief of the
Kentucky Department of Mines
and Minerals,

The state’s mines last year em-
ployed 27,000 fewer men than 10
years ago. Although output per}
man was increased, the total|
production was down 14,600,000 |
tons. There were 49 mine fatali- |
ties during the year. |

In 1948 mines had 75,750 em-|
ployees

turning out 82,579,453
tons of coal.

Last year 38,755 miners pro-
duced 67,846,070 tons. :

Phalan attributed the decrease |
in employment to mechanization |
and vastly improved mining op- |
erations in recent years.

So far in 1959, the amount of
coal mined in Kentucky is only |
5.2 per cent® less than a year ago |

despite the 60-day strike in East- |

ern Kentucky.

Phalan also reported these oth- |
| er figures:

Railroad mines employed 18,574

{and truck mines 20,181 in 1958.
| Of 2,924 mines being worked, 215 |

were rtailroad mines and 2,709
were truck operations.

The number of mines pro-
ducing in 1948 was 4,312. In 1953

all mines WwWere required to be
licensed.

“Before 1953, when the licens-
ing law went into effect, we were
unable to get an accurate count
of the number of mines and be-
lieve that our figures before that
year (1953) eould be too high,”
Phalan said.

Sprays are
usually less expensive to use and
give better control.

Spray applications should be
started early, before inseet num-
bers build up. To control in-
sects, spray every 10 days
normal weather. During wet sea-
sons, spray oftener.

Prison records made available to The Courier-Journal
are the source of information concerning the Frankfort
food deliveries.

The records include Mrs. Waterfield’s handwritten
orders, requisition forms from the prison, and statistical
reports of the prison steward, J. G. Pratt, and business
manager, A. B. White.

They cover the period from March, 1958, through De-
cember, 1958,
For the 10-month period, the Waterfield deliveries

averaged 104 pounds of beef steaks and roasts per month,
69 pounds of pork chops and roasts per month, 47 pounds
of fryers and hens per month, 35 dozen eggs per month,
and 21 pounds of vacuum-packed coffee per month.

Staple groceries, vegetables, fruits, juices, sugar and
seasoning were ordered in lots of corresponding size.

Supplies delivered in December were sufficient to
provide each (the maid, the cook and the butler) with
3 1/3 pounds of baking powder, 5 pounds of jowl bacon,
5 pounds of bologna_ 8 punds of coffee, 32 cans of orange
juice, 2 gallons of peas, 8 boxes of salt, 27 pounds of
fresh apples, 37 pounds of beef, 57 pounds of chicken,
13 dozen eggs and a large variety of otheér foods in lots
of corresponding size.

The prison’s disbursement statistics for December listed
110 pounds of beef delivered to the Waterfield residence
at a total valuation of $45.10, or just over 40 cents a
pound.

An independent grocer in Frankfort lists ecurrent
retail prices of round steak 99 cents a pound;
steak, $1.19 a pound, and round or sirloin roasts, 89 cents
a pound.

Prison prices compared with retail prices on other
items delivered in March, with the prison listing first,
included 88 pounds of hens, $11.14 and $34.32; 82 pounds
of fryers, $20.50 and $31.98; 200 pounds of Irish pota-
toes, $8.00 and $10.00; 50 pounds of sweet potatoes, $3.00
and $7.50; 80 pounds of apples, $4.40 and $10.00.

The food delivered for each prisoner thus would be-
come much more expensive, if bought at retail, than the
monthly prison-rate #verage of $81.38 each for the
Waterfield servants and $56.76 for the Chandler ser-
vants. '

Prisoners confined at LaGrange are fed for about 50
cents a day, or $15 a month, when prison-rate prices are
applied.

The December report said the Waterfield servants re-
ceived £104.42 worth of foed from the purchased stocks
and $£139.74 worth from the farm s‘gocks.

The Governor’s Mansion received the same month
$166.66 worth of purchased items and $514.52 worth of
farm items.

Governor Chandler said he knew nothing about his

Log Cabin Home of Solomon Everidge at Hindman

Solomon Everidge, yearning
for education for his children
and people, walked barefoot
the 22 miles from Hindman to
Hazard in 1899 to plead with
Miss May .Stone and Miss Kath-
erine Pettit to found a school at
the “Forks of Troublesome.”

These teachers, who had come
into the Kentucky mountains to
start a school at the Perry coun-
ty seat, listened to Uncle Sol,
as he was called, and came the
next year. The Hindman Settle-
ment School was founded in
1902 under the auspices of the
Women's Christian Temperance
Union.

Solomon Everidge, also called
at times, The Granddaddy of
Troublesome, 1lived near the
schocl ‘and today his cabin is
preserved in his memory.

Three years after Everidge trudged a-foot to Hazard to make an appeal for
his people, the First National Bank was organized, in Prestonsburg. Since its found-
ing it has identified itself with the needs of our area and today offers complete
and friendly service.
