POLIO RISE
IS PREDICTED

By Chairman Howard;
Need For Vaccination
In Floyd County Noted

“Bundreds of persons in Floyd
county are inviting disaster,” warned
Ray Howard, chairman of the
Floyd Ccunty Chapter. of the
National Foundation, “if they con-
tinue to neglect vaccination against
polio.”

He referred to the' situation in
Des Moines, Towa, where, he said,
a polic epidemic is now raging in
full force. “Here's a city,” he added,
“where large numbers of people
never got ftheir Salk shots because
they thought- it was too much
trouble. Now look at the trouble
they're . in. The tcll of  persons
stricken in'Des Moines is mounting
rapidly, and there have already
been some deaths reported.”

The National Foundation, Mr.
Howard said, is rushing nurses and
other medical personnel and a
great deal of special equipment to
the Des Moines area to help meet
their emergncy. In- addition, The

| National FPoundation has dispatched
‘I special personnel and equipment to

other polio outbreak points in
Oklahoma Ciay, Kansas City, Dal-
las; Fcort Worth, Nashville, New
Orleans and Chapel Hill, N. C.

“When you consider,” Howard
said, “that polio has struck re-
cenfly in these widely scattered
areas, is there any reason why
Floyd county should feel safe? We
might be next, and if we are, the
responsibility will  lie with those
people in,K our ccmmunity who have
riof been inoculated.” He added
that some publie health officials
predicted that by the end of this
summer polio Will reach its highest
peak since 195§, the year the Salk
vaceine was deyeloped.

“We've been hicky up to now,”
he said, “ but, What's the point of
trusting to luek when we have a
safeguard agaimst polio as effective
as the Salk vaecine.”

Near Bus Tragedy
Averted Monday

bus disaster may have been averted
Monday afternoon by the action
of a quick-thinking truck-driver
for a Prestonshurg firm.

Seventeen band students of

Reatherford cut the truck-sharply
to his right off the highway but the
bus struck the front of the truck,
shearing away its front wheels.
Both truck and bus were reduced
to wreckage.

The- bus' cauzht fire but
the blaze was quickly extinguished.

“It can be changed #mmediately
and without nctice at any time
either by the present Governor, or
any of his successors.

“It has no force or binding effect
other than as a mere indicgtion of
the Governor's wishes directed to
those now under his jurisdiction,

“He may follow it and require his
appointees to follow if, or he may
make exceptions to it, or he may
change the policy at any time. His
successors could do the same.

“It would be misleading to indi- |
cate fo the general public and the
employees of the State that such
8 system could protect them in any
way from summary action.

“Only the General Assembly can
have the authority to place any
real restraint upon the power of
the heads of the various depart-
ments to hire and fire as they are
authorized to do. . .”

Not only the law, but the Con-
stitution, fails to give the Gover-
nor specific authority to create a
merit system, Matthews wrote. He
cited the Court of Appeals upon
this point, as follows:

“The governor has only such
powers as are vested in him by the
Constitution and the statutes en-
acted pursuant thereto. . . Basically,
his power is to execute the laws, not
to create laws.”

In the matter bringing up the
question, the office staff of Teach-
ers Retirement had not been in-
cluded in the exemptions specified
by the Governor's order of June 1,
extending merit coverage of around
1,500 Economic Security employees
to some 12,500 other employees in
the executive arm of Government,

William 8. Milburn, Lcuisville,
chairman of the board, wrote the
attorney general that the person-
nel council had notified it that re-
tirement employees would be re-
guired to take qualifying examina-
tions to hold their jobs after Sep-
tember 1. ,

Frankfort, Ky., Aug. l1—Don't
count out King Coal. Highly en-
couraging developments in research
indicate that a limited shot in the
arm may come in the near future
from the use of coal to pave the
nation's streets and highways.

Full: health could be restored to
the industry if continuing research
produces the expected results.

Development of petroleum sub-
stitutes from coal might mean that
in 25 years Kentucky’s economy
could rival that of Texas, Dv. Rob-

ert C. Ernst, dean of Speed Scien-

tific School of the University of
Louisville, told the Rotary Club in
Louisville Thursday.

The source of exciting claims for
the use of coal in paving is a re-
search center in Central Pennsyl-
vania knoewn as Quehanna. Ken-
tucky will be a proving ground for
the claims,

Quehanna scientists are - con-
vinced they have developed a coal-
based blacktop binder that is sub-
stantially superior to any other
material now in use,

They say laboratory tests
little doubt that they gef a surface
both® safer and more durable by
dissclving coal in coal tar at high
temperatures,

This process involves only ahout
10 to 20 tons of raw cocal per mile
of paving, and should not create
hopes of quick economic recovery
in such distressed areas as Eastern
Kentucky.

