, "The IocaJ.ion of this plant in 
southeastern Kentucky, or nea.r the 
Kentucky-Tennessee line, would 
supply a market for Eastern Ken­
tucky coal of approximately four 
million tons a yeru;." · 

Referring to the Paradise plant 
now under way in 'Muhlenberg­
county, Cooper said General Vog-el 
told !him that this plant would 
eventually be expanded to four 
units, at a cost of $300 to $400 
million.

GEN. DANIEL TYLER 

A few years ago this oolumnist 
was rgiven a copy of a journal kept 
b,YI a Church of Jesus Christ of Lat­
ter Day Saint missionary sent to 
the Big Sandy vaHey by the Utalh 
dhuroh autJhorities. In the journal 
the missionaa·y, M. E. Johnson, 
stayed a few nights at the old Pike 
Hotel, at Pikeville, and he refers 
to a conversation with a General 
Tyler. 

Gen. Tyler has ibeen identified 
as Brig.-Gen. D:n11el Tyler, of the 
Union army, who founded the town 
of .A!nniston, Ala., and served as 
president of ifihe Mobile and Mont­
gomery railway from 18'73 to 1879. 
He was an artillery eXJpert in tJhe

Few Hung Juries 
lf Bill Enacted, 
Leeislator Says 

(From Lexington Leader) 

A measure that should result in 
a, reduction in the number of h'U11g 
juries in murder cases· and perhaps 
carry with it some liklihood of 
reducing the number of murder 
cases in Ken tuclty has been passed 
by the Kentucky Senate and sent 
to the House. The bill, introduced 
by Sen. Ma1tin Duffy, Louisville, 
would add life imprisonment witJh­
out parole as a penalty in mw-der 
cases. 

Under present criminal statutes 
juries !have but two choices in mur­
der cases, death or life imprison­
ment. Under rthe law now on the 
statute hooks. a life term usually 
means a maximum of ei!!ht year's. 
ctue to parole laws wlhlch permit 
release from prison 'U11der certain 
circumstances. This law gives ju­
ries but little choice even in oases 
of rpremeditated murder, and if any 
iuror is hesitant ·about inflictlne: 
the death penalty he usua.lly will 
prevent t h e necessary unan~mous 
verdict. After several such hun9: 
iuries many cases are dismissed or 
filed away. Under the Duffy Act 
murderers now m~y face life sen­
tences witJhout, hope of parole when 
the jury so recommends. 

Many a murder has been com­
mitted in Kentucky because the of­
fender believed thrut even if con­
victed he would get out of prison 
through good behavior at the end 
f)f eight years. Of course, parole 
hoards do not always agree wit'h 
the criminal's thinking, and many 
murderers remain behind bars for 
much longer periods, some actu­
qi!Jy serving out the imposed life 
sentences.
