EATING HABITS OF AMERICANS 
Eating habits in the U.S.A. today 

<tre quite different from 50 years 
ago, according to the U.S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture. Wh1l.t and how 
much people eat !have changed con.­
sidembly. 

The USDA's national food supply 
"igures, dating back to 1909, are the 
bP..Sis for comparing average per 
capita food consumption over t'he 
50-yea<r period. These figures show 
a trend -towar~ more milk and most 
milk products, more meat and poul­
try eggs fats and sugars. People 

' ' today also are eating more green 
and yellow vegetables, citrus fruit 
and tomatoes, but less of many of 
the other kinds of vegetables and 
fruits especially [pOtatoes. A steady 
drop 'in use of the grain products 
is noticable. 

Quantities and kinds of foods 
on the market have increased with 
technological advances in agricul­
ture and marketing. Higher incomes 
allow more people to buy the foods 
they want. Interest in nutrition also 
has had an influence on what peo­
ple buy. 

How do these changes affect nu­
tritional values? 

Calories a:re down. In 1909, food 
orovided almost 3,600 calories a day 
ocr person compared to about 3,200 
today; this is partly because fewe,r 
oeople are doing the hea1·y labor 
that requires extra calories. The 
oroduction of total calories from fat 
is up from 32 per cent in 1909 to 41 
Qer cent in 1956 while ~he share of 
~alories from ca~bohydrates is down 
from 56 to 47 per cent, as people 
are eating less grains and potatoes 

Two-thirds of the protein in to­
day's diet comes from meat, poul­
try, eggs milk products and fis1'

SOIL TESTING 
Farmers will be buying fertilizer 

soon, for seeding .pastures, corn, to­
bacco and gardens. Since it. is im­
possible to look at a piece of l-and 
and tell what [plant food it needs, 
I "·ould like to suggest a soil test 
be made. A soil test will determine 
the soil acidity and the amount of 
available .phosphate and potash in 
the soil. With t:his information and 
a history of how bhe land has 'been 
handled in the past, a fertilizer 
recommendation can be made. that 
11ill meet the crops need and still 
not be excessi\·e.
