FOREST FIRE
HAZARD RISES

District Blazes Fought
Against High Wind, Said ;

~ Forester Issues Warning

Since April 7 employees of fhe
Kentucky Division of Forestry have
battled and successfully controlled
162 forest fires in the Eastern dis-

trict =of Kentucky which is com-
prised of Flovd; Pike, Magoffin,
Johnson, Martin and Lawrence
counties.

Many of these fires were fought
in a 26 mile per hour wind and at a
time when' the fire danger meter
registered a burning index of 1690,

“This,” said William Music, dis-
trict ferester, “is the highest burn-
ing index registered in my 18 years’
experience with- the Division of
Forestry.” A burning index of 100
or over is considered explosive.

Of these 162 fires, 30 occurred in
Floyd county. “Until time is avail-
able to get a eomplete report from
fire-fighting personnel we are un-
able to retkon the acreage burned

the damage dong ™ Musig said
Probably the dafkest hour of this
period —ocecurred Wednesday even-
ing, April 13, On this day, about
4:00 p.m. after crews were exhaust-
ed and spread too thin on the fires,
five fires started simultaneously
along the river between Allen and
Prestonsbureg., Exhausted workers
brought these fires under control,,
but until relief is offered in the
form of a general rain- conditions
still will remain explosive.

“All citizens are wurged to bear
this in mind and exercise extreme
caution to prevent new fires from
starting,” the forester advised.

“Home owners are urged also fo
not be too hasty to back fire around
their buildings when they see a fire
above them.
