This being done under
provisions of Section 75.050 of the
1950 Legislative Supplement to the
Kentucky Revised Statutes, as pro-
vided in KRS 75.010, this opinion
given by Asst. Attorney General M.
B. Holifield, July 16, 1951.7

We further stete that no one of
the department has ever received
cne cent - either for expenses Or
services rendered in fire calls, We
furnish our own clothing, trans-
portation and pay our own medical
[ bills which result from an accident
while going to or fighting fire.
Furthermore, we have never made
a charge on any call, All City De-
partments DO MAKE charges.

The department has responded to

the exception of forest fires, for
which we arc not equipped fo fight.
We of course cannet be respon-

not called or
wrong number through excitement
and we know nothing about it. It is
true there is a pessibility there
would be a fire sometime when no
one would be available, since our
department -is strietly volunteer.

— Cas-
sius M. Clay (1810-1903) was as
colorful a public figure as ever lived
in Kentucky K a staté that has pro-
duced more than its share of color-
ful individuals, yet mo full-length
biography of him has ever been
published, Joe Jordan, of the Ken-
tucky Depariment of Public Rela-
tions, said in a talk before the Dan- |
ville Rotary Cilub. |

synonomous with public apathy.
Most of the bootlegging and crime
of all kind thot exists as a pattern
in any communify over an extend-
ed period reflects the casual un
concern of the majority of peopl-
Whether Prestonsburg can be made
wholly or ncarly free of the evil
of bootlegging is problematical. I
may be that the mass of citizens
are not concerned and it may indi-
eate that our natural leaders en-
vision the cleanitig of the Augean
undertakn by a minority of good
citizens.

All witnesses who lived in Pres-
tonsburg said that there was much
talk about taxicab owners or opera-
{ors conducting a bootlegzing busi-
ness in the city. One businessman,
while offering no evidence of law
infractions, said he always told in-
quirers® for whiskey to just walk
down the street and ask any taxi-
cab operator with one lone excep-
tien.

We asked Deputy Sheriff dJoe
Wheeler Lewis to explain the prob-
lems of curbing bootleg whiskey ir
Floyd county. To him we are in-
debted for enlightment on the
huge problemt encountered.

Lewis stated there were several
impediments to law enforcement
in regard to whiskey. One was the
necessary safeguard thrown around
a man’s property by the law on the
voligity of search warrants. There
is' no .distinetion, as it should be,
when il comes to search warrants
as the court is well aware between
the law goverming s man suspected

of bootlegging amd a man engaged | ¢

in an open lezal busitiess. A prop=
er, valid seareh warramt is required
for both. It may be that in the
law’s intent to make every man’s
house his inviolate castle. it has
made many of them almost ims
pregnable hootleg joints.

Deputy Lewis deplored the taks
ing of replevin bonds from persons
who had insufficient property to
make recovery om if the maker de-
| faulted and said that the fees of
the sheriftf’s office were not large
enough to ‘warrant an
force of officers. He explained the
difficulty of following through on
scores of cases as the continuances,
appeals and other legal moves got
so involved that he lost track of the
stabus of many cases. He advised
the Grand Jury  that defendants
were adept at coming up with ex=
cuses for econtinuances.

“Our biggest job is keeping our-
selves out of trouhle while enforc-
ing the law,” Lewis told the Grand
Jury, “If we make a mistake a doz-
en outlaws will spring up as witnes-

There are certain steps provided
for in the preparation and adop-
tion of the county budget as a whole
that were studied. We found thas
the Budget Commissioners are re-
quired to meet noft later than May
1 and that the budget proposed
must be published ten days prior
to its adoption. This, to our 1¢:ncwv-I
ledge is never done and often it is |
published after adoption and after
funds under the budget have been
disbursed by the Fiseal Court in its
first July meeting.

Publication of the budget has
been made in a summarized form,
according, we are,informed by the
County Attorney, to an opinion of
a finance officer of the state. We
think this defeats the whole pur-
pose intended by the Legislature in
making publication mandatory. A
summarized version of the budget
could hide scores of illegal approp-
riations, discoverable only by 2 close
scrutiny of the detailed figures
themselves. We suspect mo large
hidden illegal appropriation in any
recent budget but we do want to
point out that an opportunity ex-
ists for hidden appropriations by
the publication of a summarized
version. We doubt the authority a
we- doubt the good judgment of a
finance officer who gives it as his
opinion that a summarized publi-
cation would satisfy the law.

We recommend that the budget
commissioners meet early in Apri’
to start work on the next year’s ap-
propriations' and if there are any

This is a total for trial officials of

There has been considerable dis-
cussion in the state in recent years
#s to the evils of the fee system. I
seems that now we may be facing
the evils of a salaried system. We
recommend to the Fiscal Court th
abolition of the office of Trial
Commissioner in this county or the
discontinuance of salaries to the
Justices of the Peace for judicial
service, Compliance with either of
these recommendations would light-
en the burden of the taxpayers.
The Grand Jury after some de-
liberation doubts the wisdom of the
employment of an assistant county
attorney to be paid from public
funds. The present county attorney
and his assistant have been efficient
in assisting the Grand Jury investi-
gations and both men are men of
ability. However, the Grand Jury

feels that the services of an assist-,

ant county attorney is not warrant-
ed at the present time and it i
recommended that his position be
abolished in this county.

In line with our duties the Grand
Jury has inspected the courthouse
and jail. To assist us in the proper
evaluation of the condition of th
public buildings we invited an areh-
iteet and a building contractor tc
advise us while on inspection,

The Floyd ecounty courthouse i
69 years old and it has been repair-
ed remodeled and patched until it
bears little resemblance to its orig-
inal shape, formy or looks. It is a
architectural menstrosity that is in
such a state of disrepair that it af-
fronts the pride of every civic-
minded Floyd countian. We would
like to point out that the floor of
the building is sagging, that the in-

terior walls are craecking -and rain|

powrs into the courf room of the
county judge. These conditions are
evidence of senility and obsoles-
cence. They could be corrected or
covered up temporarily but no
amount. of money spent on the aged
structure can ever be justified ex-
cept on the basis of an urgent pres-
ent need,

The main part of the building is
a huge deadfall, needing only a
beam breaking or falling to trigger
a collapse of the structure. If it is
not torn down it will inevitably
fall. When it does fall it will claim
the-lvesteof many of-the oecupants
without regord to -ofiecial station.
The inevitable collapse whether it
is soon or delayed for many years
will cause a fire that will destroy
the records of a century and a half.

The Grand Jury repeats its opin-
ion that the aged and unsightly
building is & mammoth deadfall,
awaiting the awful hour when it
will kill maim and destroy.

Recognizing our responsiblities to
the general public and the com-
monwealth of Floyd county, the
Grand Jwry recommends that a
new courthouse be constructed, It
is time the fiscal court recognized
also its responsibilities to the people
by providing for a new structure.

The Grand Jury after a thotough
inspeetion finds the jail structurally
sound and well kept. Jailer Prock
Hayes is to be commended for its
cleanliness and efficient adminis-
tration.

We ask the indulgence of the
presiding judge in presenting this
lengthy report and beg to observe
that it was not hastily conceived
or written,

With the presentation of this re-
port the Grand Jury respectfully
requests its discharge.
