Three men have died since last 

Friday night of gunshot wounds 
suffered in this county, and their 
deaths bring to four the number of 
Floyd bullet victims in a period of 
less than five weeks. , 

The first to die was Allen Slone, 
56, of Sugar Loaf, near here. While 
l'.is body lay at the home of his 
son, James Slone, Angelo E. Fran­
cis 67 of Cromona, Letcher coun­
ty,' wa~ fatally shot during an al­
tercation with his wife who at the 
time was attending the wake of 
Slone, who was her uncle. 

The third victim was Roe Layne, 
64, of Lancer, who died at the 
Paintsville hospital Monday morn­
ing, victim of a bullet fired by Zean 
warrix, of the Bull creek section, 
June 17. 

Murder warrants were issued 
Monday mon1ing for Mrs. Crosby 
Hughes Francis, 39, wife of Angelo 
Francis, and for Warrix. 'the lat­
ter who wr;s at the courthouse here 
at 'the time, was jailed by Deputy 
Sheriff Lonnie Herald and he was 
held in jail till Wednesday after­
noon after the funeral of Layne, 
v1hen examining trial was sciheduled 
to be held by County Judge Henry 
Stumbo.

Some 500 delegates from churches 
in 60 Eastern Kentucky counties are 
meeting through Sunday to conduct 
conference business and hear re­
ports by boards, commissions and 
committees. 

Presiding over the sessions is 
Bishop Nolan B. Harmon, Char­
lotte, N. C., who has headed the 
conference since last October when 
Bishop William T. Watkins, o! 
Louisville, retired. 

One highlight of the conference 
wlll be a description of action taken 
by the church's highest legislative 
body which met in May.at Denver. 

In addition to mapping major 
g·oals for 1960-64 the General Con­
ference increased the Kentucky 
Conference's share in the denomin. 
ation's new $15 million budget by 
35 per cent, $108,375 annually as 
compared with $80,225 last year. 

The meeting is scheduled to dose 
about noon Sunday follo,ving the 
reading· of ministerial appointments 
for the 1960-61 church year. The 
final session will be held at the 
University of Kentucky's Memorial 
Hall.

GRAVE OF WILLIAM ROBERT LESLIE, PIONEER 

William Robert Leslie, found­
er of the Leslie Settlement on 
Johns Creek in ·1790, was prob­
ably the first permanent set­
tler in Eastern Kentucky. Com,c. 
ing to America from Scotland 
in 1755, he wa.c; wounded in the 
throat by a barber in New 
York City. 

He built a cabin. on, Johns 
Creek, at the present C<ulnare, 
and resided in it until his son, 
Robert, and his family arrived 
to aid in the settlement in 1802. 

The pioneer Leslie was never 
able to eat solid food after his 
throat injury , in New York and 
one evening in 1802, while his 
wifG was out of the house, he 
attempted to eai vension. He 
choked to death. 

There was no lumber in the 
valley when Leslie died and the 
family impro-¢ised a coffin 
from a.- huge, hollow poplar 
tree. He lies buried beside an 
old pioneer road on the Gar­
land Hurt farm at Gulnare, 
overlooking the land he pre­
empted two years before Ken­
tucky was a state.

TV A Assures ISen. Morton 
Area Coal ·Acquisitions 
For Private Development 

The Tennessee Valley Authority 
has assured U. S. Senator Thruston 
B. Morton that any coal properties 
it might acquire in five Southeast­
ern Kentucky counties will IJe de­
veloped by private mining compan­
ies. 

Senator Morton said TVA Chair­
man Herbert D. Vogel has informed 
him that the public power agency 
"is definitely not getting into the 
coal mining business" in one of 
Kentucky's major coal-producing 
areas. 

TVA announced recently that it 
had taken options on the coal min­
erals and mining rights in two own­
erships totaling approximately 70,-
000 acres in Bell, Clay, Harlan, 
Knox and Leslie counties. Inquir­
ies criticizing TVA's action as in­
dicating the agency would mine its 
own coal prompted a clarification 
from General Vogel. 

