ment by Governor Bert Combs of
a Lakes Development Committee,
which will evaluate and approve
applications for lake locations and
construction.

The committee is composed of J.
O. Matlick, Commissioner of Con-
servation, chairman; Earle C, Clem-
ents, Commissioner of Highways;
Minor Clark, Commissioner of Fish
and Wildlife Resources, and Ed
Tox, Commissioner of Parks.

Kentucky’s new lake building
program is being inaugurated with
$1,000,000 appropriated by the 1960
Legislature at the request of the
Governor. Money derived from new
revenue, principally the sales tax,
makes this program possible, the
committee said.

The program contemplates a
chain of lakes, ranging in size from
five to 300 acres, stretching more
than 400 miles from Kentucky's
eastern border to the Mississippi
River. The committee’s attention
has been called to some 25 possible
sites in Eastern Kenftucky alone.
No other state has a program of
such magnitude.

The lakes will be for agricultural
recreational, municipal and indus-
trial uses.

John Peyton Hobson, Jr., 71, Pike~
ville attorney for 48 years and a
Kentucky State Bar Commissioner,
died at 10 p.m. Saturday at the
Pikeville Methodist hospital.

Hobson, a senior member of the

The committee said that each
project, except those initiated by a
state agency, must be sponsored by a
local group. Such local groups may
consist of civic clubs, fiseal courts,
city or towns, wildlife groups, soil
conservation district boards of sup-
ervisors or water districts, The
sponsor must acquire and furnish
rights of way and easements and
must represent the eommunity in
which the work is to be located.

The committee will make final
seélection of suitable sites, All par-
ticipating agencies will enfer into
an agreement with the sponsor of
these projects and this agreement
will set forth the estimate of costs
to be shared by each party and the
manner of maintaining the com-
pleted lake. :

The committee announced that
the selection of projects for con-
sideration shall be in accordance
with local possibilities and physical
features of the xregion in which the
construction is proposed.

Areas which do not have lakes
and recreational facilities will be
given a higher priority, the com-
mittee said, Also to be considered
strongly in the selection of projects
will be the benefits to industry,
municipalities, agriculture and rec-
reation.

The committee will review each
application and execufte an agree-
ment with the sponsor before work
will be started. All applications
should be made to the Commission-
er of Conservation.

The disease spread in FEastern
Kentucky primarily because of the
area’s extensive forests, which ieov-
er 5,821,000 acres. Perry, Breathitt
and Grecenup counties were hardest
hit by oak wilt last year.

Recent eradication efforts, the
division's report says, apparently
are successful.

In the Hazard test area, accord-
ing to the report, only 67 wilting
trees were located in 1959 as com-
pared with 209 in the previous year.

Only three counties in FEastern
Kentucky — Greenup, Fleming gnd
Letcher—showed an increase last
year in the number of diseased oaks,

Leach suggested that persons who
spot diseased oaks report it to their
district forester or fire spotter

The symptoms are:

1. Discoloration and loss of leaves
at the top of oak ftrees.

Evergreens slow up in growth dur-
the summer after growing rap-
idly in early spring, but they soon
be setting buds for mnext
spring’s growth. By pruning now,
the plants will set buds around the
end of the small twig where the
cut was made:; this means a thick-
er, denser, better-looking

Elliott gives these rules for prun-
ing:

Never cuf the top out of an ever-
ereen until the plant is as tall as
vou want it to grow. Leave the bot-
tom branches on the plant, too; the
best-looking evergreens are those
that have branches all the way to
the ground.

Remove one-half to two-thirds of
the new growth. Look at the dif-
ferent kinds of evergreens; you will
see that pruning in this way is
quite easy.

0Old evergreens that have not been
pruned for years cannot be pruned
as much as other plants, he warns.
Often, when evergreens are not
pruned for a long time,.they be-
come so misshapen fhat they must
he thrown away. For example, a |
plant that has grown three to six
feet above the eaves of the house
can’t be pruned that much and re-
main alive,

The spreading type of junipers
and vew that have not heen pruned
for a number of years will fill in
and become better-looking even
when cut back 15 to 18 inches, El-
liott says. Usually, the upright
kind will fill in and become dense
by a small amount of pruning on
the ends of the outside branches,

CRAWDADS POPULATION

DECREASING
According to the latest statistics, |
many crawdads have left Floyd

county in the past ten years, due
to the lack of housing facilities,

Swampy and wet land, which was
cnce their haven, has steadily de-
clined. Reliable sources claim the
Soil Conservation Service is the re-
sponsible party.

