“WHITE BRIDES OF
THE SPRING”

I call the early-blooming sarvis
trees ‘“the white brides of the
spring.” Begin to lookt for them
in sheerest white gowns around
the latter part of March. T've
seen gnarled old sarvis irees
leaning precariously over a cliff,
showing their white beauty when
all the rest of the hill was still
clothed in drab winter brown.

Most of the old deeds and pat-
ents of early days referred to this
tree as “sarvis,” when using it
for a corner tree of land. Most
botanists call it serviceberry tree,
and some books call it “the shad
bush,” while some still eall it

pounds. They used these dried
cakes to flavor stews and pem-
mican. Sarvis berries dre the
favorite fruits for squirrels and
birds, and boys too who like to
climb the trees along “about
knee-deep in June,” to feast on
the wild, woodsy berries, which
have the tang of the wild-flavor-
ed, leafy woods of June.

Some botanists call this tree,
“downy serviceberry,” since its
leaves are downy. Each bloom
has five long, slender petals like
white, shreds of paper. The bo-
tanical name of this tree is Amel-
anchier arborez, and it sometimes
grows 60 feet high; it loves rug-
ged mountain land and seems to
have a fondness for growing bn
top of old mountain sandstones.
The leaves are ovate, about three
inches long and finely toothed.
The bark is dark gray, the trunk
sometimes tall and tlender, and
when these tall ones bloom, they
look like a white eolumn stand-

ing amidst the winter-leafless |

trees of early spring.
I love to think of the sarvis

trees as the white brides of the!

spring, because they appear in
bridal gowns and are the first
harbingers of the beauty soon to
adorn our mountains.

Al I‘h]NSO\I FAMILY

A manuscript in  the possession
of Mrs. Ruth D. Sowards, Prestons-
burg, offers mueh information on
the origins of the Atkinson family.
The manuscript appears to be a
copy, made by Eleanor B, Clay and
.uu Sowards, of the original.

It follows: »

“Thomas Atkinson’'s father and
mother eame " from Ireland about
1753 'y 1755, settled in Western
Pennsylvania.- Thomas was nine
months o¢ld when he 'landed in
Americs and had one sister, Pat-
tie.She is the only known relative.

“Thomas married Mary . Ann
Cracraft, of Red Stone Township,
Fayette county, Pennsylvania. One
of the. first settlers in' this town-
ship was George Cracraft and fam-
ily. He ceme from Germany, had
four scons and several daughters.
Thomas and Mary Ann moved to
Flat Creek in Virginia Territory
(sic), later named Fayette county,
one of the three original counties
of Kentucky, later divided so that
| their home was in Bourbon coun-
ty, that was divided and became
Montgomery county and in 1811
Bath county was formed,

“Thomas Atkinson owned two
pieces of property, 200 acres and
18215 acres., The 1821 acres were
deeded to him on the Tth of Oc-
tober, 1818, by Wilber Smith.

“John, their son, purchased all
of this land except the widow’s
dowry of 51 acres from the heirs.
He made this purchase on Jan-
uary 22, 1820, for $600. The widow
lived in an old house on the 51
acres with a slave girl her husband
left her., She later lived in a room
in her son John’s yard.

“The Hughes Atkinson family of
Owingsville, Kentucky, has this
record. T copied from their records,
They have a tomahawk that be-

| longed to /John Atkinson. It was
understood John was captured by |

the Indians and adopted by a
squaw when he was 15 or 16 years
old. They finally gained enough
confidence to allow him to hunt
alone for days at a time and in
this way he finally made his es-
cape, reaching home safely, bring-
ing his tomahawk with him. It
has the initials ‘F. 8. in gold let-
ters on it. It must be either French
or English in origin.

“The Atkinsons lived on Flat
Creek in the Springfield neighbor-
hood on land now owned by the
Bigstaff heirs. George Hamilton
and Mr, Lyons’ grandmother, Mary
Ann Cracraft Atkinson, had a
silver hook and eye that the Atkin-
sons had which she wore on @
scarlel cape.

An addendum to the manuscrlpl

is titled, *Tombstone Inscriptions |
in  the Springfield Graveyard on
Flat Creek, Bath county, EKentuc-
ky.”

This genealogical information,
gleaned from the ancient stones,
follows:

5, 1788; died December 16, 1840.

Sarah Atkinson, wife of John, born
December 13, 1790; died April 5,
1853. Mary Ann Cracraft, wife of

May 1, 1800; died February 10,
1868. James 8. Atkinson, born
March 12, 1834; died April 30, 1864.
