DEVELOPMENT TO AID MINE RESCUE WORK 

DEMONSTRATING a new extended-time res­
cue apparatus for coal mines Is its inventor, 
Commissioner A. H. Mandt of the Kentucky 
Department of Mines and Minerals (right). 
Mandt holds the extra oxygen mask which can 
be used by an injured miner. while Henry 

Hamblin (left), principal inspector of mines 
for Kentucky, wears the rescue apparatus, 
which Is completely self-contained and oper­
ates from chemical-filled containers which 
clean and re-use the air supply of the 
rescuer.

After exlhausting his first can­

ister (about 45 minutes), the res­
cuer switches to his second unit 
and replruces the canister in the 
first. In this way a man can stay 
in the contaminated atmosphere as 
long as his supply of the light­
weight canisters lasts. This also 
gives him a reserve supply in case 
his first unit malfunctions. 

The new units weigh approxi­
mately 12 !POUnds less and contain 
42 working parts as compared to 
200 for the older models. They re­
quire no oxygen pump and should 
cost W-15 per cent less for each 
unit. It takes up to six months to 
train a rescue team now, but every 
miner could be trained to use the 
new unit in 30 days. 

Dr. J. Woodford Howard, Jr., a 
native of Prestonsburg and now 
assistant professor in government 
and law n.t Lafayette College, Eat­
on, Pa., is one of five liberal arts 
professors in the United States to 
win a fellowship in law and po­
litical science at Harvard Univer­
sity Law School ('_nd wiH be on 
leave 1 from La-fayette during the 
academic year 1961'-1962. 

The fellowship is oo-sponsored by 
the Carneme Foundation and the 
law schoof to provi<le llbernl arts 
teachers with an opportunity to 
study law as it relates to their own 
fields. 

Howard, the son of Mr. and Mrs. 
J. W. Howard, 15 First avenue, 

Prestonsburg, said the aim of the 
fellowship is "to break down tihe 
barriers .between .the libet'al arts 
and law." 

A 1948 graduate of Kentucky 
Military Institute, Howard joined 
the LafDyette faculty in 1958. He 
received an A.B. degree in 1952 
from Duke University, his Master's 
degree at Princeton's Woodrow 
Wilson School of Public and Inter­
national Affairs in 1954, and an 
M.A. def(ree in politics at Prince­
ton in 1955.

The apparatus, developed by 
Mr.ndt to cope witJh prevailing con-· 
ditions in most of Kentucky's 2,500 
coal mines, will allow a rescue 
worker to stay in contaminated 
atmosphere for an extended length 
of time with greater safety and 
freedom of movement. 

Rescue equipment now in use in 
most Kentucky mines is bulkY, ex­
pensive and virtually useless in 
many areas where coal is mined 
in seams as low as 26 inches. It 
consists of apparatus costing $385 
and weighing 39 pounds for each 
member of a six-man rescue team. 
The •bulky oxygen container is 
strapped to a man's back and holds 
a two-hour supply of oxygen. At 
the end of that time a rescuer must 
return to a fresh ai:r base and re-

The apparatus is strapped to the 
chest witih the canisters on each 
hip, allowing the wearer greater 
freedom of movement and access 
to the smallest tunnels now being 
mined. Rescue teams will carry ex­
tra face masks .along with the space 
ccnisters so that injured miners 
may be revived from a rescuer's 
second canister or be given com­
plete units to make their way to 
safety while the rescue 'team con­
tinues operations. 

Commissioner Mandt plans to 
demonstrate the unit to the Ken­
tucky Coal Association in the near 
liuture. He feels that the majority 
Of coal Companies in Kentucky 
could improve bheir safety stand­
ards with such equipment. 

Futl':'e manufacturing and mar­
keting dewJls are in the planning 
stage now, but the apparatus is 
currently in the hands of a patent 
attorney 'or investigation, Mandt 
said.

Hale whittled down the 26-vote 
lead of David B. Leslie to win in 
the final count by 48 votes. 

Leslie had an absentee-vote lead 
in Magisterial DlstricU, 56 ·to 47, 
but in District 2, Hale turned the 
tables, ,88 to 10. In District 3 each 
had 26 absentees, and in District 
No. 4, Hale edged Leslie, 11 to 9. 

Barkley J. Sturgill, w'ho had a 
lead of 145 votes over Robert S. 
Wellman for the Democratic nom­
inr..tion for County Attorney, gain­
ed in the absentee vote count, his 
final margin being 180 votes. 

The absentee-vote tabulation was 
delayed by a temporary injunction 
filed last Wednesday by Leslie, bUt 
this we.s dissolved Friday by Pike 
Circuit Judge James B. Stephen..

Yet all t;hat has. gone before may 
be overshadowed in public interest 
by tihings to come. A special grand 
jury, called prior to ·the election 
by Circuit Judge Hill, w111 convene 
Monday to probe alleged irregular­
ities in the 111bsentee voting and 
reported vote-buying. What ac­
tion the losers will take in the 
county on their own behalf re­
mains 'to be seen. 

Mayor Edward B. Leslie, of Pres. 
tonsbure, brother of David B. Les­
lie, said the F. B. I. is investigating 
the Floyd election to ascertain if 
the mails were used illegally in the 
absentee voting. He added that 
this investigation is centering on 
Buckeye, Wayland and Lackey pre­
cincts. 

Leslie alleged that several state 
workers voted twice. Some baHots 
were challenged. on the claim that 
tihe voters were non-residents, but 
the gr,eater number-100 of them­
were ch-:~llenged on the contention 
that the voters were in the county 
on election day. 

Dr. Leslie said two voters, T!·oy 
and Uarie Watkins, had not known 
absentee ballots were voted 
their names. Kenneth Roberts, 
of the ch~:>.llengers, claimed the 
sentee ballot of a Betty Jo 
W'lS handled in the same way 
that bhe .ballot of French Hu.ntE 
h!'.d been "forged" and that he 
longer is a resident of Floyd 
ty. 

In all, seven persons appeared 
challengers of the ibn.llots. 
in addition to the Leslie ilml>tl:t~J' 

and Roberts, were Romine Bentlley, 
of Wayland, B. L. Sturgill, 
tonsburg, father-in-law of David B. 
Leslie, Ja-y Salyers, of Prestons­
burg, arnd W. Elmer Bowe, of 
Wayland. Mrs. Evans, Republican 
member of the El:ection Commis­
sion, recognized each of them be. 
fore the special grand jury. She 
disagreed with the two Democratic 
members of the Commission, con­
tending that the questionable bal. 
lots should not be counted. 

Henry c. Hale pointed out that 
only accusations were ihea'l'd by the 
election commissioners, that they 
did not hear actun.l testimony as 
they had the authority to do, and 
that the situation was made to ap­
pear worse than it actually was. 
Hale contended that !he lhad run 
a clean race, "and have not, and 
will not condone illegal voting 
practices." 

Hale termed the publicity given 
the matter "one-sided." "I have 
previously denied any connection 
or knowledge of any illegal activity 
with respect to a-bsentee voters," 
lhe added. "These charges were 
originally aroused prior to election 
day to embarrass my candidacy 
for Sheriff. Not a single, solitary 
item of legal proof was presented
