FLOOD UPTURN

In Business Activity;
Increased Goods Sales
Led by Food Purchases

Special to The Times

New York, N. ¥, July 21 — Re-
cession or mo recession, 1960 turned
out to be a good business year in
Floyd county.

A great deal of money was spent
in the county for food, clothing,
automotive equipment, drugs and
general household necessities even
though consumer buying was more
restrained than usual.

Locally, this attitude of cautiom,
induced by business conditions that
affected all areas, caused fewer
cutbacks in spending plans than
it did in most eommunities.

The facts are brought out in the
annual survey ©f markets, made by
the Standerd Rate and Data Ser-
vice to determine how the con-
sumer spent his retail dollar last
year and for what. It covers all
parts of the United States.

In Floyd eounty, it shows, the
largest outlafs were for food. Sales

compared with the previous year’s
total of $5,982,000. It was equival-
ent to 29 é'ents of every dollar spent
at retail,

That was only for food bought
for homeo‘;;onsumption In addition,
there was the money spent in rest-
gurants and in other eating and
drinking  places for on-the-spot
use.

The amount purchased for home
consumption, if apportioned equally
among the Floyd county popula-
tion, would come to $692 per house-
bold.

OUT-DOOR FISH COOKERY

The earliest Americans Knew
the value of “Outdoor Fish Cook-
ery” and the succulence of the
fish cooked over it. Long before
the white man c¢ame to these
shores, Indians learned just how
good fish taste when cooked over
the open fire. Qur heritage, as ev-
idenced by this old Indian fra-
ditional form of cookery, has
stood the test of time, and lends
color to the culture of today. This
can be used in your own back-
yvard with almost any speeies of
fish. Cooking has traditionally
been woman’'s work; however,
Cookery™ gives
dad a chance to show off his culi-
nary talents and for mom to “live
it up”,

The recipe appearing in this re-
lease has been kitchen tested by
the home economists of the Bu-
reau of Commercial Fisheries.

FISH IN FOIL: 2 pounds fish
fillets, fresh or frozen; 2 green
peppers, sliced; 2 onions, sliced;
% cup butter or other fat, melted;
2 tablespoons lemon juice; 2 tea-
spoons salt; teaspoon paprika;
and a dash white pepper,

Thaw frozen fillets. Cut into
serving-size portions. Cut six
squares of heavy-duty aluminum
foil, 12 inches each. Grease light-
ly. Place each portion of fish,
skin side down, on one half of
each square of foil. Top with
green pepper and onion, dividing
evenly among portions. Combine
remaining ingredients, Pour sauce
over fish, using approximately 1

| tablespgon for each portion. Fold

other half of foil over fish and
seal edges by making double folds
in the foil. Place packages of fish
on a barbecue grill about 5 inches
from moderately hot coals. Cook
for 45 minutes or until fish flakes
easily when tested with a fork.
To serve, cut a high crisseross in
the top of each package and fold
the foil back. Serves sIX.

| Tidbits Of Kentucky Folklore

BY THE COMPANY HE KEEPS

My oldest brother, who was a‘
farmer and horse fameier, would
gometimes glonce up from the field
where we would be plowing and |
se8 somehody riding or driving a |
buggy or wagon down the Big|
Road. He would stop, look steadily |
a few moments, and then say thar,l
it was So-and-so, from some ad- |
joining neighborhood, for “I know
his horse.” We younger children |
always got a geod laugh at this,
but rarely .was my . brother mis- |
taken as an appendage to the
horse. Frequently our brother would
tell ws a dozen different thingsl
about the horse in question, enough
to fill a good-sized page of print,
not that we cared ten cents about
its owner, but our
brother just knew and enjoyed
what he knew about horses.

