Pheasants Released 
By State In Robinson; 
Are Natives of Asia 

The D'capartment of Fish and 
Wildlife has released 250 Reeves 
pheasants in Robinson Forest, it 
was announced this week by John 
R. Redwine, Seventh District Sup­
ervisor. The Department has pre­
viously re:leased 7 5 0 on Black 
Mountain in Letcher county, he 
said. 

He noted that the Reeves pheas­
ant is a native of Asia and that 
the habitat in Eastem Kentucky is 
similar to the bird's natiw land. 
They require an elevation of four 
to six: thousand feet to survive. 

Those rzlease'd on Black Moun­
tain are· doing well and multiplying 
but to what extent Redwine didn't 
know. 

They are larger than grouse, 
have a long tail and are similar 
to the red neck pheasant. They 
were raised by the Department and 
were full-grown when released.

Following the aerial survey, dis­
trict personnel visited each of the 
areas and checked to see if it was 
oak wilt. Of the 24 spots located 
by <J:·::rial slll'vey, 11 were fonnd to 
be oak wilt. 

After checking the sites, ground 
crews went to the areas and cut 
the infecred trees and treated them 
with chemicals to prevent the 
spread of the disease. While this 
control work was b-e"ing completed 
191 other infected tre·es were lo­
cated and treated in addition to 
those in the 11 aeria.l spots. 

This was an increase over last 
yocar, in the number of spots 
treated in Floyd county. "Consider­
ing the total district, however, we 
had fewer spots than last year," 
Leach said. 

"It appears that our control 
work is effective," he added. "We 
have found no largo<! areas of in­
fection and very seldom any re­
occurence near the . tre-ared trees. 
It seems that control work was 
initiated soon enough after discov­
ery of the disease to prevent any 
widespread danger to our oak for­
ests.

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Llke th~ f·zw books that we owned 
the n, these better-than-ave'l'll..ge 
men and women were constantly 
bdng asked qu~stions that involved 
cm· .. sulting histories, arithmetlcs, 
histories of literature·, geographies. 
If a mere eighteen-year-old was 
our teacher, he was supposed to 
know a lot;· usually he did; if he 
didn't he asked older teachers and 
nearly always came up with an 
atiSwer. Only occasionally did it 
embarrass a teacher to admit that 
he did not know. In many homes 
the textbooks constituted nearly all 
the reading materia.!; some of those 
books got a workout in the long 
wintet evenings whe'Il time- seemed 
to drag. Playing school was often 
as se1ious as the real article, for 
we studied and acted big and got 
spanked just as at Fidelity but we 
also got drills on important things 
and unconsciously learned some 
things that would today stump 
some of the best graduates of mod­
ern high schools. Grades in school 
just did not exist; if' you could 
read a big book, you did so; if you 
wanted to, of course; it was not 
classifi•cd as above your grade 
lev·'>1. Sometimes, I must say, we 
tried to wade into some very deep 
water, but some of those attempts 
for a few of us meant eV'<!'rythlng. 
Imagine finding a boy of today 
with a copy of Thoreau's WALDEN 
in his pocket going into the deep 
woods to read it In the proper set­
ting!

during the recent 1 il.ash floods, 
samples of rock from the pits 
were sent to the University of 
Kentucky to be analyzed by a ge­
ologist. 

The assay by the assistant state 
geologist, Preston McCrain, re• 
veals little that would tell what 
the "Pop-Outs" are or why they 
hc;ppened. 

The "Pop-Outs" phenomena of 
the flood was first observed by 
Jimmy Jones of Lower Sandlick, 
a senior this year at MJorgan 
County High School and member 
of the Future Farmers of Amer­
ica organization. 

Young Jones watched the storm 
from his window and from a 
porch after getting home from 
West Liberty about 3:30a.m. Sun­
day morning, July 30. He had to 
retrace from the Elkfork route 
because of a washed-out bridge at 

I Lenox and go by way of Salyers­
ville and Barnetts Creek back to 
Relief and up Smith Creek, down 
Burkes Fork and up Coffey 
Creek-to get to his home on the 
head of Lower Sandlick. It was 
while he went to the tool house 
which he thought might wash 
awa.y, to bring in a prized saddle, 
that he noticed the first pop-out 
on the hillside pasture of his fath­
er's farm, the high school sen­
ior explained. 

