MEN ROTATED

Su‘bstitute Teachers
Are Employed; Harmony
Attained At Meeting

The Floyd County Board of Ed-
ucation by unanimous vote Sat-
urday evening ordered a “stag-
gered” work plan, effective im-
mediately, for the maintenance
force. This was done in an effort
to overcome the unanticipated
loss of $15,000 from franchise tax-
es.

The maintenance personnel,
with the exception of three top
supervisors, will work two weeks
in each month.

Superintendent Clark in a state-
ment to The Times noted that this
move would least effect the school
program as contrasted with other
proposals.

“We feel that oud maintenance
department has been doing a good
job, but this cutback is the only
one possible without hurting our
children immediately,” he said. “I
might say further that the entire
board shows a keen interest in
and an understanding of our bud-
get problems.”

IS PLANNED

For Martin Postoffice;
Structure To Implement
Modernization Drive.

Location of the proposed postal
center at Martin will be on Main
street, south of the new  First
Guaranty Bank building, it was
announced last week by Congress-
man Carl D, Perkins.

The building, ‘which will be 60
by 150 feet, will house the Martin
postoffice and facilities for distri-
bution of mail over a wide terri-
tory in this county and possibly
in Knott and Magoffin counties,
The Times learned recently from
unofficial sources.

“The mew building,” Mr. Day I
said, “will implement President
Kennedy’s program to stimulate

the economy and at the same time
carry out the Post Office Depart-
ment's objective of more efficient
postal service and improved work-
ing conditions for postal employ-
2es.”

“The President’s accelerated pro-
gram,” the Postmaster General
pointed out, “calls for the construc-
tion and modernization of postal
facilities throughout the nation,
with private industry imvesting the
capital to build new faecilities for
lease to the department during this
year, In addition,” he said, “con-
tingent wupon the availability of
funds, the Post Office Department
is going ehead with the moderniza-
tion of postal space i Federal
buildings.”

The Postmaster General said the
building will be constructed under
the Department’s commereial leas-
fng program, which utilizes the
resources and investment funds of
private enterprise for needed postal
buildings.

The Department’s capital invest-
ment, Mr. Day said, will be limited
substantially to postal egquipment.
The building will reémain under
private ownership while leased to
the federal government, and the
owner will pay local real estate
taxes.

For Science Classrooms

Frankfort, Ky., Nov. 6 -(Spl.y—G.
Marcus Jones Construction Com-
pany, Morristown, Tennessee, is
the apparent low bidder on 'con-
struction of a new science build-
ing for Mayo State Vocational
School, Paintsville, The firm sub-
mitted a bid of $399,900.

The two-story | brick-exterior
building with space for classrooms,
library, laboratories and assembly
room ‘is designed to meet ‘the in-
creasing demand in the area for
vocational education courses. Pres-
ent facilities at the school are filled
to capacity.

The air-conditioned assembly-
demonstration room, which will
seat 196, will provide Mayo and
the community with its first op-
portunity to hold convocations and
meetings of any significant size.

Space for five classrooms and a
visual aid room will be provided
o the first floor. A drafting room
and electronics, physics and chem-
istry laboratories will be o the
second floor. The classrooms and
laboratories will accommodate 298
students.

of Higher Education should be constituted and put to
work under state law.

All this is changg, and we are not for change merely
forits own sake. But that does not mean we are content
with the status quo. We join the members of the Gov-
2rnor’s Commission in expressing confidence in the abil-
ity and the dedication of each of the men heading the
state colleges and the state university. Yet we believe
that these men can with greater effect concentrate their
attention on the business of directing the internal af-
fairs of their respective institutions with the proposed
state beard reclieving them of many duties which can-
not be ¢alled educational or even administrative. As mat-
ters presently stand they are permitted to give only a
part of their time to important educational work while
giving other valuable time to legislative lobbying, jock-
eying for position as each college seeks to advance it-
self and, generally, leaping from breach to breach to
meet varying situations foreign to academic duties.

We believe a lay board of the best men and women
the state can provide, with a director of ability com-
mensurate to that of the college presidents, plus a re-
search staff to study higher edueation needs from the
state rather than the local area or campus perspective,
are very real needs. We hold that such planning and
coordination of effort on behalf of the institutions them-
selves and the young people who will be attending them
in the future will serve Kentucky and its edueational
program well.

Prospect of at least a junior college in this area now
becomzs more than a dream. At last eomes hope that
the cost of education in relation to a depressed economy
will no longer make of this seetion a veritable Country
Churchyard. And comes now the time for the parents
of the area to join in common effort to see that the
recommendation made by the Commission for the ben-
efit of their children and those to follow them wins the
approval of the Kentucky General Assembly, next Jan-
uarv,

There will be opposition, we may be certain. Already
The Lexington Herald., whose editor admitted that he
had not read the Commission’s report, has urged the
Governor to file away the whole report and forget it.
This source and others, jealously guarding benefits they
have long enjoyed and which they are uhwilling to share
with others, will wage war on the whole report, con-
demning it altogether, apparently because it simply does
not fit into their Preconceived ideas of what education
should be and who should have it.

