The defaiied ruling of the Court
of Appeals declaring Lawrence Hale
the Democratic nominee for Jailer
in this county was made last Fri-
day, 10 days after Hale had been
elected to the office,

The court entered a brief order
voiding the mnomination of Dan
Goble and giving it to Hale, only
four days before the November. T
balloti

In substamce, the detailed opin-
ion, written by Appellate Judge
Squire N. Willlams, Jr., declared
the Floyd election commissioners
ignored practically all of the pro-
visions of the absentee ballot law
in' the May primary race.

In the primary voting Hale re-
ceived a majority of 82 over Goble,
excluding the absentee ballots, but
after they were counted Goble held
a winning margin of {two votes.
Special Judge Sidney B. Neal, who
presided in the lower court trial
of the contest case, held that
Goble was the winner of the elec-
tion. But the Court of Appeals, re-
versing that judgment, said, in
part:

“The various issues ‘which arose
in ecireuit court have been narrowed
on this appeal to a determination
of whether the Floyd County Board
of Election Commissioners sus-
stantially complied with the ab-
seatee voting law.

The reptiles of the world are
divided into four great groups.
While there are many similari-
ties, there are also marked dif-
ferences in these groups.

NO. 1. TURTLES. All these
have leathery or horny shells,
four legs and short tails. From
their shells frames for eyeglasses
are made. Most all turtles can
draw their heads inside their
shells, to escape attack. Turtles
lack teeth but most have hooked
bills, and some have jaws strong
enough fo burst a broomstick or
crush an arm! These are the
Snappers, ‘which grow to weigh
150 pounds, The soft-shelled tur-
tles often weigh as much as 35
pounds and are said to be delic~
ious eating.

NO. 2. LIZARDS. These are
much older in history than the
snakes. Lizards have marked dif-
ferences to distinguish them
from snakes: they have ears,
snakes do not. Snakes seem to
hear or catch vibrations by lick-
ing out their forked tongues. Liz-
ards have legs with five-clawed
toes, and they have rough scalps.
Snakes do not have legs, d
there is a sharp difference bk-
tween the scales of snakes :

NO. 3. SNAKES. The word
“snake” makes us feel sort of
creepy, since we have an instinet-
ive fear of snakes. But most of
them are harmless and highly
beneficial. Without their help,
the vermin would soon over-
whelm us and destroy all living
things!

Snakes have loose, movable
jaws, which enable them to swal-
low prey much bigger than their
heads. Snakes do not have eye-
lids and cannot close their eyes.
Lizards have eyelids and can
shut their eyes. Lizards are also
valuable as insect destroyers;
they devour grasshoppers, flies,
beetles and worms of all Kkinds.
We have 90 species of lizards in
North America.

Coal Furnishes Energy
For Most Generators

Coal furnished the energy for 66
per cent of the electreity produced
by steam-powered generating plants
in the continental United States in
1960, the National Coal Association
said this week.

Gas was the fuel for 26 per cent
of the nation's steam-¢electric
power, and oil supplied the re-
maining eight per cent, NCA re-
ported in “Steam-Electric Plant
Factors, 18960,” its annual survey of
electric utility industry. Inv 38 coal-
consuming states, coal supplied 84
per cent of the energy for steam
turbines, gas 11 per cent and oil
five per cent.

shaken in order to distribute the
ballots which were all taken out
again and eclassified according to
magzisterial districts. They were
then counted and tabulated by
by magisterial districts.

“Challengers for the ecandidates
were present at each of the meet-
ings of ‘the Board. Demand Wwas
made by wvarious challengers for
permission to inspect the enve-
lopes and fthe affidavits, but in-
spection was denied by the Board.
One' Board member announced that
each challenge would be referred
to a special grand jury and that
each chellenge would be recognized
to appear beforwe the speecial grand
jury (under what avthority that
action was taken we have not been
apprised).”

The Appellate Court opinion
noted that it is the policy of the
law to sustain elections where the
proof is doubtful and to uphold the
validity of an election if it caf rea-
sonably be done. A case was cited
inn whiech the Board of Election
Commissioners in another Kentuc-
kv county began the count of ab-
semtees in the absence of the con-
testing candidates. But, it was
pointed out, as soon as the presence
of each candidate was determined
he was admitted to the room where
the tabulation was being made,
that no one with a right to be
present ‘was excluded and that
there was 20 evidence of fraud or
deliberate wrong-doing. The court
upheld the validity of the election
in that case.

But, the high court opinion in
the Floyd contest case pointed out
“the facts in that case differ con-
siderably from the facts in this
case. There the Board substantially
complied with the law. Here there
was virtually mo compliance with
the law.”

