Medical Aid Recipient

Program Changes Made;
Powell !.-;sues Directive

Frankfort, Jan, 22 (Spl.).—The
number of doctors’ visits per year
allowed to Kentucky's medical
aid recipients has been changed,
State Eeconomic Security Com-
missioner Earle V. Powell has
announced.

Previously allowed a maxi-
mum of two visits & month and
24 a year, the
pay for a maximum of 12 visits a |
year, but with no limit on the
number (up to 12) which may 1
made in a month. These wvisits
may be either at the recipient's
home or in the doctor’s office.

“A yearly rather than monthly
limit allows the recipient to see
his doctor more freguently dur-
ing a month when he needs med-
ical care most, and eliminates

e

tive to Jan. 1, provides for an ex-
tension on the number of visits
allowed in special cases. How-
