A construction and improvement

Projects under way and soon to 
start. include work on bridges, 
highways, Jenny Wiley State Park. 
low-rent public housing, water and 
sewer system extension. 

C<>Mtruction is· already under 
wily on a sector of the Prestons­
burg extension of the Eastern Ken-· 
ltucky Turnpike, the four-hne high­
\\'ay bridg·e across the Big Sandy 
here, bhe new U. S. 23 from Auxier 
toward Pnintsville and the lodge 
at Jenn~ Wiley State Park. 

Major highway construction pro­
jects which are anticipated this 
summer ore widening of U. S. 23 
from Prestonsburg to the park en­
trance and possibly on to Knot.ley 
Hollow and extension of the Pres­
tonsburg arm of t:1e highway up . . 
Middle Oreek to the •Magoffin 
county line. 

Right-of-way from thr end of 
the Middle Greek road sector al­
ready undp.r construction to the 
Floyd-Magoffin line is -being pur­
chased, and it is expected to be 
advertised for construction within 
the nexc two or tlu·ee monhts. U. 
S. 23 through Prestonsbm-g 'Will be 
revised to elimlna te the Richmond 
street con1er-curve end .also the 
curve a block farther oouth.
