It can be prepared' in numerous 
ways and for many occasions. 

Ever try enhancing chicken with 
herbs and spices? They can lend 
special treats to the taste buds. 
Below are listed some suggested 
uses for changing the flavor of the 
chicken you serve this summer­
herbs or spices may be mixed with 
the flour breading for fried chicken 
or they can go into the pot or pan 
for stewed and baked chicken. 

1. To make fried chicken, you 
have a choice of several liquids to 
use as a dip for the coating. Milk, 
buttermilk, are excellent. Or you 
can just use water, rinsing the bird 
and patting it lightly \\>ith paper 
towels before dredging in crumbs 

I or flour. 
2. Try dipping the chicken in 

orange juice and adding grated 
orange rind to the flour before fry­
ing. 

3. For the coating, you may use 
flour, packaJed fine dry bread 
crumbs, or any cereaL, crushed, that 
doesn't have sugaJ: added. 

4. Homemade bread crumbs pro~ 
vide a very good crisp coating. Use 
bread one day old'. Grete the bread 
and spread the crumbs on a shal­
low t)an overnight to dry before 
using. 

5. Oven-baked chicken coated 
with corn flake crumbs is also de­
licious. Dip the pieces in evapor<a.ted 
milk, then in seasoned crumbs. Ar­
range the coated pieces on a baking 
&heet lined with aluminum foil. 
Bake in a mcderate oven 350 de-

THE GRAVE OF LOUIS MAYO 

Louis Mayo, ol' Vh·ginia, was a beloved teacher of the Big Sandy 
valley prior to the Civil War and gave the area a cultural impetus 
that persisted as a result ol' his influence for decades. He came to 
the valley in 1837, taught for a short time at Pikeville, · went to 
Johnson county, then Floyd county, married Maria Jones. For a 
quarter of a century his influence was paramount in educational 
matters. 

He and his w1fe lie buried at Van Lear, in a cemetery be&ide U. 
S. Highway 23. He died January 31, 1865, and his wife survived 
until July 22, 1869.
