ficials.

In addition, scattered counties
owe the state $19,283 out of an
original $36,181 discovered dur-
ing the audits for the past fiscal
yvear. State taxes and license fees
are involved.

Schneider recommended to
Governor Bert T. Combs that the
Finance Department either col-
lect from the delinquent counties
or withhold the amount they owe
from tax distributions.

ficers and men were back in
Kentucky, operating behind ene-
my lines and causing immense
excitement and alarm among
Unionists, especially in Louis-
ville and Cincinnati.

The first enemy force encoun-
tered, at Tompkinsville in Mon-
roe county, was the Ninth Penn-
sylvania, which was défeated in
ten minufes and its commander
captured. The Confederates
seized a Federal train of twenty
wagons, filled with supplies.
They then marched to Glasgow,
the home town of a majority of
the members of the Second Ken-
tucky Cavalry’s Company G,
which had been recruited there.
Ladies of the friendly commun-
ity served breakfast to the troop-
ers.

At Bear Wallow, Morgan’s ex-
pert telegrapher, “Lightning’
Ellsworth, tapped the line, ob-
tained information on the move-
ment of Union troops, and added
to the enemy’s confusion by
transmitting false dispatches.

Six miles from Lebanon, Col.
Morgan led a small party that
charged under fire through a
covered bridge, drove off the de-

Appointment of the federal
funds among the states is based
on the ratio of students who eat |
school lunches to the total num- |
ber of students attending schools
and the assistance need rate for
the state. Reimbursement rates
are determined each month in
Kentucky aceording to student
participation, number of free
lunches, cost of lunch to the
child, the size of the school and

the economic index of the local |

school district. _

Whereas the gizzard shad
would have been too large for
the ‘'smaller fish after a few
weeks, the slower growing
threadfin is a source of food
throughout his life.

Then, too, the threadfin is
more susceptible to winter kill
than the gizzard and the danger
of the threadfin “taking over” a
lake is remote, whereas the giz-
zard is apt to do just that unless
he is controlled by chemical
treatments as was the case in
making Herrington Lake more
fishable.

The threadfin was stocked in
Cumberland Lake in 1957. Early
reproduction was slow, but for
the past two years the population
has grown with the excellent
spawns.

Since in the past two years
there have been excellent spawns
of the most sought after fish and
the threadfin is in excellent num-
bers, there is little wonder that
ry boys are highly opti-
