Eureka Springs " as founded 111 1879 on a. site near Basin Spnng, 
and the locale . not exactly 1deaJ for buildmg a town, found itself 
wrth streets nmmng strarght up and down the hrll and houses· 'With 
the '.ower f!oo1 on one street level w1th one address and the upper 
floor on another s treet with a different .1ddress. You could sleep 
upstmrs an Elk street and come down to breakfast on Owen stlreet, 
a ll m the seme house The fn·st lawsmt .u1 Eureka Springs' was over 
a woma n's throwmg dishwater down a. nergh1bor's chimney. 

Many otller things happened, too. Its springs became famous and 
the people, always courteous and hosprta•ble, found tourists commg 
by the h undreds A g1 cup of capl·OOlists burlt the Iuxuriollii Cresent 
hotel ngh t on the t:>p of the mountain. When 1t was full. its guests 
numbered half as many as those who lived m the town. The town 
leaders built an o\·erlook above the town for the tounsts. The pleased 
v!SltOIS called the place Lit tle Swrtzerland. 

No11·, of course, not all thmgs m Eureka Spnngs didn't just hap­
pen. They were made to happen. The whole Oz.ark area in .Arkansas 
and Mrssoun 1s geared to the tomist industry. T'he people know 
what the vrsitors wEnt and provrde it for t·hem.
