OF WOODLAND
BURNED OVER

Incendiarism Is Seen
In Some Blazes; Rain
Is Hope of Fire Crews

Approximately 115 dfires have
swept Floyd county woodlands
withinn the week, fires are still rag~
ing and 22 were classified Wednes~
day as “out of control.”

District Forester Arthur Leach
said Wednesday afternoon that ap-
proximately 6,000 acres of woodland
have been burned and three houses
destroyed since the first of the
blazes about 10 days ago. No at-
tempt to assess the damage was
undertaken.

A heavy pall of smoke hung over
the entire county this week as prac-
tically every creek and hillside was
hit by fire. Charred leaves drifted
irito Prestonsburg streets from flam-
ing hillsides across the river.

. “Every fire,” Leach said, “is the
result of one of two things—care-

lessness or cussedness.”

Some of the fires have been de-
liberately set, he added. “We know
who is responsible for a mumber of
these fires and when the present
emergency is over we'll be going
after these people.”

Noted In Breakdoivn
Of Figures Released

A $113,00408 budget for 1963 was
adopted for the city of Prestonsburg
recently by the City Counecil.

The budget will be the subject of
a town meeting to be ealled soon
by Dr. George P. Archef, mayor.
The meeling will servé the purpose
of explaining the budget, item by
item, to taxpayers,

Income to meet the $113,004 ex-
peénditures for the year is antici-
pated to come from these sources:

Motor vehicle lHeense tax, $12,000;
property tax, $51,000; franchise tax,
$4500; parking meter collections,
$11,963.06; corporate fine collec-
tions, $3,500; sanitation department
fees, 322,000; privilege license fees,
$3.,641; building permit fees, $400;
miscellaneous receipts, $4,000.

The budget envisions these dis-
bursements during the vear:

Legislative department (City
Commission, planning and zoning),
$0,250; administrative department,
$11,800; judicial department (in-
cluding salaries, health and welfare
of prisoners, office supplies and
legal expense), $3 02¢; public safety,
police department, $21,230.08; fire
depariment, $10,156; public works:
street department, $25200; sanita-

recreation,
$300; Revenue department. $7.900;
miscellaneous general, expense, $2.-
000; debt service and transfer to
sinking funds, $14,200.

The biggest single expenditure
item is $18,000 for salaries of police-
men.

Cooper Anncunces Plan

For Area Businessmen;
Road Survey Completed

Sénator John Sherman Cooper
announced Friday that the Small
Business Administration has ap-
plied to the 23 Eastern Kentucky
counties, 'which have been declared
a disaster area, & separate provi-
slon of law making working cap-
ital loans available to business men.

Originally, SBA loans were avall-
able only for physical damage and
losses resulting from the recent
flood. The new provision authorizes
3% '20-year loans io persons and
businesses in the disaster area
which may not have suffered phys-
ieal damage fo buildings and inven-
tories but which are suifering sub-
stantial economic injury because
business conditions have been ad-
versely affected.

State and federal agencies con-
tinued this week with plans to help
this and other flood-stricken coun-
ties with other programs, partjcular-
ly in the area of damaged roads
and bridges. U. 8, Corps of Engi-
neers representatives toured the
county, Monday and Tuesday, fo
inspect debris-choked streams.

County Judge Henry Stumbo said
Wednesday that the State Highway
Department has completed its sur-
vey of rond and bridge damage in
the county. RepresentatiVes of the
U. 8. Bureau of Public Roads are
nearing completion of their study
of the same projects.

Work is nearing completion on
the Mare Creek bridge which was
let to contract by the State High-
way Department after it had been
washed out by the flood, The Knot-
ley Hollow bridge, which also is to
be restored, will be located 600 feet
upstream from Its former site, it
was said this week. The new loca-
tlon will make the span less sus-
ceptible to high water, engineers

PATIENCE, SKILL IS NEEDED
TO HARVEST THE CRAPPIE

The crappie fisherman in Ken-|
tucky has many months in which
to catch his favorite. In the early
spring, when the water first be-|
gins to warm, good catches may i
be made from lakes and streams
and ponds. Then a bit later the
crappie go on & spawning jaunt,
whereby they move into the shal-
lower waters of the lakes and
tributaries to deposit their eggs.
Al this period they are more vo-
racious than at any other time
end are then harvested in great
numbers.

As a Sign of Spring

One evidence fhat spring is on
its way besides floods and buds,
is that as of March 15 over 2,000
of the state’s 50,000 boat regis-
lrations have been renewed, ac-
cording to Boating Division Di-
rector, “Bud” Calman. Also many
new boats that will make their
first appearance on the waters

soon have been issued their num- |

bers, These new boat owners and
those renewing have already re-
ceived their decals, which are
like the auto license plate, so far
as having and displaying them is
conecerned.

It is true that the present li-
censes do not expire until April
30, 1963, but anyvone can renew
his registration now and it will
license his boat until May of next
year. Also, this applies to new
boal regisrations. Incidentally,
because of a new system, started
last year and further perfected
this vear, vou should get vour
decal back within two to three
weeks after you register with the
circuit clerk, from now until the
rush season starts.

Kentucky residents can regis-
ter with the circuit clerk of the
county in which they live, or in
the county in which they prin-
cipally use the wvessel. Out-of-
state residents can register with
any circuit court clerk in Ken-
tueky. For renewals, all ene has
to do is present their registration
card (which the elerk returns to
them.) On new hoais, or when
you are registering a boat in
your name for the first time. a
bill of sale or some valid receipt
is required to show that the per-
son registering the boat is the
lawful owner. Purpose for this
ownership proof is to prevent a
person from stealing a boat and
registering it in his name,

If you have a boat you are
urged by Director Calman to reg-
ister now, particularly in  the
heavily populated areas where
the ¢lerks have to register thou-
sands of boats. It will help the
clerks, and it will assure vou of
getting vour decal before you
start your boating. This will save
yvou being stopped by a water
patrolman after April 30, 1963, to
seée if you have registered your
boat, becausé there will
extension of time beyond
date—April 30, 1963.
