Negro Breeding Creek school. 

The all-Negro school, the suit 
adds offers "inferior schooling and 
training" and is "old, dilapidated, 
poorly equipped, and abandoned by 
white students ... " 

The uit was filed against the 
county board and it members, in· 
eluding Combs and Chairman Laird 
Watts. 

Combs sald other schools are in­
teg!·ated in the county, but each had 
to be expanded first o tak ca1·e 
of the increased number of chil­
dren. 

"This is not a matter of integra­
tion, but a matter of consolidation," I 
he said.
