' lately under the new arrangement. 
1 Since rates now vary from company 
to company, they presently can be 
quoted to the customer only alter 
his application is assigned to a par­
ticular company. 

Flanery pointed out even the as· 
signed tisk pool Is not open to an 
drivers. Some wiUl. extremely bad 
driving records are disqualified, he 
said. 

Some drivers, because of their age 
or other factors, may be considered 
poor risks even though th lr past 
drtving records may be spotless. 
Thooe drivel'S are insured under the 
assigned-rtsk plan at Ul.e same rates 
as those dtivers insured by the com­
panics voluntarily, Flanery sald. 

Flanery urged all insurance agents 
to contact their companies for de­
tails of the new plan, before the ef­
fective date of January 1.
