The procedure with chronic
absentees is this: if the home
visit and determination of the
trouble shows no valid legal
reason for the youngster's ab-
sence, a final notice is issued.

“Then, if no response is
made within 24 hours,” Di.|
Bean said. “we must, by State
law, issue a warrant for arrest
of the father, as a last resont.

“The first day of absentee- |
ism costs the father a $10 fine
and each day constitutes a sep-
arate offense, under our stat-
utes. Parents can be jailed, if
they don’t pay.”
