MOST DEADLY OF
THE MUSHROOMSE

It is said there are thousands
of dollars worth ot good mush-
room eating going to waste every
day in the forest because people
can't tell the edible mushrooms
from those that are dangerous
to eat, and are afraid to take a
chance. The mycologist (one who
knows mushrooms) says that
mushrooms contain certain vita-
mins and minerals not found in
other plants and are highly
nourishing, That's why many
birds and animals eat them:
among these are squirrels,
grouse, wild turkeys, bex turtles,
deer, cows, sheep and thousands
of kinds of beetles. But nature
given most of these the
ability to tell the dangerous ones,
Now and then one will find dead
beelles poisoned from eating the
deadly mushrooms. Bufl squirreis
know which kind to eat. and if
one will follow the squirrels, he
can tell the ones that are non-
poisonous,

Fortunately, there are only a
dozen or so amaong all the many
thousands of species that are
dangerous to eal. Nearly all the
mushrooms in the notorious

| Amanita group are poisonous.

FOR TRAINABLE RETARDEES '

Mathias, W. Va.

In a recent issue of The Times
the Rev. Bob Martin appeaied
for help to construct a school for
frainable retardates. Dr. Grover
Powers, formerly of Yale Uni-
versity, said, "It has been truly
said that the measure of a civ-
ilization is the care it bestows on
its least fortunste members.”
The scriptures support this. That
tenet, fundamental to decency
and Christianity, explains why
anyvcne offers first assistance to
the aged, ecrippled., blind. or
helpless when crossing a street.
This philosophy should be in-
stinctive with all of us. This at-
titude is a built-in mechanism in
regard to most unforfunates. But
that is not the case for retarded
ghildren, who are the most re-
jected and ignored of all devi-
ates, except lepers, by all so-
pgiety. .

That explains why many states
do nothing for them education-
ally, although the law savs chil-
dren of schoo! age must attend,
and most state funds are on a
per capita basis, so each child
is entitled to his rightful share.
The majority of pupils are aver-
age in intelligence. If anthorities
refused to educate the average
students because they lacked the
potential of gifted ones, society
would rebel and demand justice
for average ones., Yet, denying
the retardate all the training he
CAN absorb (be it great or
small) just because he lacks the
capabilities normal pupils have,
is ‘identical. Society
tolerate the forme:
the latter? Medical
not treat only those whose prog-
noses are faverable. It ministers
to ALL, to each according te Ris
needs. Can educators do less for
theirs?

LIKE FATHER, LIKE SON

As a lifetime reader of Amer-
ican literature and a teacher in
that field for a half century, I
have often loved tc trace the in-
fluence of some wise person who
found something good in our
plain folk life and thus formed,
unconsciously, a new school of
thinkers and writers. Manyv of
the people who lived before our
time have been so idealized that
they could not possibly recognize
their portraits as painted by
some of our romantic writers.
Good was good and bad was bad
to many of our earlier writers,
so that any variation from what
the author conceived to be the
thinking of people would be hard
to find. I am afraid that the
Pilgrims, as an example, have
suffered far more from their
interpreters than from fhe
Church of England.

Among scholars James Russell

Lowell has come to have a place |

much higher for his scholarly
knowledge of New England local
speech than for his poems that
are pretty far removed from New
England as a whole. It was not
merely a writer making up an
ignorant dialect that Lowell used
when he wrote poems in the
manner of a back-country fellow
like Hosea Biglow. For Vvears
Lowell had siudied the quaint
substandard but very natural
language of the uneducated but
not necessarily dumb back-coun-
tryman. Harvard speech, no mat-
ter how ardently the educated
tried to preserve it and teach it.

Survey Shows Streams
Less Acid Than Feared

| A U. 8. Geological Survey
istudy of more than 300 sireams
‘in 10 Appalachian states has
shown much less acid loading
from mine drainage than was
expected the Department of the

Interior said some observers
were surprised at the study re-
sults, which showed no acid in
| streams in Virginia, North Caro-
lina, Alabama and Georgia. Acid
'was found in only three streams
lin Maryland, two in Kentucky
| and one in Tennessee. The study
indicated nearly all major
streams affected by acid mine
drainage are in Pennsylvania,
West Virginia and Ohio, but even
there most streams contain good-
quality water suitable for prac-
tically all uses. Of 72 Pennsyl-
vania streams sampled, only 22
contained some acid contami-
nants. In West Virginia, 14
streams of 56 sampled were acid,
and in Ohio seven of 37 showed
acidity.
