Grandparents of P r i s c i 11 a 
Meadtel and parents of Samuel 
Mead were Robert Mead and 
Hannah Rhodes Mead, Bedford 
county, Virginia. They left Bed­
ford county for the Mud Creek 
section of Floyd county in 1801. 
He was a prominent man in Bed­
ford county and dealt consider­
ably in real estate. He resided I 
on Goose Creek in that county 
on a tract of 850 acres. He owned 
one tract of 1,600 acres that he 
acquired from his brother, Wil-~ 
liam Head for 16,000 pounds of 
tobacco. Another Goose Creek 
farm of 636 acres he sold to his 
brother-in-law, Joseph Rhodes, 
in 1786. 

Robert Mead built his home I 
near the mouth of Little Mud 
Creek in 1801. He brought slaves 
from Virginia to build the neces­
sary plantation buildings before 
bringing his family to the new 
land. He died in 1825. 

Another inquiry on the Mead 
family is from Mrs. George 
Rydings, 4220 Wiedenmann Place, 
Kansas City, Mo. 

She writes: 
"Hannah Mead, born August 

10, 1770, died August 30, 1850, \ 
married December 24, 1793, to 
Isaac St. John, Jr., born Decem­
ber 1, 1764, died December 24, 
1834.

Congressman Carl D. Perkins' 
disaster school legislation has 
been approved and sent to the 
White House by the United States 
Senate. 

The legislation was the subject 
of hearings conducted by the 
House general subcommittee on 
education, chaired by Congress­
man Perkins, in May of this year. 
The measure passed the House of 
Repre.sentatives on August 30 and 
the final touches were put to the 
legislation in the House and Sen­
ate iast week. 

The bill would provide federal 
grants to public school districts 
fo1· the construction of school

facilities damag£'d or destroyed 
in a major disaster such as flood, 
hurricane, or fire. In addition, 
the bill would provide school op­
erating funds for up to five years 
following the disaster to enable 
the community to adjust to nor­
mal• school support and opera­
tion. The measure also amends 
Title II of the Elementary and 
Secondat·y Education Act of 1965, 
of which Mr. Perkins is the 
author, to provide grants to 
state educational agencies operat­
ing or supporting programs in 
institutions for handicapped chil­
dren including the mentally re­
tarded, deaf, speech-impaired, 
blind, crippled, seriously and 
emotionally disturbed, or other 
health impaired children who, be­
cause of such handicap, require 
such education. The grant for 
each such child would amount to 
approximately $150 in Kentucky, . 
Grants to state institutions for ~· 
this purpose would be used to 
meet the special educational 
needs of such children.
