The Times has earlier gone on record as favor-
ing enactment al the current session of the Gen-
eral Assembly of legislation eliminating the death
penalty in Kentucky, This endorsement was based
on the premise that eriminals thus spared the ex-
treme penalty would be imprisoned for life, with-
out parole or pardon, thus assuring society of pro-

n from them which would be as complete as
if they had been executed.

We hope this will be written into the bill yet,
but it has been indicated that no such provision
will be included.

8o we hastily add that, if the bill which would
discard the electric chair as an instrument of jus-
tice and a deterrent to crime will permit a mur-
derer to go free in a period of a few years, it does
not, in our opinion, merit support.

It cannot be argued that rehabilitation of the
eriminal is the aim, in such a ecase: for, if the crim-
inal had paid with his life, as provided under the
present law, rehabilitation would have been im-
possible. So, if he is to ¢ontinue to live by the mer-
eies of the law, that same law should not consider

~him as an individual who ecan be rehabilitated.

Let the eriminal live, but let the law which was
altered to give him that chance of life stand as a
bar forever to his tieedum

ABOUT SENATE BILL NO. 3

relating to strip mining in Kentucky

Legislation has been introduced which would have a disastrous effect upon the strip mining industry in the
Commonwealth of Kentucky. The passage of this legislation would place Kentucky’s coal industry at a

competitive disadvantage with other states.

Senate Bill No. 3 is based upon a law recently passed in Pennsylvania. The attempt to use mining conditions
and reclamation in Pennsylvania as a basis for a reclamation law in Kentueky is not a practical approach.
Conditions in Pennsylvania and Kentucky are not similar at all. In Pennsylvania in 1964, 510 mines produced
23,505,500 tons. In Kentueky, just 48 mines produced 25,175,200 tons, indicating the difference in size and
scope of operation in the two states. The Pennsylvania mines are working much smaller areas with less mate-
rial eovering the coal and most of it soft, requiring a minimum of explosive costs. Kentucky mines operate on
a much larger seale, with wider and deeper pits. The material @overing the coal in most cases is much harder,
- ad b n involving the use of costly high explosives to prepare this material to be removed.. These differences are so
important that mining in Pennsylvania and in Kentucky cannot be viewed in the same light.

Compliance with Senate Bill No. 8 will be costly to a point that is positively prohibitive. Engineering studies
show that the ecost of reclamation work under Senate Bill No. 3 will be in the range of 60¢ to 90¢ per ton, depending
on varying mining eonditions in different locations. This is a cost of several thousand dollars per acre on surface
land worth nearer $50 per acre before mining and after reclamation.

Kentucky’s strip mining industry positively cannot pay these costs and remain eompetitive, The drastic impact
of a reclamation cost of 60¢ to 90¢ per ton is made clearby ficures released by the U.S. Bureau of Mines. These
fisures show that the average sales priee of Kentucky st#ip coal in 1964 was $3.11 per ton, f.0.b. mine, compared
to the average sales price in Pennsylvania of $3.62 per ton, f.0.b. mine. A major reason for this higher realization
in Pennsylvania is because approximately 75 percent of the state’s production is consumed within the state.
Conversely, only 20 perc¢ent of the coal produeed in Kentucky is consumed in Kentueky. This means that 80
pereent is sold to out-of-state markets in eompetition with other coal producing states. Hence, transportation
charges to other markets must be absorbed by Kentucky eoal to remain eom petitive.

Kentueky eoal eannot eompete under the threatened excessive cost—cannot compete for the business of heavy
industry, and of coal’s largest user: the electiie utility industry. Already atomic energy istaking utility business,
and offers the serious threat of further major inroads into coal’s utility markets. Even a small cost increase can
turn the tide against eoal produced in Kentucky; Senate Bill No. 3, as introduced, will definitely do so.

Frankfort, Ky.-—-Kenfucky can
look forward to spending approx-
imately  $100 million in federal
funds on development projects
during the coming year, John
D. Whisman,

fice, predicted recently.

(This prediction apparently
did not consider the possibility
of cutbacks which are a possible
result of the country’s involve-
ment in Viet Nam.)

Whisman, who is also Kentuc-
ky's representative on the Appa-
lachian Regional Commission,
estimated that much money will
be made available to the state
through the package of *‘Great
Soeciety'’ legislation passed by
the 89th Congress.

He cited Governor Edward T.
Breathiit's announced programs
for the next biennium as a key
factor for Kenfucky's high share
of the potential federal funds.

The state programs, Whisman
said, are “aggressive and imag-
inative and make the maximum
use of federal money.”

He noted that the state pro-
grams included land and ‘water
development, highway develop-

land community development.

Whisman said the bulk of the
money will eome from ‘‘the de-
velopment triumvirate'’” of the
Appalachian Regional Develop-
ment, Economic Opporfunity and|
Economic Development acts. |

He said among other sources|
of money are the Housing and |
Urban Development, Land and
Water Resources and Rural
Water and Waste Disposal acts.
All combine to form what he re-
ferred to as an overall Appa-
lachian program.

On a population-per-area
basis, Whisman said, a ‘“heavy
share of the money will go to
Eastern Kentucky.”

Whisman said a large portion

of the money Wwill be spent on
following projects:
1. Highway construction —
Whisman mnoted that Kentucky
| has more miles of hichways ‘‘un-
| der construetion in the Appa-
lachian pregram than any other
state.”” Currently under con-
struction, he said, are roads in
the Big Sandy, Cumberland and
Kentucky river valleys.

2. Vocational education —
|Whisman said current plans call
for the econstruction of new and
| expansion of existing voecational
ischoois- in the 49-county Appa-
| lachian area. A total of 38
| schools are involved in the pro-
gram, These include five area
schools, offering advanced
| courses, that will be expanded.
| Whisman said the program is de-
