MAHAN MAY 
NOT RESUME 
AUXIER WORK 
Injunction Effective 
Till June 23; Report 
Says Plant Dynamited 
Federal Judge Bernard T. MoY· 

nahan, Jr. last Thursday at Jack· 
son enjoined the United Mine 
Workers of America, its members 
and others acting in concert or 
participation with them from 
picketing the Terry Elkhorn Coal 
Company or the Mahan Coal 
Compan tippl~ at Auxi~. 

Tf:lTY khorn's nlin1ng opera· 
tions continued without interfer· 
ence from pickets this week, but 
it is possible that the Mahan pro­
cessing plant and tipple at AUX· 
fer will not be operated again. 

Marshall C. Mahan, owner of 
the plant, said that dynamite 
blasts following the ramp fire at 
Auxier, the night of May 17, have 
damaged motors, crushers and 
the coal feeder until the cost of 
repair would be around $8,000. 

"And, if it is repaired, it could 
be blown up again," he added. 

Mr. Mahan said that if he 
abandons the plant it will mean 
the loss of an investment of $15-
20,000. He said he had no insur· 
ance. 

The product of TerrY Elkhorn':r 
operation is being processed and 
loaded over a tipple at Hager 
Hill. 

The injunction against the 
UMWA was issued on the peti· 
tion of the National Labor Rela· 
tions Board and is effective till 
June 23 at 5 p.m., unless it 1s 
extended by order of the U.S. 
district court. 

Specifically, the court action 
restrained the UMW and others 
acting in concert with them from: 

(a) Continuing the current 
picketing of Terry Elkhorn Min· 
ing Company, Inc., and/or M. C. 
Mahan, doing business as Mahan 
Coal Company; or 

(b) Otherwise picketing or 
causing Terry Elkhorn Mining 
Company, Inc. and/or M. C. Ma· 
han, doing business as Mahan 
Coal Company to be picketed 
where an object thereof is to 
force or require either company 
to recognize or bargain with re 
<:pondents, United Mine Workers 
of America and District 30, 
United Mine Workers of Amer· 
ica, or either one of them, or 
any other labor organization, as 
the representative of its emploY· 
ees, or to force or require the 
employees of either company to 
accept or select respondents, 
United Mine Workers of Amertca 
and District 30, United Mine 
Workers of Amelica, or either 
one of them. or any other labor 
organization, as their collective 
bargaining representative, unless 
and until respondents, United 
Mine Workers of America and 
District 30, United Mine Workers 
of America, or either one of 
them, or such other labor organ· 
izations, are certified as the rep­
resentative of such employees 
pursuant to the provisions of Sec­
tion 9 of the Act.

During the week Prestonsburg businessmen will 

be seeking local financial support for Alice Lloyd 
College. The Times believes this campaign deserves 
the generous participation of Floyd countians. 

For 50 yean; "Caney," as the junior college and 
community center have been known, has contrib­
uted leadership to the entire Appalachian region.

Although more than 80 ~~ of the college's fi­
nancial support comes from individuals, thoBe in­
vestments have come mo~t often from Massachu­
setts, Ohio, New York, Florida, California-every­
where but from the very region to which the col­
lege means so much. lf people in far-away state·, 
who only read about Alice Lloyd, have ::mcb fait 
in it.c; p1·og ·am, trely "e, who know fir t-hand of 
it~ successes, who wo•·k with its alumni everyday, 
who benefit directly from its program of leadet·­
ship education, have no excuse to give it other than 
a generous show of confidence. 

For half a century now Alice Lloyd, as commun­
ity center and college, has given greatly.

Of the 157 superintendents who 
completPd thE' KEA questionnaire, 
81 .>aid they belipve that under 
Kentucky's tenure la\\ it is "dif­
ficult" to dismiss an incompetent 
t.eacher. 

On this pomt a Central Kentuc­
ky superintendent commented, 
'The difficulty rests m convinc­

,ng the school board and a jury 
of 12 peer;.. Too frequently we 
haven't prepared an adequate 
ca,e history." 

And an Eastt>m Kentuck~· sup­
erintendent wrote , ·•we have felt 
the need to remove teachers, but 
ha H ;;tee red around it because 
\\ · iClt it almost impossible to 
hand:P without a messy situa· 
t1on.'

Twel\ e others, however, said it 
is •·not difficult'" and four said 
1t s "easy." 

"I don't believe- any teacher 
coald stand the pressure of 
tPaching under me if I didn't feel 
.-hP \\'as doing her job," wrote an 
Eastern Kentucky superintendent. 

Most superintendents apparent­
ly try to persuade incompetent or 
undesirable tenure teachers to 
resign to avoid dismissal or legal 
wrangling. Along those lines a 
Central Kentucky superintendent 
:;aid: 

' The questiOn of a tenure 
t .acher ha.:; nevm• come directly 
be-fore mE ThE're have been a 
fev. ca. es where tenure teachers 
wen• ur'!E d to resign or it was in­
directly suggested that they re­

I was most careful to see that 
tlw individual did not reach ten­
ure. However, the resignation of 
these teachers was usually ac­
complished through a conference 
eithrr with the principal or the 
superintendcn•. Even in a fell' 
c~es when I wrote the teacher 
slaLm that :1c v.ould not be re­
employed. th teacher subse­
q(teutly wrote a letter of resigna­
tion."
