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THE TAX SITUATION

. The inequities which The Times feared have re-
 sulted from the hurried and ill-prepared attempt

at full “fair value” assessment of Kentucky prop-
~ érty for purposes of taxation. As a consequence,
' dissatisfaction is pretty general.

Somebody will be the “fall guy’” as indignant or
fearful taxpayers look for a man or a group of men
upon whom they can vent their wrath. But, as one
property-owner said, whom shall we b]a.me‘?

The Court of Appeals had no alternative when
the Louisville suit asking full assessment reached
it; for the state ‘Constitution clearly demanded it.
The dxsgraceful aspect of that part of the taxation
story is that the law had so long been ignored, com-
promising for the mere sake of convenience.

The Appellate Court deeision was just, since it
put an end to a statewide annual pastime, which
was a general lying conwﬁt about property values.
It demanded honesty, even though it has not yet
achieved it. Without full assessment, just and im--
partial taxation is an impossibility. '

But the court erred when it forced a “crash pro-
gram’’ on the tax commissioners of the several coun-
ties by setting a deadline for the new assessment
to be made and threatening these officials with
prosecution on charges of misfeasance if they failed
to comply with the court mandate.

For the new assessment program is still depen-
dent not upon the value the ordinary citizen sets
on his propertv but upon how much that ecitizen
values his word and respects the sanectity of his
oath. No board of supervisors, however able or
dedicated it may be to the service of the people,
can ferret out every injustice and make the adjust-
ments which cry out to be made. Nor can any tax
commissioner, elected by popular vote, be expected
to adopt the “,mquce is blind" ideal and place fair
values on the hundreds of parcels of property in a
“eounty. And, if we view the matter realistically, we
must also conclude that no offieial depending upon
votes for the next election can be expected to insti-
tute proceedings which will bring a taxpayer into
court on a charge of perjury.

The high court, we think, should have shunned
the urgeney with which this job has been tackled,
especially so in view of the fact that it was a cen-
tury overdue already and a few months more
would not be fatal. Instead of a crash program
dumped into the laps of county tax commissioners,
- a period of grace should have been permitted—two

" years, say—andrthattime should have been used by
the state itself in employing and sending out pro-
fessional appraisers to each county to do the job.
It would be a costly undertaking but the financial
returns would justify the expense, and the results
would surely be more satisfying to the individual
taxpayer.

As matters now stand, many of the old inequi-

ties remain — and, worse, many are compounded
to the point that a host of taxpayers are thoroughly
disgusted.
- The governor of Kentucky should look about to
determine if he can find the legal authority, even
now, of providing for a professional assessment.
True assessment may never be done at the local
level.

THE ANOMALY
OF PARTY LOYALTY

Party loyalty as basic political “ethics” is pretty
generally accepted by politicians, but sometimes the
principle grows just a bit sticky for most of us. For
example:

- Two weeks ago Governor Breathitt was giving
more than mere moral support to the candidacy
of Judge Brady M. Stewart for the Democratic
nomination for the office of Appellate Judge.
Judge Stewart lost the Democratic race to Circuit
Judge Osborn but won the Republican nomination.

Judge Stewart sought nomination on both bal-
lots, since the office of a judge of the Court of
Appeals isn’t, in the first place, considered a purely
political matter. His successful Democratic oppon-
ent played the role of opportunist, if not that of
demagogue, by fanning the resentment of taxpay-
ers, pointing out that Stewart was one of the 1udges
who handed down the unpopular “fair value” as-
sessment ruling, meanwhile quite naturally disre-
garding the fact that Stewart and his colleagues.
on the appellate bench did only what their oath of
office enjoins—to support the Constitution, which
plainly prescribes such an evaluatlon of pl‘u[)elty
for tax purposes.
