“Basic”’ repair of the damage
done ‘by sirip-mining fo land in
the Appalachian area will cost
$250 million, an Interior Depart:
ment report has concluded.

The repair job, the report adds,
may be the problem of the fed-
eral government, for the most
part, but it adds that federal
spending would be “question-
fable’”” unless the states affected
pitch in with effective laws fo
prevent or remedy fufure dam-
age.

The report, called for by last
year’s Appalachian Regional De-
velopment Aet, estimates that
800,000 acres i the 12-stafe re-|
gion have been ‘‘disturbed” by
miners stripping away the soil
from fields and hillsides to get|
at the coal beneath.

Eentucky, Pennsylvania and
several other Appalachian states
have strip-mine control statutes,
but the report finds their con-
trol efforts have been largely
inadequate. Unless the states do!
a better job, it warns, Congress
may have to step in with federal
remedies.

Strip mines, frequently more
economical to the operators than
|traditional underground digging,
pollute streams, cause serious
soil erosion, destroy forests and
scenery and threaten public
health amnd safety, the report
notes.

Though about 96 percent of
Appalachia’s strip-mined lands
are privately owned, the Inter-
ior Department justifies public

Frankfort, Ky. — Out-of-state
visitors fo Kentucky's public re-
gional libraries say they have
never seen such a wide variety
of good material, according to
State Librarian Margaret Willis.

“So it looks as if we're sue-
ceeding in our goal-providing
Kentuckians in most areas wifh
small libraries that are big on
guality and variety,” says Miss
Willis,

The channel which carries
books to the counties is the nine-
vear-old regional Ilibrary sys-
tem, which now includes 83 pub-
lic libraries in 72 counties. This
network is spreading at the rate
of one or two new regions each
year. Two regional headquar-
ters, Harlan and Springfield,
were added last fiscal year to
bring the number of regions fo
16.

Preliminary work has been be-
gun for three more regions, Miss
Willis said, ‘““but the emphasis
in the last two years has been
on upgrading already existing

regional systems and adding
counties.”

Sinee July 1, 1964, construe-
tion and remodeling of library

facilities has been a major ele-
ment in upgrading regional sys-
tems. Seventeen projeets have
been approved in Kentucky’s
first over-all library construc-
tion effort since 1910.

Counties are added to regional
systems as they show more local
support. In response, the Depart-
ment provides:

1. A regional staff which helps
local librarians with cataloging,
reference work, education and

| recreational programs and book
[ selection.

2. A cataloging and processing
in Frankfort which se-
lects, orders, catalogs, processes
and delivers materials. In 1965-
66, these materials went through
the cenfer to the counties: 159,-
010 books, 9,000 rotating popular
books, 7,215 recordings, 292
reproductions of paint-
(for loan), 104 films for
use in a state film ecircuit, 167
tape recordings amd 120,000
pamphlets.

Revision Assembly. This week’s article deals with
the office of the Governor.)

By ALBERT E. DIX

The biggest change contained in Article V of
the new constitution allows the Governor and Lt
Governor to succeed themselves for a second four-
year term.

The Governor, as chief magistrate of the Com-
monwealth, is still commander-in-chief of the army
and navy of Kenftucky, except when they are called
into the service of the U.S., but he can’t command
the state’s army and navy in the field unless he is
so advised by a General Assembly resolution.

When he takes the oath of office, gone will be
that portion in which he pledges not to fight a duel.

He still must have the same qualifications, take
office the same day as prescribed in the old docu-
ment, (fifth Tuesday after his election) and receive
an annual salary.

But some changes have been made regarding
his power over ithe legislature, and the line of suc-
cession should he die or become incapacitated.

In the calling of a special session, the rules have
been changed. Under the proposed constitution the
Governor may call a special session and outline just
what is to be considered. Nothing else can be acted
upon by the legislature, The Governor also has the
power to set & time limit on a special session, a
power he dees not have under the present document.

He still must bring the Assembly together in
Frankfort, unless “that should have become danger-
ous from an enemy or from contagious diseases.”

The time MHmit on special sessions was included
by the Constilutional Revision Assembly because it
felt that with the General Assembly meeting yearly,
there would be less need for special sessions.

- In a year in which a Governor is elected, nor-
mally the Legislature cenvenes the first Tuesday in
March. But the Governor is given the power to bring
the Legislature together in that year before the first
Tuesday in March. If he calls an extraordinary ses-
sion before the regular time, the new constitution
says the Jegislators, *'shall uponm convening sit in

- regular session." _

The new constitution, in the second paragraph
of Section 10, makes provisions for naming a new
Governor in case one should become incapacitated.

