A LOOK AT THE PROPOSED NEW STATE CONSTITUTION

EDITOR’S NOTE: This is the sixth in a series out-
lining the differences between the proposed new con-
stitution and the document of 1891 which now gov-
erns Keniucky., Today’s story deals with Articles VII
and VIII of the proposed drafi, elections and local
governmenti,

By ALBERT E. DIX

Section 2 of Article VI gives the General As-
sembly the power to regulate elections in Kentueky,
an outside of two ofther sections, the proposed con-
stitution directs the legislators to make rules and
regulations pertaining to elections, matters of law,
not constitution guanrantees.

In following its general pattern of taking the *‘leg-
islation’’ out of the constitution, the Constitution Re-
vision Assembly shortened the Article dealing with
elections, and provided only a few guidelines.

Seetions of the 1891 document dealing with elec-
tion hours, days, voting machines, ete. have been
taken out. These are matters the Revision Assembly
wanted put into law.

Retained is the right of the General Assembly to
restrict the sale of liquor on election days, the vot-
ing age of 18, and universal sufferage.

The General Assembly is permitted to change the
length of residence in making & determination as to
who is qualified to vote. This was done to ease pos-
sible disenfranchisement in a federal election. The
draft spells out one year in the state, six months in
the county, and 60 days in the precinct, and proper
registration. But it goes on fo say these may be
changed by fthe General Assembly.

In the method of filling a vacaney to an elective
office, the draft says any wacancy occurring before
August 1 of any year shall be filled by appointment
until the next general election at which time it is to
be filled by election. The old constitution said essen-
tially the same thing but listed the time period as
three months before the next election.

When vacancies occur in the General Assembly
or the office of U.S. Representative from Kentucky,
‘the draft is specific in when elections are to be con-
ducted. It instructs the Governor to call a special
election 10 ‘days after the vacancy occurs, the elec-
tion to be conducted in not less than 30 days nor
more than 90 days. If a vacancy for these two of-
fices ocemrs between July 1 and September 30 in the
year «of a general election, the vacancy will be filled
at that election.

Other sections of the wold constitution left to the
General Assembly for enactment into law are such
things as disqualification from office for using money
or property to influence an election, the prohibition
against 4 corporation using its money to influence an
election, and exclusions from office for conviction of
@ felony or high misdemeanor.

- Outside of spelling out in three short paragraphs

those wiho are ineligible to vote, the General Assem-
bly is given the power to write the eleetions rules in
this area.

The local goverbment Article, VI, makées the
maost sweeping change in the lives of most people,
In six sections the article says Kentucky will have
local government but its kind and style are left up
to the General Assembly and the people.

The Revision Assembly wanted to allow for as
much home rule, and home decision on the type of
rule, as possible. Yet it wanted to retain the sov-
ereignty of the state, and have units of local govern-
ment remain as sub-divisions of the state.

The 1891 document. is specific in how local gov-
ernmenis are to be operated. The draft is much less
specific. It gives the General Assembly the power to
provide for government, officers and wumits of local
government, to create, alter, consolidate and dissolve
them.

The voters may, according to the new document,
form any kind of docal governing unit they desire.
There is no mention of mayor, county judge, commis-
sioners, magistrates, sheriff, couneilmen, jailer, ete.
The drafl calls for a chief executive unit of local
government, buf that's all. :

This Avticle of the draft is expected to give pass-
age of the new econstitution the most trouble. The so-
called ‘“‘courthouse crowds' see their jobs in jeop-
ardy. Yet every county and eity will have to have an
administrative head, a law enforcement officer and
a tax collector of some kind simply to stay in busi-
ness,

The draft allows for classification of both cities
and counties, but does not spell out the sizes. This
is left to the legislature. By classifying counties ac-
cording o size, the legislature will be able to tailor
general law to specific counties.

The draft allows for classification based on pop-
ubation and geography or any other reasonable guide-
line,

It does not name local government officers which
shall rule, enabling cities and counties to combine
cértain offices, or ereate additional offices,

“It gives local governments the right to tailor
their ruling bodies fo fit their needs and desires,” a
Revision Assembly spokesman said.

. The draft allows for the formation of ‘‘Metro™
government, one local ruling body which would op-
enmate both the county and eity. )

The ehief executive and legislative body of units
of local government shall be elected under the new
document, and all other offices shall be elective or
appointive depending on what the local people want.
This allows city commissioners, or councilmen, or
magistrates, to be elected, yet reserves, if it is de-
sired, the right to appoint @ police chief, or sheriif.

The present constitution sefs the mazimum tax

rates on propenty taxes. Bui under the new constitu-
tion, the limits are made a prerogative of the Gen-
eral Assembly. Until the General Assembly acts, the
maximum tax rates in effect mow will remain.
Morve flexibility was added in the debt limit por-
tion of the draft. The present constitution sets the
local government maximum debt limit based on a
percentage of the value. of taxable property in a city
or county. This can be exceeded only by a vote.
The Revision Assembly took the position a real
and effective limit on the borrowing power of cities
and counties existed oytside of the constitution. That
limit is the ability of the local government to repay
@s any individual borvower is limited. The cost of

-

public improvements has risen so much that only

by avoiding the constitutional limitation through the
use of revenue bonds have cities and counties been
able fo keep going. :

But revenue bonds cost from one to one-and-a-half
percent more than general obligation bonds, which
can be issued inside the debt limits. So in the interest
of getting befter interest rates on borrowed money,
it permitted the General Assembly to set maximum
tax rates and indebtedness. And it allowed the Gen-
eral Assembly o provide for supervision of debt lim-
its by the executive branch of the state. It was hoped
the legislature would spell out, in law, the rules for

the amount of debt and who would oversee its crea-

tion and use. _

Two words “or adjusted" inserted in the section
on compensation of local government officers added
what the Revision Assembly hoped was strength
against changing the salaries of elected officials while
they are serving,

The draft does not set rates of pay, leaving that
a maftter of local concern, But it does provide elected
officer may not have their pay changed or adjusted
during their elected terms.

The Court of Appeals has upheld current pay in-
creases, but the Revision Assembly served notice of
its intent that no payehecks be changed while @ man
is serving by adding “‘or adjusted” into that section.

Sections five and six of the proposed draft deal-
ing with unauthorized contracts of units of local gov-
ernment, and the prohibition against granting fran-
chises lasting longer than 20 years are retained.

If the constitution is adopted at a general eleec-
tion this fall, eurrent local governments will finish
out their current terms, plus one more, before any
changes are allowed. This period will give the Gen-
eral Assembly time to write the legislation needed
to implement the local government article.

Article IX allows the General Assembly to estab-
lish a militia, the same as the old document.

Collect July Revenue
0f Over $1 Million

Revenue from Kentucky's toll
facilities exceeded a million dol-
lars in July—the first million-
dollar-month generated by the
four toll roads and one bridge.

Actual July revenue was $1,-
123,718.91, This was $190,275 more
than was collected in June and
$325,718 more than the revenue
of the same months a year ago.

Total revenue of $5,519,656 for
the first seven months of 1966
continued 36 percent ahead of
1965 collections. Also it is now
16 percent ahead of consulting
engineer’s estimates for 1966 and
almost 2 percent ahead of what
Highway Department fiscal pro-
jectionists said it would be at
this time.

Consultants had predicted 1966
revenue through July to be $4.-
1739,440; Department personnel
had looked for $5.423,594.
