"Prestonsburg's growth as a 
trade center led to the com­
pany's decision to expand and 
modernize our office facilities 
here," he noted . 

He said the buildlng will fea­
ture a conference-type meeting 
room which will be availa;ble for 
public meetings of a civic na­
ture. "The new office also will 
provide us with much-needed 
space to display modern electric 
appliances and electric heating 
equipment," he said. 

An electric heat pump will pro­
vide heating and cooling for 
year-rotmd comfort. 

The company's service vehicles 
will be provided with supplies 
and equipment in the storage 
at·ea in the back of the building.

The accompanying photo is of four brother whose indu~try and cit­
izen~hip contributed much to Floyd county. They are, from left Daniel 
Hicks, Smith Hicks, James Hicks and Emery Hicks. ' 

Their father, William Hicks, came to this county from Virginia and 
settled on the Left Fork of Middle Creek, near the present town of David 
where there was a salt spring. (This may have been the S~ame salt "lick': 
at which Daniel Boone and a companion spent a winter before the famed 
explorer ever saw the Blue Grass country of Kentucky.) Here Mr. Hicks 
es~ablished a s:;tlt mill ';"hich was operated by ho~·se power and which sup­
plied early residents with one of the most preciOus commodities of the 
da~r. 

His four sons-Daniel, Smith, Jamea and Emery~themselves estab­
lished homes and reared their families, \Vorking hard and asking charity 
of none. They swapped work, built log houses, sawed their own lumber 
for floors, ceilings, doors and window,.;. These homes became not only the 
dwelling places of their own families but places 'known for their hospital­
ity to all, friend or stranger, who called. 

(Much of the preceding was supplied by Joseph Hicks, 76, of Hippo, 
the last survivor of the nine sons of JameH Hicks. Four of the eight daugh­
ters of the family are yet living.)
