System Would Provide
Water Service, Sewers

In Biggest EDA Project

What may be the larg-
est project in both expense
and cost yet mndertaken
through Eeconomic Devel-
opment Administration
appeared this week to be
nearing the point of ap-
proval for the Beaver
Creeks area of this coun-
ty.

It involves the pro-
jeeted expenditure- of
'$12 710,000 on the eon-
| struction of a water 8ys-
tem' and gsewerage to
serve both Right and Left
Beaver Creeks and an es-
timated 20,000 persons.

The successful conclusion of
two years of effort on the part
of officials of the Beaver-Elk-
horn Water District to get EDA|
approval of the giant undertak-
ing was seen with the assurance
from Washington that their ap-
plication for a federal grant and
loan has reeceived all necessary |
approvals and now awaifs 0n1Y|
the final signature for the offi- |
cial announcing of the grant|
and loan commitment.

The proposed improvement
calls for:

1. A water plant fo serve both |
forks of Beaver Creek and 35 or|
more communities with a ca-
pacity of 2% million gallons of
water per da&

2. A sewer system 1o comple-
ment the water service to the
several communities and re-
move pollution from the {wo
streams.

3. Construction on Turkey
Creek of a 160-acre reservoir
with an average depth of 40 feet,
a purification and pumping plant
there and a series of 12 supply
|tanks located af strategic points.
[ 4, Installation of a sewerage
treatment plant on Right Beaver
Creek, below Maytown, and an-
other on Left Beaver, in the
Salisbury area—both to operate
|"largely on gravity flow. '

All this and the approximately
160 miles of water mains would
be financed through an EDA
erant of 60% of the total eost, or

000 would be financed through
| EDA long-term revenue bonds.
The system would serve be-
tween 3,000 and 3,500 families
and business firms. Communities

“US. 23 T0 BE 4LANE HIGHWAY.

The Kentucky Department of
Highways will rebuild U.S. 23 as
a2 four-lane highway and make
other improvements to routes on
the Appalachian system as fed-
eral regulations and financing
permit, Highway Commissioner
Henry Ward said at Ashland
Wednesday in an address before
members of the U.8. Highway 23

Ward stressed the importance
of a full understanding of all the
facts remﬂding the Appalachian

program, particularly the fact

that the State Highway Depart-

¢ ment does not have authority to
make independent deecisions as

to design standards for the hlgh

ways when federal fun&s are to

be used.
“There has been nﬁph confu-

sion and misunderstanding about

this program since its incepfion,

and as to intentions of the Ken-
tucky Department of Highways,"
he said. “For example, Kentucky
has always intended fo rebuild
TU.S. 23 as a four-lane highway
through the Ashland and Pike-
and has never

swerved from this position.”

Ward noted that his fight to
 keep some of the richer states
"from grabbing the lion’s ‘share
of the Appalachian funds for

‘their superhighways w:; tin-
wanpmﬁed as indicating av-

tm-lane roads. l am

in faver of building roads fto
serve people, and the number of
lanes is defemmined by engineer-
ing calculations based on fraffic
demands, not en pelicy or politi-
cal considerations, These studies
show that many miles of the Ap-
palachian highway system will
need to have four lanes, or right-
of-way purchased for the addi-
tion of lanes at a later date.
They also show that some of the
higchways would be adeguate as
two-lane facilities, particularly
with passing lanes. Under fed-
eral regulations, a highway re-
guiring four lanes cannot be
built with federal funds as a two-
lane facility. Those same federal
regulations prohibit the state
from building a four-lane high-
way when engineering studies
show two lanes would carry the
traffic,

“The Kentucky Department of
Highways, for all practical pur-
poses, operates as an agent of
the federal government in the
administration of the Appalach-
ian Highway Program,! Ward
continued. “We are required to
abide by {federal policies and
regulations set forth by four fed-
eral authorities. These are: (1)
The Appalachian Act a;sseﬂ by
Congress, which sets forth pol-
icies and objectives and
how the act is to be

gional Comﬂnssmn created by
Congress, which has authority to
adopt the highway system, corri-
dors, priorities, and to set pol-
icies which the states must fol-
low; (3) The Secretary of Com-
merce, to whom Congress dele-
gated authority to adept certain
regulations and standards; (4)
the U.S. Bureau of Public Roads,
which is given authority to direct
the states in carrying out the
act, and to adopt certain regula-
tions' and requirements the
states must follow,

The commissioner said these
federal agencies have set forth
specifie requirements which the
states must follow if they are to
use any of the funds provided
by the act and that fhe states
must eonsider all of them. He
added that this is what has cre-
ated some of the confusion.

