The G.O.P. recorded a gain of 
at lt:>ast 48 House seats. three in 
the Senate and eight Governor­
ships. Results of the voting leave 
the Dt:>mocrats \\ith a margin in 
the House, but the Republican 
mt:>mbers and dissident Demo­
cratic Congressmen may pose a 
threat to the Johnson program. 

Few were surprised by the re­
election of either Congressman 
Perkins or Senator Cooper, but 
the Republican Senator's show of 
strength over the state had po­
litical leaders of both parties 
looking beneath the results for 
causes. In this county no Repub­
lican leader expected a Cooper 
majority, and all Democrats ex­
pected Brown to poll a lead, al­
though some expected it to bE' 
greatly reduced. 

The voting in the county was 
comparativelY light, \vith less 
than 9,000 votes cast. The entire 
Floyd vote was tabulated earlY 
Tuesday night with the excep­
tion of the returns from Mouth 
of Mud precinct where the elec­
tion officers failed to certify the 
returns. The vote from this pre­
cinct was certified Wednesday 
morning.

Publication of two new geo·
