For the last few weeks THE TIMES has been 

publishing a series of articles written with the ob­
vious aim of presenting the better side of the Work 
Experience and Training Program as it pertains to 
Floyd county. 

We ~laclly present. this brighter side of the pic­
ture. Tlte dnrker side has been the topic at every 
CI'O~roads, l'treet corner and gathering place for 
months now. 

Critics have alleged that the program makes 
povmty attractive; that it competes with private 
industry, paying wages some private employers 
cannot afford to pay; that many beneficiaries 
waste what thev receive; that they often fail to 
do the wotk for 'which they are paid, and that they 
have no ambition to advance to private employ­
ment. 

This criticism is not without foundation or merit. 
There a"e those \'>'ho get a11 they can for the least 
effort, others who waste their money. It has al­
ways been so. There are some plain "no-accounts" 
in the group, a~ in all sections of society. The pro­
gntm has its faults, and sometimes the undeserv­
ing benefit while the more deserdng are neglected, 
which is u::.ually the case in any welfare program. 

But now come storie~ pointing to positive re­
snlts-:-;tori~s of those so-called "Happy Pappies" 
who have \70l'kcd and studied, belying the claim 
that the\' are ""ithout ambition or initiative. Some 
of these' men have gone into private employment. 
.Many have ceased to be illiterate and have kno\vn 
the ;-:heer joy of being able to read, to write. The 
lot of women and children has been improved .. 

Children who weYe h·uants are back in school; 
the number of school dt·opouts from these fam­
ilies has been reduced. 

The program has its faults, true, but it is not 
without merit, and it does not deserve "blanket" 
{'ensure. Nor is it right for anybody categorically

Recently, in Kingsport, Tennessee, an elderly man who 
had been arrested 011 local charges some 400 times since 1939 
passed away. He h1>.d no kno·wn relatives. When the city's police 
officers. many of whom had made some of the arrests, learned 
of his death, they took up a collection from members of the 
department to pay for his funeral. In addition, six of the of· 
ficers served as his pallbearers. Because of their kindness, the 
man was given a proper burial. 

Last 1\Iay, FBI Agents in Chicago located a baby boy 
who had been kidnapped a month earlier from his South Caro. 
lina home when he was only 2 weeks old. The child's distraught 
mother was overjoyed to know llhat her baby was alive and 
safe. When Agents who had investigated the case learned that 
the mother was destitute, they donated the money which en· 
abled her to immediately fiY to Chicago and take her baby 
home. 

I cite these two incidents not because they merit wider 
recognition, although the actions of the police officers and the 
Agents were indeed commendable. Nor are the incidents rare; 
good deeds of this type occur repeatedly in enforcement agen· 
cies throughout the country. Rather, I mention the two inci­
dents because they illustrate a benevolent and humanitarian 
aspect of law enforcement work which is often ignored and un-
appreciated. • 

The role o! the policeman in our society goes far beyond 
the sworn duties of enforcing the law and anesting lawbreak­
ers. Modem-day cvmputers would be taxed to process the 
thousands of special services performed for the public by law 
enforcement officers every day, 

In any emergency, real or imagina1·y, the first cry that 
goes forth is for the police. The officer on the beat must be a 
jvurneyman of many trades-an on-the-spot doctor, plumber, 
or baby-sitter. Today's enforcement officer is eXPected to have 
multifarious abilities, explicit judgment, and an unshakable 
temperament. He performs on a public stage. The audience is 
"live;" every observer is a critic. There can be no retakes of 
his efforts or pretaped performances. He is second-guessed, ~id· 
iculed. abused, cursed, assaulted, and sometimes murdered. 
But when he leads e small, lost tot from a densely wooded 
area to the arms oi: a joyously weeJJing mother, his is a re­
warding and satisfying service. 

The duty of the enforcement officer is often an unpop­
ular and unpleasant task. His job could be easier if, at the 
height of erroneous charges and unwarranted attacks against 
his profession, citizens would remember some of the humani· 
ta1ian aspects of his work which they have come to expect 
and depend upon.

tive of the anti-trust division of the Justice Depart­
ment that it would be "quite appropriate" in in­
:>tance · where companies acquire "undue market 
po\ver'' tht·ough violation of the anti-trust laws for 
the federa!. government to impose an absolute or 
percentage limitation on such companies' promo­
tional, or advertising, expenditures, even though 
such expenditures "were and are lawfuL" 

Thi;~ statement echoes the action which has al­
read~' been take11. by way of "recommendation" by 
the Lauot· government. in Britain where two pro­
ducers cf detergents, Unilever and Procter & 
Gamble, m·e under attack. There it has been argued 
that a to', cut in the advertising budget of the 
two fil'lm; can effect a 20 'i reduction in the whole­
sale prices of their product. 

All this is an oubtanding example of some of 
the fuzzy thinking that is inspiring curtailment of 
free enterprise, these days.

1. 1f any company is in violatiou of the anti­
trulit laws, these same laws provide a means of 
prosecution, and that means does not lie in cut­
ting by official fiat a man's ~mpply of matches 
10 ~c becavRc he is known to be an arsonist. 

~. Successful companie.'! or business people of 
whate\'e;: rank o;· importance ad,·ettise. Close the 
advertising offices of newspapers, magazines, radio 
and teJevision to them, then see if they don't turn 
to hell-ringing, tiirect mail, an.d other means to 
get their ,~·a1·es before the pu~l~c. An? also learn, 
then, if this means of advertlsmg w11l cut costs. 
\·olume produc~ion decreases the cost per unit pro­
duced; volume sales have the same effeot, per unit 
sold. 'I'ho8e who think advertising increases con­
oumer co8li; ,;hot.Jd compare the price::~ asked by 
those who 1ay theit· prices "on the line,'' in plain 
black-mw -\lhi1 e, 1 with the prices asked by those 
Who do net advertise. 

3. The l>u:ve1 b entitled to a choice, and only 
through adve1ti:ing is the consumer offered a se~ 
leotion from which to make such a choice. 

This countn· h< s its anti-trust laws and laws 
against fraudulent advertbing. These are laws 

w'hich. if enforced, will leave the honest producer 
or purveyor of ptoducts free to advertise and sell 
as much of hi~ ware:; as he pleases, if the prices 
· nd product p!eat:e the public. Concern of the Jus­
tice Department should be the enforcement of these 
statute.:> nnd i'egulation:-;, not the dictatorial imposi­
tion of restraints on the normal proces.ses of busi­
n e~;s.
