hospital for at least three con­
secutive days and en..ter the ex· 
trnded carr facility \\1.thin 4 
days of hospital release for 
treatment of the same ill:1ess, 
are t"'ligible for this special bene· 
lit, he said. 

As an extension of hospital , 
treatment the skiUed nursing 
home stay will nQrmallY be 
fairly short, Falk said. Medicare 
will pay the full co..<;t of the first 
20 days in the e>x~nd£'d care fa­
cility and all but $a a day for 
an addit.i.onal 80 day~. He empha­
sized that medicare will not pay 
for long·term care tn a custodial 
nursing home. 

In the past, he sa1<1, this spec­
ial kind of cru-e in an extended 
care facility has not been read· 
ily available and. ~here! ore, 
very few people have really ex· 
perienced it. The skilled nursing 
benefit under medicare will en­
courage t h e development of 
skillt'd nursing homes aad sup­
port a new and important fJ.·end 
in medical care. 

In the future, a patient who no 
longer needs the intensive treat· 
ment provided in the hospital, 
but does need co~1tinued care, 
can receive this metlical atten­
Uon at less cost in an extended 
care facility. Furthermore, his 
moving on will release a hospital 
bed Lor someone who m ay be 
acutely ill. The increased use of 
extended care facili ties, Ml'. 
Falk said, will mean better util­
ization of hospital facilities and 
medical manpower. 

Since this is a new idea .in 
medical care there are now very 
few institutions equipped to or­
fer extended care, he s-aid.
