COUNTY SHARE DEBT

schools, said this week that the!

county school system has, since
August, 1957, paid 43.6% of the
bonded indebtedness on the Pres-
tonshurg high school fieldhouse,
with the remainder paid by a
gpecial voted tax on Prestons-
burg property.

M. Ratliff’s statement, backed
by figures showing payments of
both city and county each year,
was elicited by what he de-
seribed as ‘widespread misun-
derstanding of the whole matter.
Residents of Prestonsburg, he
said, have an idea they are re-
tiring all the debt, and at the
sameé time many Floyd countians
who live outside Prestonsburg
think the county has assumed
all the burden.

What the Floyd County Board
of Edication in effeet does an-
nually, he said, is to “‘pick up
for the difference be-
tween the yearly payment due
on the $275,000 issue of gym
and interest and the
amount raised thal year in Pres-
tonsburg taxes for that purpose.

Payment on boncls and inter-
est is made semi-annually and
only on five occasions — June

15, 1960, June 7, 1961, Junme 1,

1963, June 15, 1964 and June 1,
1965—has there been no deficit
from Prestonsburg taxes.

From August, 1957, affer mer-
ger of the city and county school
systems, to Dec. 5, last year,
Ratliff pointed out, payments on
the debt by city property taxa-
tion. has fotalled $104.431.34,
while county payments have
totalled $79,649.05.

The county school system
makes its payments from its
capital construction fund.

Ratliff explains that when the
two systems merged the county
system was left no alternative
other than that of making good
with its own funds any deficits
in semi-annual payments on the
debt against the gym.

Although fthe gym bonds total-
led only $275,000 to start with,
and though $201.685.39 has been
paid on principal and interest,
there yet remains to be paid
over the next 13 years $237,620—
such is the toll taken by interest
over the 25-year amortization
period of the bond issue. But the
interest grows less, here on out.

“T wanted a staff we could
trust—that is something we
lacked in the past.”

So said Congressman Carl D.
Perkins Monday in answer to
attacks from civil rights leaders
after he had fired some staff
employees of the House Educa-
tion and Labor Committee of
which the Knott countian is
chairman.

Perkins was named to suc-
ceed Harlem's Rep. Adam Clay-
ton Powell when Congress organ-
ized last month, Since then, Per-
kins has been revamping and
slimming down the committee
staff.

His changes include the ap-
pointment of two Kentuekians to
top staff posts and the dismissal
of a dozen fulltime Powell ap-
pointees. In  addition, several
other Powell employees

Perkins was aceused by Wash-
ington civil rights leader Clar-
ence Mitchell of diseriminating
against Negroes in firing many
of the appointees of his Negro
predecessor.

Perkins replied: "My purpose
was to build a prefessional staff
to serve the committee and Con-

“Time is gefting short for high
school seniors to register for
civil engineering scholarships
sponsored by the Kentucky De-
partment cf Highways,”” says
State Highway Commissioner
Mitchell Tinder.

The scholarship affords a stip-
end of $95 a month to University
freshmen while they are in
school, plus summer employ-
ment as an Engineering Helper
at  $279 per month, “annual
earnings which will help sub-
stantially to defray the students’
college expenses,” Tinder said.

Professor David K. Blythe,
chairman of fthe University of
Kentucky Department of Civil
Engineering, said: “Last year's
scholarship freshmen are now

aration that promises & reward-
ing future in view of fthe state’s
projected needs for specialists
in the field of highway develop-
ment.”’ _

Commissioner Tinder said
that “‘applicants must be grad-
uates from an accredited Ken-
fucky high school. They must
rank in the top two-fifths of their
class, and be recommended by
their school principal, mathe-
matics teacher or guidance coun-
selor, and also pass the Ameri-
can College Test,”” which is
scheduled for Feb. 18.

Applications must be returned
to Prof. Blythe no later than
April 1. His office on the UK
campus as well as high school
principals will furnish further
information.

“The scholarships can be con-
tinued through the full four years
with increasing salary scales,”

subject to renewal each year
based on the students’ academic
