Offutt AFB, Neb.—Supersonic |
training flights by Sirategic Air
Command SR-71 reconnaissance
aireraft began April 1 over|
states in the Ohio Valley, pass-
ing over Prestonsburg, Kentue-
ky.

Due fo the high alfitude of
these flights, most residents
along the various routes will be
mnaware of the aircraft’'s pres-
ence. But noise of sonic booms
may be heard as the SR-71 de-
scends to about 30,000 feet, de-
creasing speed for aerial refuel-
ing by subsonic KC-135 jet tank-
ers. Such training air refuelings
are a routine and vital part of
nearly all SAC missions to as-
sure that bomber and recon-
naissance aircraff have global
range,

The SR-71 will use a specified
air refueling route over which to
practice numerous air refueling
hookups.

Residents in the following
areas may experience disturbing
but harmless noise or sonic
booms:

From Potosi, Mo., the flight
path extends easterly passing
over Bloomsdale, Mo., and north
of DuQuoin and Benton, Ill. The
route goes just north of Evans-
ville, Ind., over Jasper, Ind., and
just te the north of Louisville,
Kentucky.

The air refueling flight path
terminates at Corinth, Kentucky.

The SR-71 operates at altitudes
above 80,000 feet at speeds up to
Mach 3, which is approximaitely
2,600 miles, per hour. This ex-
treme altitude accounts for the
relative weakness of sonic booms

along the majority of the route
over which the aircraft will ﬂy

Alongside vast federal grants,

State Insurance Commissioner S.
Roy Woodall announced that the
Insurance Department has re-
jected 22 of 23 requests for
automobile insurance rate in-
creases since February.

Last February, the Department
eranted a 21.6 percent rate in-
crease for 144 companies affil-
iated with the National Bureau
of Casualty Underwriters (a2 na-
tional rate-making organization)
which write 30 percent of all the
anfo insurance in Kentucky.

Rejected were applications
from independent, n on-Bueau
companies, which, according to
Woodall, ‘“waif until the Bureau
parns 8 raise and then ask for
a similar revision.” Referring to
these firms as ‘‘me-too-filers,”
Woodall said rate-requests
were turmed down because they
did not poduce individual statis-
tics of their own to justify indi-
vidual rate increases

Because they are not a matter
available fo news media, rate in-
crease applications do not make
headlines.
