Qualifies for Benefits 
Under Social Security 

Disab lity benefits under social 
security oan now be paid to 
those \\·ho are severely but temp­
oralily disabled for at least 12 
consecutive months, Daryl E. 
Ratliff. district manager of So­
cial Security, Pikeville, said this 
week. This change was brought 
about under the 1965 amendments 
to the social secmity law. 

IMr. Ratliff explained that un­
der the old law a person couid 
get disability benefits only if he 
had an impairment that was ex­
pected to continue over a long 
or mdefinite peliod or result in 
death. There was no provision 
for a worker who was expected 
to recover in the forseeable fu­
ture. 

Tms has been changed. Now 
if he has been disabled for 12 
coooecutive monbhs, or his doc­
tor advises him it will be 12 
months or longer before he can 
retum to work, he may qualify 
for dis·ability benefits. These 
benefits can be paid until it is 
medically determined he is able 
to return to work. 

Although benefits oan now be 
paid to people who are not ex­
peoted to be permanently dis­
abled, R&tliff Slaid, there has 
been no change in the degree of 
impairmoot tlhat is considered 
ddsabildng. Under the new law, as 
under the old, a pe<PSon is con­
sidered disabled only if his im­
pain:nent is so severe that lt pre­
venbs him from doing any sub­
stantial work. The work require­
ments remain the S'ame. The dis­
abled pel'son must have worked 
under social seculity fdve years 
ollit of the 10 years preceding his 
date of disability. Under this 
work requirement there has been 
an exception made for bhose w'ho 
become totally blind before age 
31. These people ·Should visit 
their S'ocial security office for 
details regarding this provision. 

This ohange in the law will 
meet a real need for those work­
ers and their families who are 
deprived of income because of 
temporary disability, Ratliff 
added. Those people who have

been disabled in bhe pas·t year 
and e'®eot the disability to con­
tinue for a 12-month period or I more are urged to get in touch 
with their social sec unity office . 
'Dhey may be due disability bene· 
fits.
