Magistrates in justice of the
peace courts in 17 Kentucky
counties appdarently paid them-
selyes salaries illegally last fis-
cal yvear, a Legislative Research
Commission (LRC) report says.

The report, released last week,
said magistrates in the counties,
which were not named, received
salaries for performing judicial
duties, yet no convictions were
reported in justice of the peace
courts in those counties.

State law allows fiscal courts
to vote salaries for magistrates

‘for “‘actual performance of judic-

ial duties.” Except for those few
counties having a commission
form of government, magistrates
serve on fiscal courts,

Magistrates who perform no
judicial duties are entitled only
fo a maximum of $15 a day for
meetings of fiscal court, a legis-
lative body.

The LRC report said magis-
trates in six of the counties paid
themselves per diem for fiscal
court sessions as well as salar-
ies. :

rock bass. But anglers could
save the lives of many fishworms
if they would break their bodies |
near the middle, use the tail
end for bait and discard the
head end. The earthworm will
then live and grow a new tail
end,

We need more earthworms to
help build tip our soils. They are
the most inferesting animals one
might wish fo study. They are
true, segmenfed worms and
‘they are blind. But certain
groups of cells on their bodies
b are sensitive to light rays: S$o
they can probably distinguish be:
tween daylight and darkness. All
earthworms have 10 hearts and
they are all hermaphrodites.
Each has a full set of both male
and female organs. Many eatth-
worms have a beautiful coler;
some are deep pink, some light

red and others flesh-colored.
Some have patches of blug 0a
their bodies. Some are large and
fat, depending upon the type of
soil in which they live. Others
are long and slender. Each
earthiworm has a double row of
bristles, two rows underneath

the body and a row along either
side. These help it to pull itself

rews., If the earthworm rums up
against a hard laver of soil
through which it cannot go eas-
ily, it will eat a hole through the
hdard earth, enriching the soil by
chemicals in its own body.

Earthworms belong to a group
of seamented worms called an- |
nelids, We often see them wrig-
gling around on top of the
ground after a heavy rain. The
rain shuts off the air down be-
low the surface, floods their bur-
rows and forces them to the sur- |
face. But if they cannot soon ger.'
back underground, they will die
from exposure to the elements.

Earthworms are seriously
threatened in many regions by
the wholesale and indiscriminate
use of poison sprays. Where the
soil is saturated with poisonous
chemicals the earthworms die
by the millions. So man gets
rid of the pests above ground
but destroys the valuable crea-
tures underground.

We need fto protect earthworms
more and this can be done by
stopping the pollution of the soil
with dangerous materials such
as acid mine water, oils leaking
on the ground from wells and
the use of highly toxic sprays,
which may seep intio the soil and
pollute it.

Billy Burns, of Kentucky, has
been fishing for bass for 50 years
—and there is possibly no angler
arocund who has a deadlier meth-
od of seducing them. A proof of
its effectiveness is his reeerd
string of 10 smallmouth bass
that totaled 55 pounds. Billy calls
his chosen tec&mzque “swimming
a pork jig.’

As the ‘“‘bones’ of the lure,
Billy uses a weedless lead-head
g on a size 3/0 light-wire single
hook. The best jig sizes, he has
decided, are the Y- and s-ounce
models.,

The pork trailer Billy uses is|
the kind called an “‘eel,”” with
about a guarter inch of fat at-
tached. This gives it weight,
body and & more natural undu-
lation. His choice is the three-to-
four-inch length.
insists the rod action
must be light to allow you to
feel the pork jig swimming. The
rods he uses most, in both spin-
ning and casfing models, are
o feet long and have an even
bend from butt to tip.

Equally imporfant is how Billy
holds the rod. His left hand
lightly encases the rod’s fore-
grip ahead of the reel in a man-
ner that can be described as
gentle, almiost loose — cerfainly
not a “‘gripping” of the rod in
any sense.

“I have ftried
holding my rod by the handle,
but just did not have the sensi-
tivity bottom fishing requires.

“The pork jig is a ‘nothing’
lure’ he says, “and you have fo
make it live and breathe. You
must manipulate your rod tip
ever so slightly, just enough to
cause the hair to pulsate and the
pork tail to move as if impart-
ing a swimming motion to fhe
Ture,

““The whole idea is to keep the
lure swimming continuously on
a level keel, whether you are
following a shoreline down or
coming up one.”

