Evans~ Two Others 
Quit Division J ohs 

Resignation of George E. 
Evans, Jr. as vice-president of 
Island Creek Coal Company 
and as president of the Evans 
Elkhorn Division of Island 
Creek, was announced this 
week. 

His resignation b e c a me 
effective Feb. 1, exactly two 
years after the Evans Elkhorn 
Coal Company operations at 
Printer on Left Beaver and at 
Wayland were sold to Island 
Creek. This transaction fol­
lowed by a few weeks the 
acquisition by Island Creek of 
the Inland S t e e I Company 
holdings in this county, in­
cluding the town of Wheel­
wright, the Price preparation 
plant and approximately S0,-
000 acres of mineral rights. 

Evans' resignation was fol­
lowed by the resignations of 
David Bayer, vice- president 
of the Evans Elkhorn Division, 
and Daniel Slone, its comptrol­
ler. 

Mr. Evans said the resigna­
tions, basically, stemmed from 
the Pf'.rsonal interests which 
demand his attention and that 
of his colleagues. He added 
that announcement w i 11 be 
made, probably within a week, 
of ~ new companr which he 

will head, with Bayer as vice­
president, N e a I J. Crowley, 
secretary, and Daniel Slone, 
treasurer. 

This company will probably 
be involved .in the develop­
ment of large coal holdings 
w hi c h Mr. Evans retained 
when the purchase of his other 
operations was made by Island 
Creek. 

Evans, whose coal mining 
enterprise is one of the out­
standing success stories of the 
industry in Eastern Kentucky, 
came to this county in 1940 
upon his graduation f r om 
Notre Dame. He is chairman 
of the Kentucky Coal Associ­
ation and the Big Sandy Elk­
horn Coal Operators Associ· 
ation, is president of the Ken­
tucky Mining Institute, a mem­
ber of the advisory councils o.f 
the American Mining Con­
gress, Washington, D. C., and 
the Prestonsburg Community 
College, and is a director of 
the First Guaranty Bank, Mar­
tin, and Appalachian Regional 
Hospitals. 

Mr. Bayer, -a native of Pike 
county, is a graduate of West 
Virginia University and has 
been associated wit b Mr. 
Evans the last aix years.

URGE ACTION 

Floyd Representatives 
Ask Senate, Hoase 
To Support Aims 
Floyd county's two s tate 

representatives. W. J. Rey­
nolds, of Allen, and Everett 
Akers, of Martin, have three 
concurrent resolutions hope­
fully on the way to adoption 
by both houses of the General 
Assembly. All tlu·ee are re­
garded as important 

Akers, author of two of the 
resolutions, asks in one that 
the 20-year age limit for edu­
cation or training of pupils in 
schools :for the mentally re­
tarded be removed, thus per­
mitting the retarded, regard­
less of age, to benefit from 
state education funds. In his 
second resolution he calls on 
the State Highway Depart­
ment to act immediately to­
ward the four-lane reconstruc· 
tion of US 23 through Ken­
tucky. 

Representative Reynolds' 
concurrent resolution calling 
on the state to provide its 
share of the !funds necessary 
to win location in this ~rea 
of a giant rehabilitation center 
has alreadY been voted by the 
House, 91-0, and is expected 
to reach a vote in the Senate 
this week. 

The $3 million rehabilitation 
center would be the first in 
Kentucky and one of the first 
in the n a t ion. The state's 
share of the cost would be 
$1,080,000. So popular was the 
resolution introduced by Rey­
nolds in the House ~ h a t it 
eventually had 90 co-sponsors. 

Representative Akers w as 
joined in his resolution calling 
for action on US 23 by Repre­
sentatives W. J. Reynolds, 
Ruth Wolchik, Woody May, 
Enoch Holbrook, Cbsrles D. 
Wheeler, Ronald H a 11 e c k, 
Needham Saylor, Ed Dawa­
hare, L a w r e n c e Lankford, 
Get her I rick, Jim Justice and 
Darvin Allen.

The F1loyd COilllty Board of 
EduCt&tion in its answer to the 
suit filed by James M. Wells to 
recover sick leave pay and dam­

1. On Oct. 19, 1967 plalntiff 
absented bim.self from his teach· 
ing position in Prestlon>Sl>urg bigh 
sohool and notified the principal 
he would he ament for two days 
When, in fact, he ...,_. absent 
seven working da.y;s 'i\'ithout any 
notifica11ion bo the board or any 
of i·bs representatives. Because 
of this. lt is cootended, Wells 
for!eited Ills contr<lcl wi!lh the 
board of eduoa.tion.
