The bill # sponsored by the
Kentucky Bducation Association
and by most local school district
associations in the state. Louis-
ville, Paducah and some six or
sight others already have some
form <f professional tiation.

Purpose of the act, ﬁhe pro-
logue says, ‘‘is to improve the
guality of education within school
systems through guaranteeing
the right of professional negotia-
tion with boards of education.”

The proposal is being opposed
by the Kentucky School Boards

‘| Association and the majority of

the Kentucky Superintendents
Association, and it is this strong
opposition that has kindled flames
in' the controversy. _

Most seasoned legislative ob-
servers readily admit that school
legislation, and particularly the
amount of funds appropriated by
the state to public education, al-
ways draws ftop interest during
A session.

Certified personnel would have
the right to make recommenda-
tions to the board in selecting the
curriculum, text books, discip-
linary regulations, and negotiate

|on salaries with the board.

» If these two groups could not

| agree and reach an impasse, the

proposed legislation pr o vides
that the school superintendent
‘would appoint an advisor to
study ithe matter and make rec-

. | cmmendations to get the two

groups together. In the final

| analysis, if they stull failed to

agree, a threeqnan mediation
board would be appointed, one
by the professiongl group, one
by @fhe school board and the
third selected by these two.

The ‘School Board Association
argues fthe system would not
work  if the certified personnel
had a wvoice in establishing pol-
icy, ‘and this is a right of the
board ‘only.

What none of those involved
have said is that the enftire struc-
ture of public education law
needs to be revised. The last
time fthis was done was in the
late 1930°s and what revision
has happened since then has
been a patchwork.
