But 1f a nybody, in any capacity, is seeking a 
way of keeping Fi$lrtrap from being a black body 
of water laden with coal dust and slttdge, the 
search !ta~ ~een . made in deep silence. Waahlngs 
f~·om Vn·gmra mmes have for years blackened the 
r 1ver. These black waters with their load of sludge 
f low. directly into what is to be Fishtrap Lake. 
IneVItably, the lake will lose. W ll!ter in i1s natural 
state has a powerfu l attraction. Black water repels. 

Kentucky, it is true, is powerless to control an­
Qther state. But, surely, if an ear nest effort is made 
by officials from the local level to Frankfort and 
even on to W aBhington, recipl'ocal cooperation 
could be effected between Kentucky and Virginia. 

H ow to get such an effort made is a baffling 
p roblem, Kentucky has failed to control a situa­
tion ariB>ing within its own borders which threat­
ens Dewey Lake with black water from mines in 
th e upper reaches of Johns Oreek. We haven't 
been silent about this situation but the continued 
f ailure of the state to act to pr~vent destruction of 
a mecca for toul"ists, vacationists and thousands of 
others is frustrating. 

"We are keeping an eye on the situatio11," those 
who have argued the existence of a mortal danger 
to Dewey Lake have been told. 

Neither Dewey nor Fishtrap needs .an eye kept 
on them. No death-watch is needed. The onlv so-lu-
t ion lies in positive action. •

Says Tax, Budget Bills 
Lacked Required Votes 
Without Opposition Aid 
Frankfort-Republican Gov. 

Louie B. Nunn thanked Demo­
crats for their help in passing 
his tax and budget bills a.s he 
signed the tax bill into l aw 
follpwing fina l adjournment 
of the 196a Kentucky Legis­
lature-. 

The governor indicated these 
two major bills w o u 1 d not 
have pa~sed had it not been 
for Democratic votes in the 
Hou~e. where Democrats out­
number Republicans 57 to 43, 
znd in the Senate where the 
majority is 24 to 14. 

'·T h e Democrats,'' he de· 
clared, "deserve a part of the 
credit for the progra~ includ­
ing the budget and the tax. 
There couldn't have been one 
without. the other ... 

"T h c Democratic mem berG 
of the General Assembly )lad 
an overwhelming majority in 
both the House and the Sen­
ate. They could have voted in 
any law they chose, or pre­
vented any law from being 
enucted." 

Fifteen Democrats joined 41 
Republicans to appro\'e the 
tax bill in the House by a 
\'Ote or 56 to 41. and eight 
Democrats lined up with 13 
Republicans to pass it in the 
St·nate by a vote of 21 to 17. 

Principal features of t h c 
ne\\o' law arc that it increases 
the gtate sales tax ft'om 3 to 5 
per cent, effective April 1, 
and the cost Of auto license 
plate' from $5 to $12.50 a year, 
effective next Jan. 1. 

The 2 per cent increase in 
the sales tax is expected to 
produce an additional $14 mil­
lion in revenue during there­
maindel' of this fiscal year, 
which ends June 30. It has 
bt:en estimated both taxes \Vill 

produc.: an additional $244 
million during fiscal 1968-1370. 

The new faxes will be used 
lo he 1 p finance Kentucky's 
1ccord budget of $2.47 billion 
for the next two years. They 
will be employed to improve 
educational, m en t a I health, 
m£dicaid, old age and other 
public service programs. 

Governor Nunn called the 
1 9 6 8 Lt:gislature "conscien­
tioLts." 

Scores of b i 1 1 s receiving 
complete passage during the 
last sessions of the House and 
the Senate before sine die ad­
journment were delivered to 
tile Go\'Crnor to :-ign into law. 
let become law without his 
signature, or veto during the 
I 0 days alloted him. 

Among these w a s Se-nate 
Bill 252 which v,rouJd repeal 
mandatory annual safety in­
~pection of motor vehicles and 
require only that when chang. 
ing ownership they must have 
p n -::; s e d such an inspection 
within the previous year. 

Another was the first state­
wide- ope-n housing bi1l enacted 
by a state south of the Ohio 
River. Generally. th is measure 
would prohibit raci<1J, ethnic 
or re1igio~.J,s discrimination in 
the sale of property. 

House Bill 499 would re­
q u i r e mandatory inspection 
and r e g u 1 a t i o n Of all the 
slate\; slaughterhouses a n d 
mf:at processing plants. The 
bill is nc>arly identical to a 
model me a t inspection law 
drafted by the U. S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture. 

A "truth- in -lending" bill 
would exempt pawn brokers I 
but would require loan com­
panies to provide customers 
with a s t ate men t of the 
amount of credit charges in 
dollurs and t he amount oi 
simple annual interest charg~ 
ed. 

By passage of Hous~ Bill 
:192, the legislators voted to 
incn·use their own between il 
E:es s i o n s expense aJ lowance 
t1·om $150 to $300 a month. 
This came in an amendment to 
the bill providing substantial 
r :J is e s for most Kentucky 
judges. 

Another bi11 sent to the 
governor ,.._·ould allow night­
time thoroughbred horse rac­
ing in Kentucky. The law now 
on the books prohibits racing 
a·1 ter sunset. The new .measure 
would allow the runnipg oi 
bees until midnight.
