4th of July Week-End 
Draws Record Crowds 

A near-record low tempera­
lure for July 4 held the num­
ber of visitors at Jenny Wiley 
State Park for lhe day slightly 
below last year's figure, but 
the 87,000 persons reported by 
the Cotps of Engineers, Thurs­
day through Sunday last week, 
was an all-time !our-day record 
for the Dewey Lake area. 

State p a r k figures released 
by Jenny Wiley Park Manager 
S. R. Hatcher showed a higher 
total of visitors, but this re­
sulted from a variance in the 
method of arriving at estimates. 
The Corps of Engineers makes 
a car count and figures three 
persons per car, while the De­
partment of Parks bases its 
figures on 3.6 persons per car. 
Perks estimated the total for 
four days at almost 100,000. 

Added to the throngs at Jenny 
Wiley were an estimated 15,000 
persons at Archer Park here 
during July 4, enjoying the 
park pool, tennis courts, ball 
fields and playgrounds, and the 
day-ending fireworks display 
and dance. 

Despite the huge crowds 
steady iflow ai traffic, only 

and 
one 

traffic fatality was reported in 
lhe county, and there were no 
ac.cldents repOrted at either the 
state or city park. 

The cool weather cut down on 
bathing at Jenny Wiley State 
Park, but campers, picnickers, 
boaters and sightseers made 
good this loss. 

On warm dny!; facilities oj 
the new state park pool are 
over-taxed, and many bathers. 
ignoring warnings that t h e 
water in the Stratton ,Branch 
arm of the lake i!'> polluted, have 
been sv.dmming jn the lake 
there. The Department of Parks 
is now erecting a fence to keep 
bathers out. 

Contamination of t b e water 
there comes from the camping 
area farther up Stratton Branch. 
Dean Murray, Dewey reservoir 
manager, said warnings of pol­
lution there have caused many 
to regard the entire lake as pol­
luted. He stressed the fact that 
the contamination is localized. 

Murray said the- 25,500 per­
sons who visited Dewey Lake 
and the state park on June 23 
was the largest crowd to gather 
there on a single day in the 
history of the impoundment. 

The action leaves the final 
decision to Hobart. The site is 
ready for sale, but all details of 
the transa-ction have not been 
cleared, and it may be two 
weeks before a ifinal decision is 
made. 

Involved in the consummation 
of the transaction is the avail­
ability of natural gas service to 
the site. Kentucky West Vir­
ginia Gas Company has a line, 
a mile away; United Fuel's is 
more distant. The Paintsville 
Water Commission is advertis­
ing this week for bids on con­
struction of a water line to the 
site. 

The Kenwood stockholders' 
vote on release of their option 
so that the sale could be made 
was 8,079 shares for the action 
to 2,720 against. It was said 
only five of tile 700 stockholders 
opposed surrender of the op­
tion. 

Don Graves, o! Jackson, who 
said he represented stockhold­
ers in that area, one o.f whom 
was a Kenwood director. an~ 

nounced at the stockholders' 
meeting Tuesday that be could 
provide Kenwood an offer of 
$4.000 an acre .for the entire 
tract. Board Chairman George 
Branham pointed out that the 
offer was not made at a very

Prior to the county conven­
tions, regional Democratic 
sessions are to be held to ac­
quaint Democrats w i t h con­
vention procedures. The ses­
sion for this congressional dis­
trict will be held at 9:30 a.m., 
Jtt!y 12, at the Ventura hotel, 
Ashland. 

Congressional district con­
ventions will be held at 10 
a.m., July 27, at Convention 
Center, Louisville. with the 
state convention at 2 p.m., 
same day and place. 

The state convention, will 
elect 25 at large delegates with 
one vote each, four at large 
delegates w i t h half a vote 
e::ch, and 44 alternate dele­
gates from the state at large. 

Under party rules, the na­
tional committeeman and com­
mitteewoman, the state party 
chairman and vice chairman. 
and the delegation chairman 
(expected to be Lt. Gov. 
Ford), automatically become 
national convention delegates.

Examining trials of t w 
Greenup county men named in 
three manslaughter warrants 
each after their auto had 
crashed into another near here, 
June 27, fatally injuring Mrs. 
Elder Wright and her two 
daughters, were continued last 
Friday when the defendants ap­
peare~ before County Judge 
Henry Stumbo without counsel. 

Judge Stumbo set the hearing

-$15.000 for each manslaughter 
count.
