FIRE BLIGHT ON
APPLES AND PEARS

Fire blight is one of the most
serious diseases of apple and
pear trees, and attacks as many
as 75 ather plants. A number of
ornamental plants ecan be at-
tacked, including flo wering
crabapple, pyracentha, spirea,
hawthorn and cotoneaster.

Common sympioms are a
blighting of the blossoms, twigs,
and fruit. Infected blossoms
and twigs suddenly wilt, and
seme turn-a light to dark brown.
The brown leaves and fruit will
remain on the trees until late
winter,

Fire blight is caused by a
bacteria, The bacteria winter
over in infected limbs and
twigs and start to multiply as
spring approaches, By the time
trees are in the late-pink to
early-bloom stage, the bacteria
start to ooze to the surface and
are spread by rains, wind and
insects.

Some varieties of apples and
pears are more susceptible to
fire blight than others. Jona-
than, Rome Begauty, Wealthy,
Willow Twig, Transparent and
Lodi are very susceptible. Dur-
ing warm, rainy weather, Gol-
den Delicious, Red Delicious
and Stayman Winesap have de-
veloped {twig infections. Bart-
lett, a high-quality pear, can-
not be successfully grown in
many areas because of this di-
sease.

Fire blight is wvery difficult
to control, but it ¢an be reduced
with ehemical spraying and san-
itation.

The most effective material
for ‘spraying is -Streptomycin.
The first spray, at 50 parts per
million, should be just before
the blossoms open. The sprays
should be repeated at four-day
intervals for adequate ' 'eontrol

over fany extended period.
Bearing treées should not be
sprayed aifter the fruit " has

formed; non-bearing trees may
be sprayed as often as consid-
ered mecessary with 100 parts
per million streptomyein.

Good orchard sanitation is
advisable. When infection first
appears in the spring, prane
out blighted branches. Be sure
to cut §ix inches below the last
point of visible infection. After
each branch is pruned, sterilize
the knife in a five percent solu-
tion of chlorox or alcohol, For
additional information on frait
tree  spraying, contact your
Floyd County Extension office
for bulletin on fruit tree spray-
ing. \

DISEASE PROBLEM
IN GARDENS

A number of diseases seem
to be causing more than the
normal amount of problems in
home gardens. The weather
conditions have been favorable
for the growth of many disease
organisms this spring.

It is extremely important
that gardeners do a good job

spraying or dusting for the
control of both diseases and in-
sects.

Diseases are a congern when
tomatoes, potatoes, eucumbers,
‘melons, beans and sweet corn
are grown. For tomfitoes and
potatoes, use either 2zineb or
maneb, 50 percent wetiable
powder, at two tablespoons per
gallon of water. Treat foliage
thoroughly every seven days or
oftener in rainy weather, and
every 10 te 14 days in drier
weather.

Control of bacterial wilts of
cucumbers, melons and sweet
corn is largely dependent on the

|| control of flea beetles and cu-
|| cumber beetles, which carry the

disease from plant to plant. Use
sevin or lindane on cucumbers
and melons. Speeial dust con-
taining on perecent lindane for
insects and seyen percent
maneb for diseages is good after
vines begin to flower. ¥For corn,

DDT to control the {flea
| beetles, and select sweet corn
varieties resistant to bacterial
wilt when possible. _

The DDT will also eontrol the
corn earworm if started when
silks first appear and used every
other day until silks wilt and
furn brown. Spray or dust di-
rectly on the silks.

Beans are often infected by
Rhizoctonia root and stem rot.
First symptoms are wrinkling
of the leaves and stunted
srowth, Later, repts or the
stam may turn dark and rot. At
this stage, the bean plant wilts
and dies. The only' confrol is fo
rotate beans—do net plant them
in the same area of the garden
more often than  every third
yvear. For additional information

The three famous members
of the @Goatsucker family are
the whippoorwill, the chuckwill
and the nighthawk, which has
ogther ecommon names: nightjar,
mosquito hawk, ‘‘bull bat,” and
“long-winged goatsucker.”

Of the three, the whippoorwill
is the most sidely known from
its song, said to be the mosi
unigue of all bird songs. It is
fiot very well known from sight,
as  thousands of people may
hear it while only a few will
be privileged to see it.

These three birds have 'very
large mouths, which are opened
wide to scoop up insects out of
the air. All three are highly use-
ful as predators of obnoxious in-
sects, such as flies, gnats, mos-
guitoes, beetles, bugs — almost
any fly:ng inseet is a prime tar-
| get for them; so they deserve

1

| our best protection.

| The scientific name of the
| goatsuckers is faken from their
| big mouth, meaning literally,
| “cave mouth,’”” and the whip-
| poorwill’'s nam e ©of vociferous
means “istrong voice,” The voice
of the whippoorwill carries far
over the silent night woods and
echoes for nearly a mile along
shadowed mountains,

One reason the song of this
bird is so widelvy known, it has
a habit ‘of swooping down at
dusk to the farmyard or the gar-
den to put on its nightly show,
which is equal to that of a prima
donna, as the bird often circles,
dances and bows while singing.

A fleeting glimpse of the
chuckwill and the whippoorwill
is often caught at night in the
glare of a car’s headlights;
theit eyes shine in the glare
like the eyes of a cat. The eyes
of the whippoorwill gleam in
the glare like two red eoals.

The whippoorwill is also the
most pérsistent singer of the
three: it has been known to re-
peat its song over 1,500 times
at a single performance,

The chuckwill is the *“whip-
poorwill of the south.”” It is also
called, “the big bat,”” and
“chuck-will’'s widow,”” from its
supposed repetition of the call.
The poets say the bird is cail-
ing for ““the wife of poor Willie.”
| The chuckwill is more than
12 inches long and its twice the
bulk of the common whippoor-
will, Its big mouth is more than
two inches wide and it has been
known to swallow sparrows,
hummingbirds and other small
birds.

There is a great difference of
opinion among writers and ob-
servers, too, as to what the

| chuckwill's song really says.
The song, or call, is «o[ten|
heard about dusk in the south-|
ern states. It rings out loud and |
echoes for almost a mile over
the still countryside. Most book
writers and naturalists interpret
the song as saving, *“Chuckwill’s
| Widow,’’ with aeccent on wid.”
{ Buf, there are many people
{in the south, as well as some
writers, who declare the bird’'s
¢all repeats over and over this
phrase: *‘Chip fell outa white
oak!” These claim the bird’s
call invariably ends with the
words, “white oak.” S0 the
argument goes on, Some even
claim the bird says, ‘“Twixt hell
and white cak!” But the major-
ity of observers are agreed on
the bird's eall as saying,
“Chuckwill’s widow.’
