Mental Health Work
Being Done in County

Wayland, Ky.—Dr. Willard R.
Dill, psychiatrist with the Floyd
County Mental Health Service,
spoke recently at a dinner meet-
ng of the Lackey-Garrett-Way-
land Woman’'s Club in the Way-
land Methodist Church base-
ment,

Dr, Dill outlined the five-point
care offered by the Mental
Health Service as out-patient, in-
patient, day care center, educa-
tion and consultation and emer-
gency service. He also ex-
plained that 70 percent of the
aperational expenses for such
services had been contributed
by the federal government with
the balance supposedly coming
from loeal groups. However, the
state, realizing the economie
conditien of the area, had con-
tributed 23 percent of the re-
maining cost, leaving only seven
percent to be furnished locally.

The speaker advised that be-
cause of the Mental Health Ser-
viee, numerous  patients, some
of many years' confinement,
have been able to return home

| from Eastern State Hospital and

live fairly mnormal lives with
their families as long as they
are checked periodically by the
field nurse who calls at the
homes of these patients at reg-
ular intervals to see that they
remain on proper medication.

labout the cicadas, so I will
write two columns upon fhese
untisual and highly intéresting
insects, which are in the sub-
order, HOMOPTERA, meaning
with wings the same throughout.

Jn our region, We have two
leading species; One is the big,
| boisterous cicada m o0 s t every- |
| body calls the *‘jarfly.” Another
name for him (I use the mas- |
culing gender, as the males do
all 'the singing) is ‘‘the harvest
fly.,’*"as his loud bass songs are
heard during the late harvesting
of crops. This one is also desig-|
nated as ‘‘the annual cicada,"
to distinguish him from the 17-
year, cicadas, which most peo-
ple ecall “locusts.”

In order to have 'a better un-
derstanding: of the nature of
these eicadas, it is necessary to
know their scientific names. The
scientific name of the jarfly is
CICADA TIBICENS. This name
means, literally, a cicada that
plays a musical instrument call-
ed the ‘‘tibia,”’ which is the ane-
ient flute that was made from
the shin-bone of man or ani-
mals, which is called the tibia.
The more recent flutes are made
of plants called reeds. So the big
jarfly is a tibia (flute) player
and makes his loud, sustained
whirring musie like someone
blowing on a flute as long as
there is breath to blow.

The seientifie name of the 17-
year eicada i§ a whopper. If'is
Magiecicada Septendecim. The
septendecim ‘means at 17-year
intervals, when these insects
emerge in great numbers. The

Reaching the nest, she
lays eggs under the legs of the
paralyzed insect and puts it in
the burrow. The poison from her
stinger completely paralyzes the
cicada and keeps the meat from
spoiling.

es and special load cells1 to
gauge side stresses.'

It was during his expemexice
as a profesgional mining engi-
neer that Prof. Wright conceived
the idea for the research.

“Some material already had
been evolved in studies of the
Voussoir Arch principle, but no
useable econclusions were ob-
tained,”” he said, adding that his
work at UK will be to evolve de-
sign criteria for mine ceilings
and the most efficient, economi-
cal ways to reinforce already
exisling mines,

Prof. Wright is bomg assisted
by graduate mining engineering
student Jon Edward Kelly, of
Madisonville, Ky. As the project
develops, other students will be
added to the research team.

The project, launched  in
March of this year, is aimed at
completion in early 1970.

LABOR DAY ATTENDANCE

State Parks Commissioner
Robert E. Gable has announced
an estimated 351,000 persons vis-
ited Kentucky's 36 state parks
and shrines during the three-day
Labor Day week-end. Gross re-
ceipts were $107,912—and Jenny
Wiley State Park was the No, 2
attraction in the entire parks
system,

Labor Day alone showed re-
ceipts of $30,685, up 12 percent
over the same day last year. At-
tendanee was up about mnine
percent that day.

Of the total, 230,956 were vis-
itors at the state’s 13 parks with
lodging facilities and 120,044 at
the other parks and shrines,
Lodge rooms, coftages
camping areas were filled near-
capacity.
