Under
the present contract the basi¢
rate for most miners is $27.75,
exclusive of fringes, and for
the highly skilled operators of
mining machines and inside
electricians and mechanics,
$30 daily.

He said relief agencies over-
seas have put poor pegple to
work building roads, schocls,
community wells and other
projects.

In Bastern Kentucky, he
said, poor people could be em-
ployed on watershed work and
dam econstruction, improve-
ment of recreational faeilities
or building of day-care cen-
ters.

Ellis said self-help food pro-
grams are being carried out
in more than 50 countries un-
der the leadership of 77
American volunteer agencies.

Ellis, a graduate of the Uni-
versity of Kentucky, said
Americans abroad should visit
the volunteer agencies to see
what they are doing: “It will
make you proud to be an
American.”

In the race between food
supplies and world population,
Ellis said, “The food side is
ahead in the ballgame 2 to 1

but the ballgame has seven

innings to go.”

At the present world birth |
rate, there will be 7 billion
people on earth by the year
2000, he explained. The popu-|

lation was 3 billion in 1960.

FBI To Sponsor Talks
On Law Enforcement

Set at Park, Oct. 17th

Palmer M. Baken, Jr.,
special agent in charge of the
Louisville office of the Federal
Bureau of Investigation, an-
nounced this week that bank
robbery and incidental crimes
will be the subject of a special
law enforcement conference
to be sponsored by the FBI at
Jenny Wiley State Park, Octo-
ber 17.

In an announcement con-
cernin g similar conferences
being held throughout the
United States, FBI Director J.
Edgar Hoover said that this
topic was chosen because of
the continued increase in
erimes involving banking
institutions. He also noted that
there was an alarming in-
crease in the number of in-
stances in which these crimes
against bankin g institutions
were accompanied by violence
against employees, customers,
and others.

According to Mr. Baken, the
conference will be attended by
law enforcement officials,
prosecuters and representa-
tives of banks, savings and
loan associations, credit
unions, and related professions
in this area. The agenda will
include discussions on what
law enforcement officials can
do to prevent bank robberics,
burglaries, and larcenies and
also what banking institutions
can do to prevent these crimes.
Guidance will be given re-
garding actions to be taken by
bank employees to assist law
enforcement officers in the
quick apprehension of viola-
tors. The Bank Protection
Act of 1968 which provides for
establishing minimum stan-
dards for security devices to
be used in banks to discour-
age these crimes, will also be
discussed. -

According to Mr Baken, the
speakers’ platform at this con-
ference will be shared by rep-
resentatives of the FBI, the
Kentucky Bank er s Associa-
tion, the Kentucky state pol-
ice, the United States attorney
and local police officials

Bradley and,
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Dr. R-oberts Returns Home

To Regale Harold Audience
With Bovhood Reminiscences

Dr. Leonard Roberis, native
of Toler Creek this county, au-
thor and teacher, came home
Friday evening to address a
meeting of the Harold Improve-
ment Club. He is presently a
professor in the English Depart-
ment of Pikeville College,

Roberts, to the amusement of
the group, told of his early work
as a lineman in the ecommunity
for the old Roberts Olga Tele-
phone Company, predecessor of
the Harold Telephone Company,
now headed by Paul Gearheart.
The old telephone eompany, af-
flicteq with inadequate equip-

‘ment, inferior lines and labor-

ing to maintain service from
Harold to Ivel and on the adjac-
ent creeks, had for jis only line-

‘man the schoolboy Roberts. He

worked evenings after school.

“When 1 came in from
school,” R ob erts reminisced,
L “Mrs. Columbia Reberts, my

aunt and owner of the system,
would send me off down the
river fo restore sgervice to a
customer. While on these er-
rands Mrs. Roberts would call
me and tell me to go some other
place while I was at it. I would
no more get serviee restored
there until another eall would
come. T was kept bBusy until
dark, installing insulators and
unerossing wires.”

He told of a harrowing experi-
ence when, while riding a bi-
c¢ycle and carrying his repair
tools, a slide erupted from the

side of the road and caught him.

These games were played
at the dawn of eivilization, came
down through the history of man
to the Anglo-Saxons. Finally,
they were brought to America
by our progenitors and found
their way to Eastern Kentucky
and you played them when you
were young."

Extending his discussion of re-
gional lore, Roberts told a story,
typical of pioneer, days when
the settler-hunter was addicted
to gross and ridiculous exagera-
tions to enliven a tale.

. Dr. Roberts, who attended
high school at Betsy Layne, has
taught at Berea College, More-
head State University, Union
College and West Virginia Wes-
levan. He came from the latter
institution to Pikeville this sum-
mer. At present he has two

books with publishers and an-
other under preparation.
