To Manage System

The state Coureil on Public
Higher Education went on rec-
ord Monday as supporting the
University of Kentucky's admin-
istration of the state's commiumn-
ity college system—at least for
the present.

Meeting in = Louisville, the
couneil indicated after prolonged
debate that it might consider
recommending gome changes if
a proposed study of the system
should show befter ways of ad-
ministering the twoyear col-

leges. :

The community college sfudy
was approved last month by the
couneil but has not been started.

The first of two points ap-
proved by the eouncil Monday
was that “‘in earrying out stud-
ies it should be.our policy to
recommend no changes to the
governor unlesg there are clear
and compelling reasons for such
a change . . .}

The second point, which pre-
cipitated some heated dialogue
between several members, cén-
tered. around ecouncil chairman
William Abell’s contention that
the forthcoming study should be
“confined to the way they (the
community colleges) are fune-
Lﬂnhm;"

In reply to a question askﬁ
by Dr. Adron Doran, of More
head State - University, Abell
said the legislature's current pos
s:tmh is that the coneges

Said Doran:

“My question w a s, suppose
some legislator were to intro-
duce a bill to modify that?
Would that mean the eouncil has
gone on record in oppesition to
any effort to change the admin-
istrative machinery of the com-
munity college system as it now
exists in Kentucky?”

“I think this is what we’re
talking about at the moment,"”
said Abell. “Speaking for my-
self, I think I would oppose such
an effort, I don’t see any reason
to support such an effort.”

Dr. Robert Martin, president
of Eastern Kentucky University,
said he believed all phases of
the system should be thoroughly
studied.

“My own opinion is if you're
going to do a study you ought
not to make decisions saying
this is going to be studied and
that isn't going to be studied,”
he said.

Abell later said that the study
would cover all phases of the
community college system, in-
cluding its administration. He
said he hopes the study can get
under way soon and can be com-
pleted before the 1970 legislative
session,

Abell said he called Monday’s
meeting because of some appar-
ent misunderstanding concern-
ing the council's position on ad-
ministration of the ﬁve-year col-
lege system.

Congressman Carl D, Perkins
last Friday announced that a

federal grant of $1.3 million had |

Moréhead, Ky., Nov. 4—*Dis-
cover America’’ read the plate
on the front of Joe Bowen's 10-
speed, lighl-weight touring bi-
cycle, and Joe spent 16 months
and 14,000 miles doing just that.

Bowen, a 25-year-old fresh-
man speech major at Morehead
State University, began his bi-
cycle trip in Los Angeles on
Apri]l 8, 1967, and ended it on
August 1, 1968, in Washington,
D. C. In belween, he visited 33
states, three <Canadian prov-
inces, and parts of Mexico.

During his travels, Bowen met
seven governors and numerous
mayors, spent three days on a
movie set, as a guest of M-G-M,
proposed to his wife, climbed
four major peaks, and skiled be-
hind a hydroplane.

How did he decide to make

the trip?

**While still in the Air Force,

|I had an itch to discover first
| hand what my country looked
| like—to gee the mountains, des-
[ erts, plains, seacoasts, forests
| and vast ranchlands—to know
| intimately its varied people,”
| Joe said.
[ I also had a vague urge to
| do something clean and whole-
| some and healthy, in such a way
that I could show my fellow
Americans and people in other
countries that the longhaired,
unwashed hippies who are get-
ting ‘so much publicity these
days don’t represent all yvoung
Americans,”” he continued.

After atfending a Great West-
ern Bicyele Rally at Solvang,
Cal., on a borrowed bike, Joe
decided to make the 14,000 mile
trek.

Why 14,000 miles? “No reason
in particular,” Joe said. *“I
simply studied a map and wrote
down all the places I wanted to
visit — states, cities, national
parks and monuments, historic
Sites, industrial centers, and
other such places—then plotted
out an approximate route. When
I added up the miles, it totaled
up a bit over 14,000, But as 1
fraveled and heard of other
places I wanted to see, I would
go on and visit them.”

