He can keep the paper for 
study; the teacher gets a "print 
out" at day's end on all her stu­
dents, so she might have their 
grades (instead of grading pap­
ers at home), and so she can 
aid those nef'ding indjvidualized 
instruction. The Machine Age 
"hetper" thus is not a replace· 
m~nt for a teacher but a valu· 
able, time-saving device.

They are actively in­
volved, learning by handling, 
seeing, tasting, doing, not mere­
ley by reading or by being 
told." 

Mr. Martin explained that 
teachers have confidence in 
teaching science, using the new 
approach, and that their pupils 
aren1t frustrated. 

They begin studying science 
in the first grade, and the study 
continues until they leave the 
grades. 

The Iirst session began at 10 
a.m. today, with Superintendent 
of Schools Charles Clark welcom­
ing the group, Dr. Jackson mak­

Cullough, the speaker. At tfie
