that the elinic area is now unoc-
cupiied, except by one doctor who
is there only thnee days a week,
while: they occupy *‘‘temporary’
quanters in scattered parts of the
hospital building. They also claim
they care for at least 95% of the
ambulatory patients and 98% of
the in-patients at the hospital.

“We strongly feel,” the doctors
told KMA's committee, “that we
have as much right o lease the
necessary clinic space for the
proper function of our group as
the Daniel Boone Clinic had and
still has. We see no justification
in leasing a chimic buildng to a
group whch, in effect, is not us-
ing the space. We strongly feel
that our rights as physicians, as
the officiating staff of the hos-
pital and as interested leaders, is
bizing violated . , .”

T. P. Hipkens, president of the
ARH chdin, wrote Dr. Berardi,
late last month, that ARH was
willing to make offices available
in the clinic to all who desire to
rent ARH space and services, but
his offer included provisions that
ARH would have active control of
the entire clinic space and man-
age it “'to the best interest of the
patient” and that Raymond Row-
lette would be the orgamzing clin-
i¢ manager. Mr. Hipkins also
pointed out that ARH would pro-
vide all services to the clinic
area, inchuding appoint m e n t s,
nursing sarvices, record-keeping,
management of personnel and
space allocation.

This offer was mejected by the
Regional Clinic group, “We most
emphatically disagree,” they
wrote Hipking, “that your pro-
posals would be in the best inter-
est of patient-care . . . We have
patiently awaited a sensible con-
clusion but have not received any
type of considenation in megard to
our desires. We do not intend to
continue for any further unreason-
able pertod of time in this present
situation.”

The Regional Medical Clinie,
added;

“It is to be undenstood that we
do not fintend to have McDowell
under any unforeseen pressures
or future eventualities. We are
here to stay.”

Mr. Jackson out-
I'med abternatives, but conclided
that withdrawal was the only val-
id means to peace at this time.

In contrast to the otherwise
quiet, ‘‘classroom’” mood of the
day, Fred Kramer, sociology in-
strucior, asserted that we must
“get out of Vietnam, at any cost."”
He then quoted a mecent book
title, saying, ‘‘Treason — Worth
a Try?”. Listeners disagreed and
questioned his meaning, Mr. Kra-
mer explained that he only meant
if criticism of the American gov-
ernment constituted “freason,”
then he was for it. He was also
asked to give a faciual basis for
what he termed the government's
“stupidity.” He declined to do se.

Another lively discussion fol-
lowed the last speech of the day
when Ira Fink, biology teacher,
charged that peace was ¥mpossi-
ble, that “human nature’” would
cause man always to be involved
in war. “If this war ends,” he
said, “you'll be here two years
from now, talking about another
one.” A long diseussion followed,
during which different views wene
aired, and the program ended at
5 p.m., an hour and a half later
than scheduled,

Father Poole had earlier said
that even “if we believe poventy
cannot be defeated, we must work
as if we believe it can” Echoing
this thought, many answered Mr,
Fink's belief that peace is im-
possible, with “In any event, we
have to try.”

Meanwhile, back in the student
lounge next door, other students
were doing some protesting of
their own.

Ralph Widner, executive
director of the ARC, opened
the symposium with a talk on
“A Hard Look at Appalachia.”
He said regional “leaders have
the chance to build a Society
in a rural setting where one
c¢an 11 v e without sacrificing
the qualities of city life”

“While metropolitan society
is breaking down, Appa-
lachian leaders should be
working on an option to urban
life, ” he said. “Although they
can draw on fools imported
from other parts of the nation,
such as the ARC, the people
of this region must decide on
its future and then act to
make their ideas realities,”

Dr. David Hess, vice presi-
dent of Mankate State Col-
lege, began Saturday’s session
of the symposium by describ-
ing a new kind of leadership.

“The traditional model of a
leader,” Dr. Hess said, “is a
flgure of power and authority.
He knows both goals and the
means to attain them.

“The leaders that are needed
in Appalachia and in the
nation today are facilitators
or enablers,” aceording to
Hess “Today's leaders know
how to bring people together.
He knows humility, because
he realizes he doesn’t have the
capability to determine goals
for others.”

John Leslie, vice president
of Lexingtons Spindietop Re-
search, Inc., closed the sym-
posiumn with his address “The
Challenge.”

Coal Companies, Asking
Damages of $4,200,000

The Kentucky Power Company
fil:d on October 2, in Jefferson
eircuit court, Louisville, suits
against three Pike county coal
mning firms amd two Louisville
companies seeking a total of §4.2
million in damages.

The power company allegzd in
that failure of the coal
companies to deliver fuel in ac-
' cordance with contractural cbli-
' gatlons, threatens its ability to
preduce electric power at its Big
Sandy Plant near Louisa.

One of the power company ac-
tions, seeking to recover $2.6 mil-
lion, was filed against Dixie Min-
ing Company and s president,
Robert D. Holcomb, former Pres-
tonsbung man; A. R. C. Industries,
Inc., Raccoon Elkhorn Coal Com-
pany and C. D. Roberts, zall of

|Piktville. The other for $1.6 mil-

lion, was filed against A. R. C.
Industries and the Standard Sign
and Signal Co., both of Louisville.
Mr, Holcomb countered with
the claim that Kentucky Power
had broken its contract with his
companvy, and added that a coun-
ter-suit is a possibility.
Holcomb said the power firm
refused to acoept coal shipments
from Jan. 1 to July 1 of this year,
despi'e a six-yeéar contract calling
for 240,000 tons anually.
The refusal to take the coal
‘forced us to look clsewhere for
business and made the power
cumpany mhject to damages for
breach of contract with us, Rath-
er than sue, ‘‘we notified Kentucky
Power Co. in June that we con-
sidered the contract cancelled.”