Greater encouragement is justi«
fied from a second process, still un-
proved, which calls for dissolving
coal in low-temperature coal tar.
This process would involve 1,000 or
more tons of newly mined cocal per
mile of paving,

High-temperature ec¢oal tar
produced by the carbonization
coal in such operations as
mills, Its use in the process, there-
fore, would, add nothing te
daily output of mines beyond the
small amount needed for refining.

On the other hand, there is no
present market for Ilow-tempera-
ture coal tar and none is produced.
If it should prcve more acceptable
in the binder formula, the market
would be created. There“hen would
be reason to expect that prosperity
would return to many mining towns
now struggling on the brink of
survival.

It can bhe repcrted at this time
that the scientists fully expect to
prove the warm-tar binder. Their
Quehanna. tests indicate it will pros
duce a highway surface equaling the
qualities of the hot mix.

Still to come are two important
hurdles. 'The coal-based binder
must be put to actual road tests.
If it stands up to the expectations
of the scientists, it then must be
sold to the highway departments
across the nations as a superior
substitute for oil-based binders.

The first
test strips will be spread before the

First report of action taken under
the 1954 Strip Mining and Reclama-
tion Aect has been presented fto
Conservation Commissioner Laban
Jackson,

The report by Paul Gannon, di-
rector of the Division of Strip Min-
ing and Reclamation, showed 9,346
acres have been reclaimed through-
out the state. Cn the reclaimed
acres, 2,816,185 trees have been
planted and 134562 pounds of
grass and legume seed sown.

A farther breakdown in the re-
port showed that in 11 counties of
Western Kentucky 7,943 acres have
been reclaimed by the planting of
2,663,694 trees and sowing 99,255
pounds of grass seed.

In 19 counties of Eastern Ken-
tucky, 1,403 acres have been re-

claimed by planting 152,591 trees!Lo draw

and sowing 35,307 pounds of grass
seed.

Jacson said the program innovat-
ed by the 1954 act is paid for en-
tirely by the operators. Before any
strip mining can be done the
operatcr planning the job has to
get a permit from Gannon, submit
a plan of reclamation, and post
bond to insure the reclaiming job
will be done.

In accepting the report, Jackson
said this is a 'living example of
taking something of no value and

ma-kg’ng a new resource for Ken-
tucky’'s future.
Under this law, he said, the

natural resources are fained cheap
and fast and still Kentuckians will
have future use of the land. Miners
are not restricted; in fact, they are
very cooperative, he said.

“The program - also has ftremen-
dous economic potential. It is a
fact that trees being planted will
bring an average of two dollars a
Jackson said.

Ky. Has Model
'Of 16th Century
' Machine Gun

When Leonardo Da Vingi design-
ed 4 16th century version of a
machine gun, little did he know
that an almost exact replica would
take part in 1ep13111,,' to the open-
ing shot of the American Civil
War,

Perhaps Union soldiers defending
Fort Sumter and the commanding
Major Anderson, Louisvilie,
didn’t know their 1,300 pound volley
gun was practically identical

machine gun. Kncwn as the “organ
gun,” Da Vinei's idea of a weapon
had 10 barrels which fired in suc-
cession, so constructed as to re-
semble the pipes of an organ.

Nearly 300 years later, in- 1861,
the Billinghurst Co., of Rochester,
N. Y. produced the Requa Battery.
This .58 caliber weapon was in-
vented by Dr. Joseph Requa, who
could have been familiar with Da
Vinei's design, cr arrived at  the
same conclusion in devising a
weapon to deliver controlled volley
70 T

Only two of thesé guns exist to-
day. One is in the West Point
Museum and the other in the Ken-
Historical Society Museum
at the Old State House in Frank-
fort, The histcrical society proudly
displays the weapon, as it played
an important part in the Civil War
in defense of Frankfort,

In a Museum Mural depicting the
battle of Cynthiana, the *“Covered
Bridge Gun,” as the Requa was also
known, is shown in defense of a
bridge.

Loading and firing was accomp-
lished this way: The weapon was
charged with cartridges in a long
strip, and the sliding breech block
was clesed by the lever handle.
Each cartridee had in the back end
a hole connected with a vent in
the breech block. The vents were
all joined together by a small hole

fo kill squirrels, but unfortunately
those hunters comprise only a tiny
minority. 'The sqguirrel crop is
largely left to natural harvest.”