The TVA chairman wrote that 
"if acquired, the coal lands will be 
made available, on a competitive 
basis, for development by private 
mining companies." He further ex­
plained, "This will be consistent 
with the policies we follow regular­
ly. TVA's local requirements are 
purchased from private industry 
through competitive bidding pro­
cedures." 

'First it should be pointed out 
thst TV A is t.l}e nation's largest 
user of coal for production of elec­
tric power. Our coal eonsumptlon 
this year will be very near 2(} mil­
lion tons. We expect in the next ten 
years it will be something like 300 
million tons. This large nd grow-. 
ing need for coal has prompted 
TV A to examine the possibilities 
for assuring the future availability 
for some of the coal reserves it ex­
pects to call upon."

Owen said he additiona l amount 
will range from $12 monthly for 
each child after the first three in 
cases where the veteran's service­
connected disability is rated at 100 
per cent - down to $6 monthly 
where his disability is rntrd at 50 
per cent. 

Between the two extremes, pro­
portionate amounts will br payable 
according to percentage~ of dis­
ability. 

In cases where the veteran's dis­
ability was due to peacetime ser­
vice, the payment rates would be 
80 per cent of the a•m.ounts payable 
for wartime disability.

The bluegill, or bream, is caught 
fr-om all types of water and in all 
sections of the state-rivers and 
creeks, farm po··1ds, major lakes. 

As he spawns throughout the 
summer, the bluegill is a battler. 
When he is on the spawning 'bed, 
he is a voracious fellow and will 
hit hard and often. When the ang­
ler locates a bed, 'he may pull a 
sackful of bluegill from this one 
spot. 

Several methods of fishing hook 
the bluegill. The flyrodder can find 
no better sport than casting flies, 
just after sunrise or at sunset, for 
this fish. He strikes with vengeance,

but his fight is brief, after which 
he may be glided safely in. 

The cane pole fisherman uses a 
long pole and a very light line at­
tached to the very tiop. The smaller 
the hook the better and the best 
bait is the red worm, but crawfish 
tails and peeled shrimp are palat­
able to the !Julegill. A small cork 
is used and the very •smallest sink­
er. A couple of hooks may be used.

church in 1808. 
The land upon whicn Coburn 

paid taxes in 1890 may have been 
an old Morris land grant that he 
considerqd the property of his wife, 
Emmaline. Maybe, like castles in 
Spain, this will-o'-the-wisp estate 
is nothing more than an entry on 
a 70-year-old tax record.

"The descendants of Jonathan 

Speak are grateful to you for the 
heart-warming story of There is a 
Santa Claus.' I had never heard the 
story before and I shall always be 
grateful to you for printing it as a 
Christmas story. 

"Jonathan Speak was born in Lee 
county, Virginia, on Oct. 8, 1844, 
and was manied to Rachel Whitson 
in 1886 in Laurel county, Ky. Ap­
parently he settled first on Powder 
Mill Creek and continued the op­
eration of both corn mill and the 
lumber mill for some time. Later he 
moved to the Old Mize Place on 
Rockcastle River near what is now 
Highway 80. Here, too, he had a 
water mill and continued to grind 
corn. 

"Born to Jonathan and Rachel 
were eight children. The eldest 
child was a girl and there were 
seven boys. 

"In 1901 Jonathan with the en~ 

tire Speak clan--except my father, 
Jesse Speak-moved to Montana. 
They settled at Livingston, Clyde 
Park and oth~r places close by. At 
present our relatives are scattered 
all over the West. 

"My father, Jesse E. Speak, was 
born Feb. 4, 1872, in Laurel county, 
and was manied to Carrie F . Jones, 
Dec. 26, 1895. Flor many years he 
was in the lumber and sawmill 
business. Later he worked for the