L. R. Johnson, soil conservation-
ist, said, “More than 300 land own-
ers have taken advantage of the
Soil Conservation distriet’s assist-
ance. Four hundred fields have been
tiled and drained. We are trying
to drain land, not kill crawdads.
The value to the farmer when wet
land is ‘drained far exceeds the in-
convenience to the crawdad popula-
tion.”

No house-hunting crawdad could |

be reached for comment.

Many acres of Floyd county land
can be greatly improved through
the use of drainage tile. If you have
a farm drainage problem, contact
L. R. Johnson, Secil Conservationist,
or one of the Floyd County Soil
Conservation district supervisors—
J. B. Clarke, Roy Deney, R. C. Bar-
nett, Billy Merritt and Milt Stan-
ley—or aply for assistance to the
A.S.C. office.

One of the few green spots in the
county last winter was on Edgar
Bingham’s farm, near Cliff. Mr.
Bingham constructed a waterway
during the fall and seeded it to
winter grain and Ky. 31 Fescue. A
part of this waterway could be seen
across the river from the new Aux-
ier road throughout the winter and
spring.

Prior to the construction of the
waterway, a ditch meandered
through the Bingham property. The
diteh was knee-deep, with straight-
up-and-down banks g which were
eroding badly. There is now little
possibility that erosion can take
place and the waterway can be
crossed at any point with farm ma-
chinery. i

Foréstry Ag’ency
Opens 10 Offices
In New Program

The Division of Forestry will open
10 new field offices this month as
part of its expanded program.

The new offices will be at Gray-
son, Jackson, London, Williamshurg,
Leitchficld, Russellville, Burke g-
ville, Paintsville and Pikeville,

At the same fime, Gene L. Butch-
er, director of the Division of For-
estry in the Department of Conser-
vation, announced a two-week For-
estry Management Program to be-
gin July 11, at Cumberland Falls
State Park for 16 new service for-
esters hired recently.

The expanded service foresters
program was made possible by the
state’s new revenue program, in-
cluding the sales tax. The Division
of Forestry will receive $1,519,153
for the fiscal yvear beginning July 1,
as compared with $951,153 the prev-
ious year.

The 10 new field offices will
bring to 24 the number of offices
operated by the Division., Ten of
the mnew service foresters will be
placed in the new offices with the
remaining six to be added as addi-
tional personnel at existing offices.
Butcher said the new offices and
new foresters were needed because
of a large number of requests for
assistance from Kentucky’s 243,000
timberland owners. He said the
shortage of foresters has caused a

The Forestry Management Pro-
gram will orientate the new forest-
ers in the program of the Division.
Kentucky is one of a few states to
hold a camp such as this. Other
states rely on on-the-job training.
Butcher said the service forester
aids the state’s timberland owners

by:
1. Examining the condition of the
woodland; 2. Recommending im-

provements; 3. Preparing a man-
agement plan; 4. Giving tree plant-

berland owner toward obtaining fi-
nancial assistance for forestry work.
Butcher explained that this ser-
vice is designed to aid owners of
less than 500 acres, The only cost
involved, he said, is when a cutting
must be made. Marking charge. is
40 cents a 1,000 board feet for saw-
timber and 10 cents a cord for ptilp-
wood.

After marking is completed the
forester gives the owner a report ory¥
the number of marked trees and
estimated volume, a plan for selling

the timber and a list of timber
buyers.
The service forester will also

make an inspection during ecutting
and logging operations, if requested,
to make sure the owner is getting
the benefit of good forestry praec-
tices.

Continue to "spray
once every 10 days with Malathion
and Methoxychlor,

The humid weather is ideal for
tomato blight to start. A thorough
spraying every 10 days with Zineb |
will protect omatoes from this di- |
sease that can destroy all tomatoes
in a few days.

CROP OUTLOOK

This year’s corn crop is develop-
ing very good. Without any un-for
seen trouble this should be the best
corn erop in Floyd county. We have
been more fortunate than most
counties, in that very little corn
has been damaged by flooding |
streams. :

The early hay crop was damaged|
by excessive rain fall, but most of |
the crop has been saved. The pros- |
pect for fall hay isvery good. With
the moisture that is now in the
ground, lespedeza should make good
growth by cutting time.