In 2 way his knowledge was typ-
ical of our neighborhood, for peo-

| ple as well as horses were known

by the company they kept. It was
a little world that we lived in, so
little that it was possible to give
a sort of life history of just any-
hody who lived within three or

| four miles of us. Maybe we would |

not have made a4 very high grade |

| if we had been asked about somei

new tenant or tie-hacker, but if
the persorr belonged to our area,
we had his number. There was no
trouble about classifying him as
to his politics; probably we did not
know two dozen Republicans; Fi- |
delity was “roeck-ribbed” Demo-
ceratic. It was 'a little harder to
classify a man by his church af-
filiation or lack of it. for there |
were three actual church groups |
near us, with a few .oddities like
the Coopers, who were Mormons,
and my perents, who were Cum-
berland = Presbyterians. Once we
knew a fellow's affiliations, we fell
that we knew him; we conld beat

him to the draw by starting ani
argument aboul- some abstruse |
point: in theology,; knowing exactly
what he would say.

But one's affiliations were not
the only ways by which we could |
classify any ohe. Where he lived
was onothér big test. If he lived |

between Bleood River amd the near- |

er Tennessee River' hills, he was |
one of us. Beyend Bloed River he
would go to Murray on  county |
court day and would mot hove to |
travel through Fidelity;- he was, |
therefore, a foreigner. He might
live onn Dog Creek or out in the |

Flatwoods or up toward New Prov- |
idence; but the small, muddy creek |
—called a river, formed a boundary |
that was almost like a rance of |
mountains, Down toward the big
river—now Kentucky . Lake—lived
others that were hardly in our
group, though they had to come but
to the eivilized world by wayv of
Fidelity, for that was the only way
out. Only four miles soutn of us
was the Tennessee-Kentucky state
line heyend that imaginary line
lived perfeet strongers, who went

A STORY OF SANG (GINSENG)
I look baek with nostalgia to the
days' when I roamed the B wooded
hills to dig the wild sang., It was |
a thrill of my boyhood to go far |
into the deep coves, where the |
sang was found hiding beneath the
canopied oaks and beeches.

There Were dangers to: face on
these “sanging treks.” Most any
clump of tall weeds raight conceal
a savage rattler or a wvielous cop-
perhead. Not many of us “sangers’
always carried iodine
and' bandages,

How eagerly I waited the time
for my father to say, “Crops @&re
laid by, boys.

Our necighbors came fo go with

us., Ginscng was plentiful then.
Each of us carried a bag made of

strone bed fticking, which had a
shoulder strap. We had special
tools, called “sang hoes.” Made of

forged steel, they were slender and

sharp, with a socket for the short
handle. With such a formidable
tool, we could gently lift out the

root of a four-prong, or cleave the
head of a timber rattler.

We had our vernacular for our
trade and called it sanging, not
root-digging. We mountaineers al-
ways had 2

and I've heard many say, “Sang‘s'
the purticst plant that grows in
them thar hills.”

I've seen many of the sangers do
g rather odd thing. After uproot-
ing a sang plant, and breaking off
the top, they would stoop over and
stick the top back in the hole,
from which they had dug the root,
as if in a vain hope it would grow
again,

Fromim my bovhood experience, I
would say that ginseng has been
of more value in helping the
mountain people through the hard-
ships of life than any other wild
plant known. By the time most of
them got their crops laid by, they
were in dire need of necessities. So
they hit for the woods in droves to
dig the seng.

An experienced sanger could dig
about a pound of “green sang”
each doy. The roots had to be
washed and dried. Then they were
taken to the country store and
traded for bacon, coffee, calico,
soda, sugar and -other items.
Sometirmmes the sang roots bought
a suit for Johnny, a new dress for
Mary, combs for Grandma. Gin-
seng was the “bread of life” to the
mountain people some fifty years
ago. But it ‘has faded away until
it is ne~rly all gone from the wild
woods.