"I saw eight or ten of them pop 
out around the hill. It all hap­
pened during about l'h hours of 
the two-hour deluge," he said. 

"Dirt and rocks just jumped 
hillside on one side of the branch 
I could see them pop out of the 
hilside on one side of the branch 
and then on the strip of woods 
they popped out too. One of them 
popped out and the dirt and rocks 
went over a bush about 15 feet 
high and landed a c r o s s the 
branch. And in the woods some­
times bushes, even little trees, 
would pop out too, as well as dirt 
and rqcks."

State Attaining Top, 
Commissioner Notes 
Saying Kentucky parks have 

been launChed toward be·coming 
number one in the n-ation, State 
Parks Commissioner Edward V. 
Fox has reported on progress in 
acquiring, improving and develop­
ing state parks since the giant 
project began last December. 

"New construction-, 1·emodeling 
and added services have been 
spread throughout the Common­
wealth and parks visitors are al­
ready seeing the difference,'' Fox

Governor. 

In Floyd county construction has 
been begun on a 36-room lodge with 
a 200 .. capacity dining room at 
Jetmy Wiley State Park. It will 
be completed in time for t'hoe 1962 
se·ason. A resort-type pool for lodge 
gu~sts is being built. Work is in 
progress on a. permanent bath­
house and a picnic area.

An interpretive paint­
ing is ready for the new lodge. 
Planned here for 1962' are 10 va­
cation cottages, a tent camping 
area with central service building, 
shelter building and restrooms, an

"In addition to actual hammer­
and-nail progress, establishing new 
parks, and a vast number of pro­
jects now in design or in advanced 
Dl-anning," Fox said, "we are also 
orogressing on the d·;;'Velopment 
ohases of the program." 

A part of the development will 
b accomplished through advertis­
ing, literature and other promotion 
to !Yz prepared for the parks by the 
Division of Tourist and Travel 
oromotion of the State Department 
of Public Information, Fox soaid. 

"Much emphasis," Fox said, "has 
been placed on renovating and 
bringing up to modern standards 
facUities that have ~n neglected 
-as far as maintenance iS con­
cerned-for too many years." 

"Our intention is to make' the 
~ystem what the taxpayer of Ken­
tucky wants it to be-a recreation 
area for Kentuckians oand a mod­
ern magnet to attract tourists from 
other states." The indication that 
this was desir€'d was "their ap­
...,roval of the bard Issue last No- I 
vember," Fox s-aid. 

In November, 1960, Kentucky 
voters approved a $10 million parks 
bond issue which cal.led for estab­
lishing, dev'C'loping and improving 
ne'W state parks and developing 
<tnd improving existing st-a.te parks. 

Fox presented a detailed analysis 
of parks progress to Governor 
Combs, who in December, 1960 an­
nounced the program he predicted 
will make Kizntucky's park system 
the best in the nation. 

Fox said that by the end of the 
fiscal yea.r (June 30, 1962'), the park 
system will. have these n.zw facil­
ities completed or under way: 

Eight lodges and two lodge addi­
tions providing 305 rooms. 

Ninety vacation cottages planned 
to be construct-ed before the 1962 
tourist se"a.Son begin-s. 

Seven boa~ docks and nine camp­
ing areas with central service 
buildings. 

seven swimming pools for J.odge 
and cottage guests and four bath­
houses f'or lake swimmir~g areas. 

Twenty-five picnic shelters, seven 
.service buildings for maintenance 
crews, six houses for employees, two 
riding stables, a group coamp addi­
tion and a museum building. 

Since voters approved the $10 
million bond issue last November, 
the Parks Departmen-t has com­
plete'd 72 different projects, now 
has 68 under construction and a 
conservative estimate of 47 in the 
pbnning stage.