Some may await the full report before condemning
t—the T exington editor didn’t. He caught a 'glimpse of
so~othing im the bushes, threw blunderbuss te shoulder
and fired away without taking time to see what he was
shoot:ng. He got the idea that the University of Ken-
tnckv needed that money and that Lexington needed
thecn gtndents and their money, and so he banged away
at the very suggestion that maybe it shouldn’t all be
centered down there.

The editor of this newspaper is not versed in every

| in which direction a trail is going?
| The guesticn has beem a puzzler to
hound fanciers for many genera-
ltmnn and will probably continue
| to be one as long as hounds trail
| game, suggests Henry P. Davis,
| Sporting Dogs Editor of Sports
| Afield Magazine.

| Undoubtedly the various factors
of scent tell the hound whether or

not he is going in the right di-
rection. But just what these fac-
tors are is a mystery. One of our
correspondents in Lakeland, Flor-
| ida, Mr. Willilamx W. Lord, prom-
i'lfnt constructions and design en-
| ginvex has offered the following
‘solutmns to this enigma:

There are several different smells
in & footprint, but the two most
prominent odors ‘are those of the
toenails arnd the pad. The hound’s
neose cann betermine the front end
of the ftrack: merely by the posi-
tion and .“shape” of these two
odors. This explains why a hound
can more easily straighten out the
direction of a hoofed animal than
of an animal with retractile nails,
such as the bobeat. This, too, ex-
| plains why hounds may backtrack
|in melting snow:or rain. The water
scrambles the two secents and the
shapes of the scents. The Sscent
tunnel or hot scent is easy for a
dog to follow and brings amnother
factor into play. The hound fol-
lows the scent tunnel by making
use of the same gencral prineiples
of shape and pesition of odors.

With eratifude to Mr. Lord we
pass  his suggestions along. Do
they end all arguments—or start
new ones?

And he began t0 keep two logs of
his voyage: One showing the true
distance covered, and the other to
show the Seamen, in which the

In his daily journal, Columbus
took note of everything he saw,
especially the birds. If it had not.
been for the help of the
which appeared at just the right
time,
been able t0 complete the voyage
| that was @destined to change the
| future eourse of human Thistory.

The binds helped him to keep the
men qu'ipt and in better spirits.

After they had sailed for about
two W he records seeing a
great ock of birds, and he
cheered up the sailors by telling
| them how the P ortuguese naviga-
| tors often located new lands and
islands by watching the flight of
birds. Columbus also recorded the
amazing sight of two big brown
pelicans lighting on his ship, the
Santa Maria, which he took as a
good omen. Then they sailed
again for many days without see-
mmg any more birds, nothing but
the great, awesome, seething oce-
an. The men grew mutinous and
threatened to throw Columbus
overboard. Finally he had to
agree on October 10, 1492, to turn
back if they didn’t soon find land.
Then the land birds began to ap-
pear in great numbers! Columbus
knew these birds were on migra-
| tion, flying from land somewhere
| near. This put the men in good
heart again. He tells ‘dbout “three
| little land birds that came and
perched in the rigging of the ship,
and they sang so merrily, giving
all new hope.” He says it was like
sweet music sent from heaven!
Then on October 11, the men be-
gan to see floating cane stalks,
| pieces of carved wood, land
| W eeds, tree branches with berries.
| Then that night a light on the |
horizon! They landed at a
island which he named San Salva-
dor.

Columbus wrote a fine deserip-
tion of the beauty of nature in the
islands he explored in the Baha-
mas. He says, “the lands of these
islands are so lovely I de not
know where to go first. My eyes
never grow weary of looking at
the lovely werdure so different
from that of our own land
(Spain). I believe that here there

are many herbs and trees which
will be of great value to Spain
for dyes and as medicinal herbs.
But I do not recognize them all

and this causes me much sorrow.
Flocks of parrots darken the sun,
tand there are large and

and so unlike those of our
' land, that it is a marvel to
| them. Here there are trees of over
| a thousand kinds, and all with
' their various fruits and all sweet-
| scented.” Later he wrote: “In the
| lands I visited, I found pumpkins,
yams, beans, maize and a root
from which the natives make
| bread. These natives I call ‘Ind-
| lans’ are constantly puffing on
| ‘firebrands’, inhaling into their
' nostrils from the smouldering
| leaves of a plant which they call
| ‘tabaco’. Their only domestic ani-

form of hay and pasture a

Tony’s 100 acres, mostly bottom-
land, stretches up and down the
Kentucky River, beginning a short
distance from the bridge at Irvine
where Highway 52 takes off to-
ward Richmond.