Continuing its discussion of the

Floyd ecounty case, the opinion
said:
“The Board is specifically di-

rected to meet at 6 p.m. on elec-
tion day and count the absentee
ballots . . . This it did not do. It
is provided by KRS 126270 that
the envelopes shall be removed one
at a time from the ballot box. As
each envelope is removed it shall
be examined and, if found satis-
factory, opened, and the inner en-
velope removed and examined. If
the inner emvepelope is found to be
satisfactory, the clerk shall read
aloud the name of the absent voter
and challenge may be made at that
time. If the vote is not rejected on
challenge the clerk shall open the
inner envelope, remove the ballot
and write his name on the back. A
member of the Board shall then

write his name on the back, detach

the secondary stub and place: the
ballot in a regular ballot box. That
procedure was not followed. Rather,
all of the outer envelopes were re-
moved from the ballot box and
opened, the inner envelopes were
takenn out, classified and placed in
various stacks. Then they were all
opened, the ballots taken out and
signed. The secondary ‘stubs were
removed and the ballots were re-
placed in the ballot box. After
having been shaken up, they were
all removed again, classified by
magisterial district and counted.

The Court of Appeals, it was
noted, “is =lways reluctant to dis-
franchise voters due fo irregular-
ities on the part of officers charged
with the duty of econducting the
electionn. “But,” the opinion con-
tinved, “where the measures re-
sorted to involve the almost total
disregard of all the requisites of a
particular statute, we cannot dis-
miss such irregularities as minor
or technical in character . . . To
say the least, the absentee voting
law is difficult to administer. How=
ever, it confers a privilege and not
an absolute right, and failure of
election officialg to carry out the
provisions of the law may result
in disfranchisement of voters tak-
ing advantaze of it.

“Here there ha¥ been virtually a
total noncompliance with the pro-
cedure prescribed for counting ab-
sentee ballots, tabulating refurns
and considering challenges con-
cerning the absentee voters. We are
left with no altermative but to de-
clare that ell of the voters who
cast the absentee ballots inv the
race for Democratic nomination for
Jailer of Floyd county are disfran-
chised (Warren wvs. Rayvburn, Ky.
267 S, W. 2d 720).”

The opinion observed that “of
necessity an appeal could not be
takenn to this court until shortly
before the regular election day and,
under difficult conditions, was ably
practiced by the abtorneys for each
of the parties.”

State Directs Sheriffs

To File Liens On Cars
If Taxes Remain Unpaid

Frankfort, Nov. 21 (Spl.)—
The Kentucky Department of
Revenue, by a regulation filed
Oct. 29, 1961, has directed each
county sheriff to file liens on all
motor vehicles on which proper-
ty taxes have not been paid by
Dec. 1, 1961.

A law enacted by the 1960 Gen-
eral Assembly requires proof of
payment of personal property
taxes on motor vehicles before
the vehicles may be registered
for 1962. As part of the enforce-
ment of this law, the Department
has issued the regulation, effect-
ive Nov. 29, directing the sheriff
of each county to file notices of
‘liens with the county elerks on
| all motor vehicles which were as-
sessed in their county and on
‘which the property taxes have

The delinquency
date on these bills is Dee. 1.

Should the owner of a motor
| vehicle fail to pay the taxes prior
|to the filing of liens, he will be
.subject to payment of the taxes
| plus penalty of 6 per cent and

Eduﬁ*ators Ar'el Startled
By Secretary Ribicoff
Speech’ At Washington,

Secretary Ribicoff startled 1,000
college presidents and deans re-
cently by telling them: I don’t
thint you really care about educa-
tion, or are going to do anything
about it.”

And, he told the asnnual meeting
of the American Council on Edu-
cation, *“thére are very, very few
newspapers ™ across , the'' country
which have. a deep interest in edu-
cation, and’ support it.”

The head of the Department of
Health. Bdueation and Welfare dis-
carded most of a prepared text and
launched into a blistering attack
on those who, he said, profess an
interest in education but do not
accept their share of the burdens.

He deseribed the Administra-
tiormr’'s unsueecessful fight to get a
program of general federal aid to
education through Congress last
summer, and asked:

“Where wWere vou educators? Each
of you were lookimg for your own
particular part, and were not in-
terested in  doing something for
education as a whole. And educa-
tion was done in.”

Ribicoff was roundly applauded
at the end of his talk even thousgh
he questioned the value of the very
meeting h was addressing.

“You aren’t going fo solve the
problems of eduecation by meeting
in conferences like this,” he said.

“If you helieve education is im=-
portant, the best thinz you can do
is to make your speeches back in
your own home town.”

At another peoint Ribicoff asked:
“How maay of you have sat down
with your eengressman to explain
the importance of education? I
wor’'t embarrass you by asking for
a show of hands, But I would wager
it is less than five per cent.”

The Cabinet member' also sug-
gested that college officials should
do missionary work.