It provides that the inability of a Governor to
discharge his duties will be determined by a4 major-
ity of the members of the Supreme Cowrt of the
Commeoenwealth upon a request and written certifica-
tion by the Auditor, Attorney General, and doctor
designated according to law. The Supreme Court
(created in another article of the proposed constitu-
tion) is the final arbiter, determining the Governor's

inability to serve and whether or not that inability

ceases.

Both constitutions provide the Lt. Governor be-
comes Governor in cases when, for one of various
reasons, the elected Governor can't serve. .

Both also confer the next step of succession on
the Presiden{ Pro Tempore of the Senate.

From this point on the documents differ. The
present constitution instructs the Secretary of State
to call the Senate into session fo elect a President of
the Senate. Until that is done the Secretary of State
heads the government. If there is mo Secretary of
State, the Atforney General goes through the same
maolion and is head of state government until a Pres-
ident of the Senate is chosen, ,

The proposed constitution directs the Speaker of
the House to call the Senale inbo session in the event
the Governor, Lt. Governor and President Pro Tem-
pore are dead, ill, or unable fo serve, While the Sen-
ate debates choosing a new President, the Speaker
of the House acts as Governor. But this is as far as
the new document lays out the line of succession.

The veto power of the Governor is sharply
changed. Under the present constitution, the legisia-
ture seldom has a chance to override a bill vetoed
by the Governor. He simply waits until the legisla-
tors go home, then makes up his mind which bills
to sign, and which to veto. With the legislature gone,
it has no chance to override the vefo.

tion does not intervene to change the makeup of the
Houses, the session convening the next year gets the
chance fo override that veto.

Or, if the session is extended the additional 30
days as provided in another section of the draft, the
legislators get the chance in the extra period to over-
ride the veto.

This change is expeoted to eliminate the huge log
jam of bills allowed to pile up at the end of present
sessions.

If adopted, the new constitution provides for the
election of only four constitutional officers: Gover-
nor, Li. Governor, Auditor and Attorney General.
Made appointive or elective posts are Treasurer, Sec-
retary of State, Clerk of the Court of Appeals (Su-
preme Court), and Secretary of Agriculture, as de-
termined by law.

The Revision Assembly felt these offices were on
the same level with Highway Commissioner, Finance
Commissioner, etc. and permits turning them into
appointive positions.

The only other election called for in this article
of the draft is thal of Commonwealth’s Attorney. He
is elected for an eight-year term, the same as judges
under the new court system, and will receive an an-
nual salary, no fees.

The General Assembly is reserved the right to
abolish the job, or to curtail the term of office to
four years. :

Presently, the constitution and subsequent laws
enacted give the Commonwealth Attorney a $500 per
month salary, plus up to $4,500 in fines and forfei-
tures, plus whatever he is paid by the eounty.

A new section, 21, is the product of the grewth
of agencies of state governmenf. Basically it limits
the power of adminisfrative agencies of state govern-

ment, those groups which are set up to implement

statutes passed by the Legislature, e.g. motor trans-
portation regulations, alecholic beverage rules, ete.

It 1s a carefully-written seetion giving a person
the same rights under administrative law as he re-
ceives under normal judicial proceedings. :

It also assures a person the right of technical as-
sistance in the preparation of a defense.

Gone from the new constitution are the guide-
lines for election, pay, and duties of County Court
Judge, County Cowrt Clerk, County Attorney, Sheriff,
Jailer, Corouner, Surveyor, Assessor, Constable and
Justice of the Peace. But their selection is part of an-
other Article dealing with Local Government.

ess of being mailed to the
19.1 million people over age
65 who are covered by the
Medicare program. The Medi-
care Handbook for physicians
describes the benefits pay-
able for the. nation’s elderly
people under the hospital in-
surance phase of the program,
and the payments for doctor's
bills and for other medical
services covered under the
voluntary program of medical
insurance for which 9 out of
10 of those 65 and over have
enrolled,

In Kentueky, the Blue Cross
Corporation, Louisville, wiil
be the intermediary for most
participating Kentucky hos-
pitals. When a beneficiary en-
ters the hospital under the
Medicare program, the hos-
pital will immediately notify
the intermediary, who will
check with the Social Security
Administration before notify-
ing the hospital involved as
to: (1) the patient’s eligibility,
(2) the number of hospital
days he has remaining of the
90 days covered in each spell
of illness, and (3) whether or
not the patient has met the
$40 deductible that is payable
by the patient toward the hos-
pital bills for each spell of
illness. This check of Social
Security’s records will ordi-
narily take no more than 48
hours.

In Kentucky, the Metro-
politan Life Insurance Com-
pany, Lexington, will receive
and pay physicians’ bills un-
der the Medicare program,