“Furthermore, in Kentucky’s
case.'” he said, *we cannot ignore
the faef that only a specific
amount of money is available to
improve the Appalachian High-
way system. It is my positive
judgment that the entire system|D:
cannof be improved to desirable
standards within the funds that
have been authorized by Con-
gress and the voters of Kentucky.

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The General Subcommiitee on
Education: of the U.S. House of
\Representatives last Wednesday
reported legislation to increase
funds for vocational education in
Kentucky from the present level
of $4,362,835 to approximately $7,-
700,000 effective in the next
school year.

Congressman Carl D, Perkins,
chairman of the subcommitiee,
said that the Vocational Educa-
tion amendments of 1966 were
urgently needed to enable voca-
fional education facilities in Ken-
| fucky to meet the demand of stu-
‘dents desiring to receive train-
ing. As a result of the original
Perkins Act of 1963, federal
grants each year to state and
local vocational education pro-
grams in Kentucky increased
from $1,122,000 in 1964 to approxi-

ap- mately $4.3 million this year.

In addition, the bill reported
last week would authorize a
broad new program to construct
and operate residential-type vo-
cational schools. Under the bill's
formula each state would re-
ceive federal funds to construct
and operate at least one such fa-

KY VOC EDUCATION FUNDS

would increase authorizations for
the Vocational Student Work
Study Program. Thirty million
dollars for the fiscal vear 1967
and each succeeding fiscal vear
would be authorized. Perkins
said that streagthening this fea-
fure of the legislation would open
the doors of vocational educa-
tion schools 1o many young peo-
ple who could not afford to other-
wise @cquire an oecclipational
skill because of limited financial
resources. The Work Study Pro-
gram was first developed as 3
feature of the vocational educa-
fion program in the Perkins Act
of 1963. It has sinece been ex-
tended to other legislation to af-
ford opportunities for college stu-
dents to defray higher education
costs.

1. Improve the quality and sup-
ply of vocational and technical
school instructors through a pro-

gram of in-service teacher train- |

ing, exchange of personnel with
private indusrfy, teacher insti-
tutes and a fellowship program
for the preparation of vocational

Vocational education programs
in the sehools would be designed
to provide comprehensive train-
ing in a large variety of skilled
and technical occupations utiliz-
ing the latest fechniques and
equipment. Students would be en-
rolled on a residential basis for
full time study without tuition
charge,

died in 1855, at the age of 120
years, A marker was dedicated

|at his grave in July. Consider-

able publicity followed on Stepp
for he is considered the oldest
man to have ever lived in Ken-
tucky.

Mrs. Frey's lefter follows:

‘“For sevenal years I have been
interested in the Stepp family,
particularly the econnection be-
tween Moses and Thomas, who,
I believe, was his son. When I
lived in Washington I checked
the cepsus records in those lo=
califies in which I thought Moses
might have lived. Although mm
essenfial records have been de-
stroyed I did find some which
were pertinent.

“The clipping (from the Wil- |

liamson, W. Va.) Daily News,
says that the marker States|
Stepp came fo ‘this area, 1826,

| for rest of life.’ This agrees with
my records, Moses being in Rus-
sell county, Virginia, in 1820,
and in Pike county, ‘in 1830.
Moses was in Russell count\r by
1803 (perhaps ecarlief) Since the
records there show real estate
transactions in 1808, 1811, and
1813. In 1818 Moses and his wife
sold one plot of ground to Jos-
eph Stepp. The 1830 eensus shows
a Joseph Stepp in Pike county,
age 40 and undeér. Perhaps,
Moses and Thomas went together
to Pike county.

“T have a Jamiary, 1953 lctter
from Bessie R. Arnold, clerk, by
T. M. Riddle, in answer to a re-
quest for information from the
elerk of the county courf, Pike
county, This states that ‘M.
Taylor thinks his wife's grand-
father, Thomas, was probably a
brother to the Moses Stepp in
question or a nephew.’ I have
been unable o obtain solid in

| formation about Joseph Stepp, of

Russell county, above, or his off-
spring. Also I have no informa-

| tion on Thomas prior to the 1830
| census of Pike county. Big Creek

was then in Pike county. In 1830
Thomas had a wife and seven
children in his household and one
man about 70. This, unquestion-
ably, was Moses, since the only
other Stepp listed in this area
was Joseph, who, it appears,
| was about 5 to 10 years younger
than Thomas but had only chil-
dren under 15 years of age.