Billy chooses a fine-wire hook,
mainly because it has a sharper
point than one of heavy wire.
And he believes either a bass is
on or it isn’t and all the snatch-
ing and jerking fo set a hook is
wasted energy.

When he feels a bass pick up
the lure, he quickly lifts his rod
tip, reels rapidly a few times
to put temsion on the line and
then simply lets the fish play it-
self out. And although he loses
some fish, he believes he would
have lost them even if he'd tried
to drive the barb home.

As Billy sums it up: ““I have
tanded a great many fish with
the fine-wire hook just barely
sticking in the fish's lip. Had
1 set the hook, chances are I
would have pulled out the hook
and lost the fish. I'm just a fish
holder, not a hook setter.”

There is bound to be coniro-
versy on this point, observes
Homer Cirele, Special Features
Editor of Sports Afield Maga-
zine. Most other bass exverts
are strong proponents of setfing
the hook. But whether you’re a
holder or a selter, you have to
agree that here is an angling
technique just as delicate as
fishing nymphs with a fly red.

Further, one must admif when
a man and his lure take more
lunker bass in one day than
thousands of anglers take in a
lifetime, there must be some-
thing in his method.

NUCLEAR REACTOR, COAL
CONVERSION AID ASKED

Frankfort, Ky.—Bids to attract
an advanced nuclear reactor and
a coal conversion facility to Ken-
tucky were part of a $2 million
budget reguest made Monday by
the State Science and Technology
Commission.

Commission Chairman James
N. Neel, Ashland, Ky., said the
$600,000 being sought to help
bring in a nuclear ‘“‘fiast breeder”
test loop could lead to a $70 mil-
lion fast breeder reactor demon-
stration facility.

Fast breeder reactors, which
produce more fuel than they con-
sume, probably will constitute a
$95 billion annual market when
developed, Neel said. He added
that the commission’s goal was
to get 10 percent of that business
for Kentucky.

One-half of the $2 million bud-
get reqguest for the biennium was
to help atiract the advanced coal
conversion facility, which would
increase the marketability of
Kentucky coal having a high
sulphur content,

Investment for the first such
refinery could come to $350 to
$500 mﬂhon and would mean 4 0(]0

THE TRAGEDY
OF THE FLICKERS

The flickers, or ‘‘yellow ham-
mers,”” as some call $hem, are
our only woodpeckers with brown
backs; ' the others are mostly
olack and white, or Ydommer-
hacked.” The flickers have gol-
den yellow on their under-wings
and are also known as ‘‘gold-
ghafted flickers.” These birds
suffer great fragedies in the loss
of heir young ones from violent
windstorms. This is mainly be-
camse they build their nests in
dead trees which are often blown
aver by high winds. Their prefer-
ence for building nests in holes
high in dead trees has given
‘them the common name of ‘‘High-
dole Bird.

~The flicker has more commml
names than any other bird of
America; it is said to have more
Jhan 125 different names, which
may differ from locality to locals
ity. It dis the state bird oi Ala-
bama.

One of the most
scenes I have ever witnessed
was that of a mother flicker
searching for her nest of little
ones after the dead tree had been
plown over .and her young de-

touching

{stroyed. It happened many years

ago 'whea I was in.my teens but
I never could forget the manifest
grief of the mother bird over the
loss of her little ones.

My father owned a large moun-
tain farm, which had deep coves
of land with soil rich in humus.
We cleared out large fields, which
we called ‘‘newground,” in which
we grew the corn and other
crops we needed. Father always
{loved the {flickers and would
leave all the dead snags and old
trees standing in or about ithe
fields for them to build their
nests in every year. He knew
they were valuable birds to have
around our fields and he called
them, “‘my yaller hammers.” We
children called them “our yarrup
birds,” as they would often greet
us with loud ecalls of “yarrup.”

‘I shall never forget how g__lad
all of us were when we began to
see the baby flickers sticking
gheir heads out of the hole in ‘thé
old, dead tree. They watched for
their parents to come with tasty
morsels. Here was true parental
love, I thought. Those flickers
had but one duty to do all day
long and’that was to feed anfl|~——
watich over their young.

One night, shortly before the
young flickers were large enough
to fly away, a severe wind-storm
blew down the dead oak and de-
stroyed all the young birds. It

It was sadder still to see the
mother- flicker cireling overhead
where the old tree: had once
stoed, trying wvainly to find her
little ones. She would call to the
fop- of her voice and couldn’t
seem (o understand what had
happened and why.