On April 8, 1967, Bowen set
out from Lompoc, Calif.; on his
new bike. Clipped to the frame
was a one-pint water bottle. Be-
tween the handle bars, he car-
ried a small, rubber-lined utility
bag, and on a carrier rack in
back of the seat he fastened a
medium-sized waterproof bag
and a bedroll. The two bags con-
tained his minimum needs,

As Bowen started the trip, he
had $45.00 in cash, hardly
enough to get him far by more
conventional travel means. His
traveling expenses averaged
$3.00 a day, most of which went
for food and postage to mail his
souvenirs back to his parents,
Mr. and Mrs. Bill Bowen, of
Bowen, Kentucky.

When his funds ran low, he
would stop for a few days and
find a job. His jobs included
working as a busboy, picking
fruit, helping explore for oil,
working in a hot dog stand,
stacking hay, moving furniture
and washing dishes.

‘I thought I was in pretty
good shape but soon found dif-
ferently,”” he said. ‘““The going
was pretly rough the first 20
iays. One night I slept on the
beach and was caught in a
storm. Never again did I do that
because all my gear was cov-
ered with wet sand,"

Bowen met his first governor
in Salem, Oregon, when Gover-
nor Tom MeCall welcomed him
to the state. While in Oregon,
Joe climbed Mt, Hood, before
going on to Washington state to
conquer . Mt, Ranier. He also
climbed Pike's Peak and the
Great Tetone.

After he had crossed the Cas-
cade Mountains heading east,
Bowen contracted an eye disease
near the Grand Coulee Dam. He
spent a week with friends 60
miles from Spokane while he
was treated by a Spokane eye
specialist. The doctor refused fo
charge any fee, telling Bowen to
have a good frip.

‘“The doctor in Spokane is typ-
ical of the friendly people whom
I met all along my route,” Joe
said. ‘I enjoyed many free
meals and great hospitality was
shown me by almost everyone.”

In Helena, Montana, Joe met
a lady who had ridden a horse
from Montana to the Chicago
World's Fair in 1933, and they
spent a few hours comparing
notes. At Cody, Wyoming, Joe
was a special guest in the July
4 Buffalo Bill Cody Parade. He
then moved on to Deadwood,
South Dakota, where he sat in
the chair where Wild Bill Hick-
ock was shot and visited Wild
Bill's grave.

Down to 10 cents in Durango,
Colorado, Joe took a waiter’s
job at Mesa Verde National
Park, where he met some wait-
resses' who were American In-
dians. He later visited them in
New Mexico.

In Ouray, Colorado, he thought
he would be jailed when he was
stopped by a motorcycle police-
man, handcuffed, and taken to
city hall. To his dismay, Bowen
was named Ouray's ‘“Unique
Tourist of the Year.”

Bowen arrived in Utah about
apple-picking time. He got a job
in Mohab, where he took tours
down the Colorado River on a
jet-powered boat by working as
a crew member. One jet-boat
pilot introduced Bowen to some
friends who owned a pontoon
plane, and Joe later skiied be-

hind the airplane on Lake Pow- -
ell,

M-G-M studios heard about
Joe's eycling journey and invited
him to spend three days on the

Arizona set where “Stay Away -

Joe,"" starring Elvis Presley,
was being filmed. This was in
October, 1967, after Joe had
raveled 8,000 miles.

“Elvis Presley really im-
pressed me,”” Joe said. “He is
a very personable person who
has time to talk to you, He was
always telling me about how his
expectant wife was going to
have a boy, but it turned out to
be a girl.” 7

Bowen also met actresses Joan
Blondell, ‘““a motherly type,”
and Katy Jurado, “‘a #riendly,
temperamental Mexican,” and
actors Thomas Gomez and Bur-
gess Meredith.