We root-diggers knew sang per-
haps better than most of the bot-
anists, Our nomenclature described
it just as it appeared in its var-
ious forms. The first year's plant

ANCIENT LAWS OF BIOLOGY

The ancient laws of the Jews, &8
laid down by Moses, revealed many
interesting characteristics of ani-
mals and birds, and they helped:
man ‘to distinguish the *“clean”
from the ‘“unclean.” Moses wrote
these laws as o guide for the Chil-
dren of Israel, so they might main-
tain good health and live godly
lives. He reveals a deep knowledge
of the various groups of animals,
and when he gave a reason why
some animal or bird was not fit

for food, it was certainly a good
| Teason.
Animals and birds might be

classed into three groups:

First, those that were created for
humen food, all of which have
special features that mark them
as “clean animals.”

Second, we have a group of an-
imals and birds known as “scaven-
gers,” ecreated to clean up the
filth of the earth, to eat the dead
bodies and all things that would
pollute the air., Among suich ani-
mals and birds, we have buzzards,
crows, coyvotes, vultures; and in the
waters, we have animals like crabs,
oysters, lobsters and giant sea
snails. None of these are fit for
human food when they are feed-
ing upon the waste and filth of the
earth or seas.

Third, we have another group of
animals that devour the vermin,
the rodents, the snakes and other
creatures that would soon over-
whelm he earth if they were not
kept in check. These animals were
created to help maintain the bal-
ance of nature. Rats and mice
breed so rapidly, if the hawks,
owls and other predators didn't
devour them, man could noft long:
survive. This group of animals is
called “beasts of prey,” or “birds
of prey,” such as hawks, owls,:
foxes, wolves, lions, cats, ete. None
of the animals in this group are
clean and they were all forbidden
to be eaten.

Moses laid down this law; “You
may eat any animal that parts the
hoof and chews the cud.”

The camel was an animal that
chewed the cud but did not part
the hoof. He had a large flat foot
with pads, adapted for desert
travel. So he was not fit for hu-
man food, and for a good reason.
The camel drinks very little water,
not enough to flush out the body
poisons. So his flesh is heavy,
tainted with body poisons, not fit

for human food. Horses fall in theI

same category and were never
made to be eaten as human food.
The odor of a horse is nauseous to
a great many persons.

Animsls that chew the cud are
called ruminants, from which we
have the colmfu.l word, “rumin-
ate,” meaning to sit or lie and
muse, or meditate. Cows will he]
quietly for hours chewing their|
cuds, the food hastily swallowed.
In the quiet of a cool retreat, they
belch up their food and chew it
slowly and thoroughly, so that it
will digest properly. It requires
about Z0 hours for cows to com-
plete the entire digestive process,
during which time their food goes
through two processes. Thus cows
have plenty of time to eliminate
the waste products of the body, so
that none of it gets into the milk
or the flesh. All animals like cat-

tle, decr, moose, caribou, sheep,
reindeer and the like are “clean

animals,” made for human con-
sumption.

The flesh. of swine was forbid-
den as food. This was because a
hog is a rapid eater, digests its
food quickly, and does not cleanse
its body of all the poisons. Its
flesh is rich and heavy, laden with?
urea and other poisons, Heavy eat-
ers of pork and all products of
swine, often are victims of gout
and kidney diseases.

will eat almost anything filthy and
unclean, since they are secavengers.
Only thosc fed on grains or prop-

erly balonced diet should be eafen
as human food.

Many people feed their hogs on
uncooked garbage, which is most
unsafe, Hogs contract a larval par-
asite ealled Trichina spiralis, which
becomes imbedded in their muscu-
lar tissues, and when people eat
pork that is not thoroughly cooked,
these parasites often get in the
muscles and cause trichinosis—a
dangerous and often fatal disease.
Perhaps that is one reason the
Mosaic law forbade the Israelites
to eat the flesh of swine and called
it “unclean.”

Fish that have fins and scales
have always been regarded as food
of - the highest quality and have
been used from ancient times.
But there are many creatures in-
habiting the streams.or seas that
are unclean and unfit for human
food, although they are often eaten
as delicacies. Among such is the
crab, which is nothing more than
a huge sea spider that lives on the
filth and decaying flesh of the