A large portionr of the farm is
in grass, which takes care of his
hay and pasture problem but when
starting into the cattle business in
earnest last spring, he realized he
needed something besides hay to
get his herd through the winter.

Calling onr county agent Clar~
ence Bayes, Dr. Charles Martin,
and Kenneth BEvans, specialists in
anmimal husbandry and agronomy
for the Eastern Kentucky Resource
Development Project at Quick-
sand, he put the problem hefore
them.,

As =@ result, a itwo-year farm
plan was worked out which in-
cluded a bunker silo. Next to pas-
ture Tony expects this silo to he
the most valuable asset to his cat-
tle: project.

Very inexpensive (90% of the
cost was labor), this silo was con-
structed by simply shoring up the
driveway of his stock barn with
scrap lumber and covering the
walls with ftar paper, using the
bare ground as a floor. Into this
space between the tar papered
walls, he dumped approximately
250 tons of silage cut from 15 acres
of corn. The silage, which now
smells like a good grade of moon-
shine, was then covered over with
a heayy layer of sawdust. With this
palatable silage supplemented by
hay, Tory is sure he can bring his
herd through the winter in good
condition.

The reason Tony is so sure of
this is that it has been proven
many ftimes over that two tons of
silage, plus five pounds of hay,
per day will comfortably take =
cow or a steer from ‘“pasture to
pasture.”

Tony said while he was con-
structing his silo, many local

With the 1961 amenaments to
the soical security law ecrowding
the changes of late last year from
the public eye, many people af-
fected by the 1960 ani&h{l’l’nents
have apparently mnot y\?j Jearned
of their eligibility for payments.

These three groups were made
newly leligible for bn‘_f.iﬁﬁbegimnn;_;
with the month, of Oectober, 1960:

1.. Those persons made eligible
for benefits under the 1960 provis-
ions which reduced the amount of
work needed to qualify for pay-
ments (now even further reduced
under this year’s ameéndments).

2. Survivors of WOI_'_i'!e’I'S who died
between: March 81, 1938, and Jan-
uary 1, 1940. (These benefits\ had
been payableonly to survivors of
workers who digd In 1940 or later).

3. Aged dependent widowers of
women  workers who died before
September, 1950, whn this type of
benefit was not payable, .

Workers, Who have been totally
disabled for a year and a half or
more, and their dependents, may
lose some back payments if they
do mot, apply for their social se-
eurity benefits before the emd of
Noyember.

Gray, Class of 1941, said, “scien-
tists might well be-able to prepare
a preventive: vaccine for leprosy
arxd screen drugs that could bhe
used in treating it.”

No way to-control the disease |
has yet been found, according to |
a report from the medical school,
although certain chemical com-
pounds known as sulfones arrvest
it temporarily. _

Dr. Gray was engaged in leprosy |
research at ‘Harvard Medical School i
from 1949-1953. He is resuming his
studies, he said, because recently
developed techmiques using radio-

active isotopes provide new ways
to attack the problem.
His current research will  be

supported by a one-year $16,442
grant from the National Institutes
of Hegith. He will be assisted by
MiSSIEif.'anor Hoag, instructor in
microbiology at Dartmouth Col-
lege.

Dr. Gray explaitved that leprosy
micro-organisms are highly spec-
ialized parasites found only inside |
skin and nerve cells. The chief
bacteriological . problem in leprosy
concerns whether or not they can
be culfivated when, 6 removed from
the ecells i which they live.

He is working with the organism
that ecauses leprosy in rats and
mice, His immediate aim is to find
ouf, where leprosy, bacilli get into
frouble in using artificial nutrients.

Major Hunting Season,
Commissioner Announces

Frankfort, Nov. 6 (Spl.)—With
November ushering in the major
hunting season, sportsmen in
great numbers will be stalking
the fields and woodlands of Ken-

| tucky during the coming weeks.

Minor E. Clark, commissioner of
the Department of Fish and Wild-
life Resources, urges all Kentucky
hunters to remember the inher-
ent danger of all firearms and to
guard against shooting mishaps.

“During the 1960-61 game sea-
sons 20 sportsmen were killed in
Kentucky and 14 more were in-
jured,” Clark aid, “and in the
great ‘majority of those accidents
carelessness was a major contrib-
uting factor.”

He quoted the 10 command-
ments of gun safety:

1. Treat every gun with the re-
spect due a loaded gun,

2. Guns carried into camp or
home, or when otherwise not in
use, must always be unloaded and
taken down or have actions open;
guns always should ‘be carried in
their cases to the shooting area.

3. Always be sure barrel and
acltion are clear of obstructions,
and that you have only ammuni-
tion of the proper size for the gun
you are earrying. Remove oil and
grease from chamber ‘before fir-
ing.