Joe recalled one night when
members of the filming crew
threw some firecrackers into a
campfire, “The
were not the only things that ex-
ploded,” Joe said, ‘‘Miss Jurado
exploded t00.”

“Visiting the movie set was
about the most fascinating thing
that I did on my trip,”’ Joe said.
“1 found out really how hard
sveryone works to produce a
movie,""

Joe also visited another movie
set—this one was at Tule
Springs, Nevada, where ‘‘The
Stalking Moon,’’ starring Greg-
ory Peck, was being shot. A
friend who is a 21 dealer in Las
Vegas arranged for Joe to visit
the set twice.

“Mr. Peck is very nice, and
he is an outstanding personal-
ity,"” Joe said. He also met act-
ress Eva Marie S8aint, whom he
really liked. ‘“‘She was full of all
sorts of questions about my trip,
and I found her a most interest-
ing person,” Joe said.

This past January Joe spent
two days on the set of ‘““Bonan-
za,” the popular western tele-
vision series. There he met sers
ies stars Lorne Green, Michael
Landon, Dan Blocker and David
Canary. ‘I believe I liked Dan
Blocker the best because he is
the type of person one can
identify with. I Jlater rode
through Carlsbad, New Mexico,
where Blocker was a school
teacher, and the people there
are sure proud of him,” Joe
saigati

Five governors, in addition to
Gov. MceCall, whom Joe mel
were: John Bell Williams, ol
Mississippi, Jack Williams, ol
Arizona, Dewey Barflett, of Ok-
lahoma, Claude Kirk, of Florida,
and Robert MeNair, of South
Carolina. He also spent about
fwo hours one day with former
Gov. George WaHace, of Ala-
bama.

Joe toured the wvarious sfate
capitols and sat in on their legis-
latures, and had lunch with
Wallace in the legislature’s din-
ing room.,

Another well-known politician
whom Joe met was Mayor Sam
Yorty, of Los Angeles, Yorty in-
vited him to come back to Cali-
fornia to appear on his televi-
sion show.

During the period immed-
iately following the assassina-
tion of Dr. Martin Luther King,
Joe was in Little Rock, Arkan-
sas, where he stayed at a Negro-
owned motel and had breakfast
with the owners. A television
newsman interviewed Joe and
the Negro motel owner for na-
tional television because the
newsman felt it was unusual ‘to
see a Negro and a white man
getting along so well in the
South at the time, Joe said.

One of the most important
events which occurred. on the
tour was Joe's proposal to his
wife, the former Marlene Sher-
man, of Minneola, Florida. They
had met previously and corres-
ponded while Joe was in the ser-
vice. They were married in Au-
gust after the completion of his
trip, and Marlene now works in
the acquisitions department of
the Morehead State University
library

Joe said that he would make
a bicycle trip from Anchorage,
Alaska, to Key West, Florida,
possibly the longest distance one
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could travel on a bicycle across

the United States, if he were

given a good offer.

Joe is now working on the sec-
ond draft of a book about his
traveling experiences. He has
been contacted by representa-
tives from a major publishing
house. :

“It was all a very wonderful
experience,’” said Joe, ‘“The peo-
ple of the United States are
really great people, and they
will help you if you are trying to
help yourself. I was treated roy-
ally everywhere I went. The trip
helped restore my faith in the
American people,”

IN TROUBLE IN STATE

A federal-aid program that af-
fects more students in Eastern
Kentueky than any other region
of Kentucky is in trouble.

search for private funds that not |
only would let these %1udents'
finish college but also would let |
others start.

A renewed f e deral contract|
has not been ruled out, but Mrs.
Ann Hall Taylor, assistant di-
rector of public assistance for |
program development at Frank- |
fort, said she knew of only one
similar demonstration pl‘D]LCL
that was supported for the fourth |
year by the U. S. Department of
Health, Education and Welfare.

She said the idea behind such
a program is that a state 'will
see its advantages and take over.
its financing. But she noted that
even if the state decides tg do
this, it couldn’'t happen beforL
1870, since the 1967-'70 Kentuc-
ky budget has long since been
drawn,

HEP seeks to get
tential’’ youths whose families
receive public assistance into
college and to keep them there
until graduation. The federal
government picked Kentucky for |
a demonstration project in 1965.‘

Initially, the program was
meant 0 offer only couns-aling‘
services: “‘However, it became
obvious = after the first four
months of the project that a
number of youths just couldn’t
make it—even with schelarships |
—without more money, and they
dropped out,”” Mrs. Taylor Said.‘

So additional funds were ob-
tained to provide students with
$50-a-month grants, she said. An
evaluation of the project this
vear by the Universily of Louis-
ville's Kent School of Social
Work cites the HEP grant and
counseling as being responsible
for keeping participants’ drop-
out rate 15 to 20 percent below
the national average.

But even with the grant, “lack
of finances" was most often
cited by dropouts as the reason
for leaving the program.

At « Pikeville College ‘many

students say the administration |

is too liberal. At the University
of Kentucky this weeck the lib-
eral university publication, The
Kentucky Kernel, was under fire
from consexrvatives.

Of the Pikeville College situa-
tion Bill Peterson, Coutier-
Journal staff writer, wroté re-
cently, In part:

The students haven't taken to
the streets. Nor have  they
threatened to take over the col-
lege administration building.

But the signs of a liberal-con-
servative eonflict are unmistak-
able at the eampus,

The issues in the split are the
same as ORn mMany campuses:
free speech, freedom in the
classroom, the college’'s involves
mént in social problems, the im-
personality of the education sys-
tem, student 'dress and activ-
ities, and the college’s response
t0) change.

However, the sides are the re-
veérse of what they are at other
campuses—with students taking
a conservative position on al
most every issue and the ad-
ministration taking a @ liberal
one.

Senior Dave Cleavanger, who
classes himself a conservative,
put it this way: “We must have
the only right-wing student pro-
test movement in the counfry.”

The stud e nt conservatives,
who seem to have a numerical
upper hand in the 1,200-mem-
ber student body, strongly sup-
port the Vietnam war and the
draift.

As for the college, they feel
that the administration of Pike-
ville’s 37-year-old president, Dr.

Conservatives at this Presby-
terian-affiliated institution are

In often defiant tones, con-
servative students have accused
Johns of ousting elderly faculty
members and replacing them
with teachers who have “‘leftist’
leanings. They also complain
that Johns is placing too much
emphasis on sociology and psy-
chology in the curriculum.

Some have questioned his
contract and tenure. And one
group actually considered try-
ing to impeach the college pres-
ident.

The college Board of Trustees
has given Johns a vote of confi-
denee but opposition by the con-
servatives continues. Said Stu-
dent Council president Robert
Ford, ‘“We're not satisfied with
the investigation, we're going %o
have to have more.”

Ford and a group of other con-
servatives are particularly con-
cerned with what student news-
paper editor John Mays de-
scribed as ‘‘left wing exirem-
ists’” on the campus faculty,

ing to do everything peossible to
cooperate with the students, but
that he won’'t budge from his
policy of “freeing kids' minds.”

Johns said his administration
has given students new freedom
to speak out in their classrooms,
put them on faculty and college
trustee comimittees and repeat-
edly encouraged them to ‘‘do
your own thing."

These moves would have
made him a campus darling at
Berkley or Columbia—but not at
Pikeville, where many students
still are asked to sign a pledge
that they won't drink alcoholic
beverages.

“We don't know what our
thing is,” remarked one sopho-
more, ‘‘And even if we did we
don't know how to do it."”

Ancther student, a senior bi-
ology major, said that Johns
urged him to investigate water
pollution in the Pikeville area
as ‘‘his thing.”” The student re-
plied that he wasn't qualified to
do so.

“What they're doing is asking |

students who aren’t educated to
solye problems educated people |
can't solve,”’ this student said,
adding, ‘‘This whole involve-
ment, learning by experience —
it’s threatening the stability of
our¥school.”

At many other campuses, stu-
dents complain that the faculty
is too distant. At Pikeville, con-
servative students complain that
faculty members are too chum-
nmy.

These plants are hardy lichens,
the pioneers of the plant world.
One nice thing about studying
them, they do not fade and die
in the fall like the flowers but
remain the same throughout the
winter.

Those lichens on eld rails or
on decaying wooden shingles of
ancient log houses have flat
lobes, with a erimped or fringy
border. They are light gray-
green in color and are made up
of two plants living together in
a mutual relationship beneficial
to both. The alga plant cannot
live without the help of the fun-
gus; so these two help each
other to survive.

The alga part of the lichen
lends a tinge of green to the
plants; it also gets the moisture
needed from the air. The fungus

fence rail, shingle, stump or log
and obtains nourishment needed
from these. The two plants liv-
ing together in this relationship
are called symbiotes.

The lichens are often seen
forming large patches on flat
rocks, lending them an artistic,
touch. The plant sécretes an
acid that slowly eats away the
rock and gradually furns it back
to soil. Lichens are the soil-
makers of nature. Those grow-
ing on rails, logs or rocks are
called foliose lichens, as the
thallus, the Ileaf-like structure,
is crimped and folded. Although
it may take m any centuries,
these lichens will gradually and
surely turn the rocks into dust,
to be mixed with the soil; they
pave the way for the larger
flowering plants to spring up
and grow.

You may also notice on the
sheer face of large sandstone
cliffs peculiar growths of plants
that look sgmewhat like sea-
shells or old, dried leather.
These are crusty and brittle and
are called crustose lichens. They
take a firm hpld of the face of
the eliff, being hard to pull loose.
About all the food they require
is obtained from the moisture of
the air, and perhaps some min-
erals from the rock. In eons of
time, these lichens will dissolve
the cliff, crumble it back to dust.

Lichens belong to a elass of
plants called eryptogams, which
comes from two Greek words: |
kryptos, meaning < hidden and |
gamos, meaning marriage; lit-|
erally, a ‘hidden marriage.”
These plants have no flower
parts, no stamens or pistils, so |
their reproductive proecesses|
cannot be seen with the unaided |
eye. |
Perhaps the most beautifu] of |
the small lichens are those with
red caps; these are called “lit-|
tle red-capped soldiers.” They |
are slender, grayish, about two |
inches high and form small col-|
onies in dry, sterile soils. The |
tipg have red ecaps, the spore|

cases. These are known as
fruticose lichens.
Lichens thrive well on the

bark of trees, such as oaks and
beeches, These form a flat,
fringy flower-like lobe, and in
the middle of the main lichen,
numercus small brown eups
may be seen; these lichens are
sometimes called ‘‘cup lichens,™

Lichens grow in most all re- |
gions of the earth. In the Far
North, they form handsome
plants that are much branched
and look like little trees. These
arg called Reindeer Moss, and
form the main winter diet of
carvibou, elk and reindeer. How-
ever, the name ‘‘moss’ is a mis-
nomer, as these plants are lich- |
ens,

In the eold regions of Iceland,
lichens grow abundantly and
are called “Iceland Moss,” |
which is used to make bread |

and for medicines of wmany |
kinds.
Lichens are highly useful

plants for man. They are used to
‘nake a dye called litmus. 8oil
experts use litmus paper to test

soils. A soil with too much acid |

will turn blue litmus paper red;

one with too much alka will
turn red litmus paper blue, or
perhaps violet.

Lichens are also used by var-
iows birds for nest-building. The
ruby-throated humm in g bird
gathers tree lichens to shingle its
nest outside, for the purpose of|
camouflaging it.
wanrbler gathers lichens to dee-
orate its nest. Apparently birds
have a sense of beauty, as lich-
ens add a pretty artistic touch
to the nest and perhaps give the
birds a chance to display their
artistic skill in constructing a
nest.

TIDITS of KENTUCKY FOLKLORE
By GORDON WILSON, Ph. D.

MANY KINDS OF FOLKLORE
~ Sometimes friends of mine,
who seem fo think that folklore
is only concerned with ignorance
and even depravity, assume -a
sort of ‘‘how-¢an-you-stand-it”
attitude, They almost seem to
think that I am actually hinder-
ing humanity by even noticing
such things. To them it is a
waste of time at best to study
the ways and beliefs of subnor-
mal people. I haven't yet had
enough nerve to suggest that
these very people are showing
some of the same folkish feel-
ings that they are so ashamed
of.

Of course some folklore is ig-
norance, often a harmless sort
of ignorance, Some of it is gen-
uine wisdom, ideas that have
been found good over long per-
iods of time. Some things are
genuinely poetic; some are re-
pulsive; some are idiotic; some
are humorous. Here is a sort of
generalized definition: Folklore
is a series of beliefs and prac-
tices that have been handed
down, not by any formal means,
like education, but transmitted
orally or, in the case of indus-
tries, by observation. Folklore is
opposed, not to learning as such,
but to formal learning. Whit-
tier, in his ‘“‘Barefoot Boy,” says
the boy knows ‘‘knowledge never
learned of schools.” I know of
no better definition.

Long before there was formal
education, learning in any form
had to be given to each sue-
ceeding generation by word of
mouth. I personally have known
several people who could not
read and write, who literally
didn’t *‘know B from bull's foot,”
but who had their minds stored
with hundreds of valuable things,
gathered over a long life of ob-
servation and listening. Some of
these could gquote Bible verses
by the dozen without making a
single misquotation; they could
not have recognized a single
word of what they had said.
Some could recite long poems
that they had memorized from

cited, Some could remember
dozens of historical dates with
the accuracy of a scholar, To
me, after a lifetime in ‘the
schoolroom, they seem like ed-
ucated people. The fly in the
ointment was and is that they
also held in their minds hun-
dreds of unwise sayings, un-
proved scientific observations,
purely traditional beliefs that a
single good observation would
have disproved. Not having had
an introduction to the value of
formal education, they did not
know where to draw the line be-
tween genuine facts and mere
fraditional beliefs. A good illus-
tration of this, by no means
limited to illiterate people, was
and still is the belief that cattle
have one type of front teeth,
while sheep have the other. The
opening of one sheep’s mouth
and one cow's mouth would be
enough to settle this argument.
But I have known men who had
lived on farms all their lives,
who had raised both sheep and
cattle and had helped butcher
both kinds of animals, but who
still held to the traditional be-
lief.

It is a folkish belief that often
has fought such things as purifi-
cation of water, the proper re-
frigeration or preparation - of
foods, the pastcurization of milk.
Think how recently many such
things have been settled in your
own b#ligfs! If someone had
come into our Fidelity neighbor-
hood 70 years ago and had even
thought of testing the purity of
Sulphur Springs, he would have
been laughed at by even the
most thoughtful and b e s t-edu-
cated peaple. ‘““Pure spring
water” was a sort of shibboleth;
why, just anybody would know
that spring water is the best
kind. One of my former students
found out, almost tragically,
that springs, at least in the lime-
stone area, can be polluted and
even when thé water is clear. I
recall the day we were in swim-
ming together when he went to a
near-by spring and, without even
so much as asking anybody, took
a full draught, That drink or a
similar one brought him down
with typhoid soon; he has often
told me that the drinking of that
spring water was the silliest
thing he ever did.

Folklore can be quaint, hum-
orous, and full of common sense;
it. can be equally witless and de-
grading. As long as a so-called
saying of great wisdom is not
put into action, no especial
harm is done; it i§ when the folk
saying is accepted as Holy Writ,
even though common
knows otherwise, that folk wis-
dom can do infinite harm.
